FOREIGN NEWS.

GREAT BRITAIN.
EPEECTI OF MR, GLADSTONE—THRE POLICY OF
FHE MINISTRY EXPLAINED.
Lowpox, Baturday, Oct. 38, 1871,

An immense gathering of the inhabitanta of
Greenwich took place on Blackbeath Comraon, to-day,
to hear an addreas from Mr, Gladstone, It is estimated
that nearly 12,000 persons were present. Mr. Gladastone
sa!d he was profoundly lmpressed by the grandeur of
this weloome, and was sorry that his duties at the head
of Her Majesty's Government provented him from
oftener viaiting his immediate constituents, He then
proceeded to disouss the suhjects which sgitated the
publie, The chief complaint against the Government
was that It attempted to do too much, But the necessty
existed for stating views and producing measures on
more subjects than it waa possible to earry into lmmedi-
ate effect. The p t Liberal Administration had had
the longest life of any shnllar Administration slnee 1632,
and there was roason to bolleve that its vitality waa un-
{mpaired.

Mr. Gladetons then deliversd a glowing eulogy of the
Queen, and spoke In warm terms of pralse of lLis ecol-
lengues in the Government. Their labors had been
arduons, and the resnlt showed they had not been in
valn, Ireland secmed wol! satisfied with past measurea
of eonciliation, and there was every reason to hope for n
future of content In that island. The facta conneoted
with disraissals from the dock-yarda had been gressly
exaggernted, The total nuwber of men discharged wua
only 1,463, and this reduction of the force waa made In
sccordance with o policy which was originated by bis
pred . Thoe natfon counld not but be gratified by
the coonomies effocted by the present Govern-
ment through the abolition of official  patron-
age, the concentration of the wilitary and
naval forees, the withdrawal of troopa from
Canada and New-Zealand, and jthe introduction of the
aystem of army reserves. There was reason for muoch
congratulation over the abolition of the purchass system
i the army. The House of Lords might need reforming,
but nothing should be done precipitately. The Lorda
had not aoted wisely In rejecting the Ballot bill, which
would agaln be introdused in Parliasment st the next aes-
plon. Tho Contagious-Disease sot would be dealt with at
the next session in & mavper to command the sympa-
thies of the nation. Other measures would be bronght
forwurd which, e hoped, would moet with the approval
of Parliament and the country.

At the conclusion of his address a resolution welcoming
and thanking Mr. Gladstone woas put and caried with
entlinsiastio demonstrations of approval.

THE POOR PRISONERS.

PROBABLE DISCHARGE OF THE DEBTORS IN
LUDLOW-S8T, JAIL.

| ALL THE INMATES TO BE TAKEN BEFORE JUDGE

BARNARD TO-DAY —DETAINED WITNESSES
AND OTHERS HOPING ALSO FOR RELEASE—A
GENERAL JAIL DELIVERY LOOKED FOR.

The Assistant District-Attorney, Mr, Algernon
8. Bullivan, has taken a deep interest in the examination
and relaass of the debtors and other ofvil salt prisoners In
Ludlow-st. Jal!, whose sufforings have been desoribed In
THe TRIDUNE; and to-day will bring not only the debtors,
but all other prisoners not under criminal charges and
under United Btates Jurisdiction, before Judge Barnard
for examloation. Mr, Bullivan In conversation yester-
day with & TRIBUNR reporter declared that jail de-
liverips were the kind of work he “most delighted

' and It was  encoursging to see that
the humane order of Judge Barnard was to bo carried
out by so enthusiastlo an offclal. He visited the jaul on
Saturday aft and pleted the e tion of
the prisonars, and will submit thelir st nta to-day
in conrt, The lat, as published lo somo of the papers,
waa furnlabed by Warden Tracey, and was refused publi-
cation by THE TRIBUNE 1 It was | sud
perverted In the intercst of the man who had done most
to make the prison life of these poor fellows unendurable,

Blace the publieation of Warden Travey's lucomplete
lint of prisoners who deserve the humane considerstion
of Judge Barpard and Mr. Bulllvan, namnbers of other
eivil sut prisoners have boen anxious that their coscs
should have attention. Bome ara there the victims of
mallclous prosecution, for assauli and battery, breach of
promise, and fallure to pay allmony; others as wit-
neases, detained an unconscionable time without sufll-
clent eause, and these should also be called before Judga
Barnard, The wivea and daughtersof soms of theso
have applied to Mr. Bullivan for aetion In thelr cases,
and some of them have personally appealod to THe
TRIBUNE to urge thelr release. Mr, Bullivan ling per-
sonally sssured us that not only those named in Tracey’s
list, but all over whom Le has any control sbull he
brought to-day before Judge Barnard,and that he will
oxtend his ofclal ingniry fnto all the prisons, houses of
dotention, asyluma, and all other places of Incarcerd-
tion In the eity and ecounty, that no person whose rights
or porsonal freedom have been unjustly eurfalled or
abridged shaJl bo further held and detalned,

Persons dotadned by thoe United States Courts suffer
great hardships in this fiithy den. Mathew Gosa, o de-
talned witnesa, ls compelled to live on the sama fAoor (in
tho adjolning eell, in fact,) with the murderers agalust
whom he I8 to testify, He his been kept there, illegally
as s believed, and Inhumancly s is known, for wore
than flve months, although ussured that he would not be
kept wore than flve days, Two olhers, Wm. Johuston
and Georgo Crane, are detalued fo the same way, and
compelled to work as servants, recelving as pay the lb-
crty to remain ot large until 11, Oune doetalned witness
18 now alek, and has been soms thoe, and he ls Hterally
rotting In his cell; they do not keep his bed Lo decent
condition, They cat the same food as the murderers,
and are compelled to pay for It out of their
seanty allowance as witnesses, They are locked up ina
small cell ench day, at 8§ p. m., and kept thus conflued,
a8 the murderers are, untll 8 next wornjng. Although
promised and cotitled to §1 80 per day, they never recelve
maore than $10 per month. Theso are pltiable cases, which
the United States suthorities should look after at once
or submit to be classed with the oppressors of these
unfortunate men. On Baturday, after the visit of a
TRIBUKE reporter to the prison to lnquire after the cou-
ditlon of detalned witnesses, the Unlted States prisoners
were separnted from the debtors,
