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TUESDAY'S STORM.

IN AND AROUND NEW-YORK.
TT8 EFFECT ON THE COAST—IN THE CITT.

The storm of Tnesday was not so disastrous
0 its effocts on shipping as was aoticipated. There were
wery fow veasels wrecked in the bay or ou the coast.
The Lrig Owrcline Grey of Bockland, Me., Capt. Thorn-
dfke, went ashore st Morlches, L. I., sbout 35 miles east
of Fire laand. Bho is losded with cottvn from New-
Orleans, and her condition and prospects aro good. The
brig C. F. Kennedy, Capt. Dodge, of Lubec, went sebore
st Wreek Pond, below Long Braach, and two miles north
of Bguam Boach, Bho was londed with lumber from the
Bouth, and will probably bea total loss. The Const Wreak-
tog Company has sent asalstance to both of thess vesssls.
A sloop st anchor off Quarsntine drifted up to the whart
and waes gunk. A groat number of cellsrs tn Bowth, Front,
and Water-sta. were filied with water, but most of thoee
who had property under the level of the sidewalk re-
moved thelr effects before the storm reached ite hight.
Tho tobacco merchants in Water-st. met with considers-
ble loas, and even cellars in Pearlst. weres damaged.
The collar of Maxwell & Co.,, st No. 70 Bouth-st., wie
filled with fioating barrels of kerosene and whale oil, and
boxea of sosp and candles. The willow-ware mer-
merchants, near Fulton Market, suffered severely,
snd much window-glass was broken in the market.

About midaight the new fivestory bullding, No. &1
West Thirty-second-st., was blown down, s porton of the
wall falling upon the two-story bullding, No. 551 West
Thirty second Bt. No one was injured. The eellars on
the North River, between Washington, Market, and Car-
Usle-n's., wers flooded, though there were no sorious
loases. Patent Liydrants wers Io use sl the moruing
pumplng them ook

The rip-rap and earth were waahed out uonder Pler No,
4 East River, caualng It to sink so far that s pile of brick
fell from It 1oto the river. The tide carried s quantity of
drift-wood imto the Bellevae Hospltal grounds. and
swatnpad & plunger " belonging to the inatitution, The
roof was lifted from s new four story briek bullding, No.
359 Water-st,, and in ita full broke through the upper floor.

Io Brooklyn serious damage was ocnused by the storin,
The frame shanties near Gowanus Bay were abandonsd
to the rieing e, A pumber of unfinisbed baildings in
Bouth Brooklyn wero blows down, and many others
prostrated, some of 4bem breskiog telegraph wires In
thedr fall. Tue Hme-sbed of J. L. Lyons wae burned, the
wind having turn off o part of the reof, permitting the
rain to ignite the Hme, A slmilar fate befell the atore-
houss of Bodine Brothers, at West Hrightou, Btaten
Island, where tho tide rose to o floor containing Uwe.

IN REW-JERSEY.

The atorm on Tueaday is said to bave heerm
more severe than any which has ocourred lu this section
for twenty-five years. The damage was widespread, and
in the vieinity of Jersey City the loss was very heavy.
Every cellar in Hudeon-st. was overflowsd. sod thou-
sands of dollare’ worth offproperty was submerged. The
Morrls Canal overflowed lte banke, and houses slong 1ta
line near Jersey-ave. were filled with water to the depth
of seversl fest. Many families occupying base-
monts were forced to seck shelter in other quarters.
The logs to the Canal Company and property-owners along
the canal in Jersey City is estimated st §10,000. The high
fence fronting the Central Rallrosd property was demol-
ishod, Tho Lafayette dows were Inondated and
large quantities: of lumber swept away, The roof
of the three-stary brick houss Nos. 190 sod 198
Grove-st. was blown off and the bulldiog much damaged,
Menckel's bakery, af Grove and Wavne-sts., waa dam-
acod §100. A frame building on Pavonis-ave., ocenpled
ua o liquor saloon and known s the Bay Honse, was el-
evated by the tide from ita foundation and swept away,
The proprictor and a enstomer escapsd LY & deaperale
Jump s the building moved off.

All the ehimneys in Dateh Row, on Bawcon-ave,, wete

blown down. Tho castarn wall of the M. E. Church at
Bergen and ' Belmont-aves, was blown down, and thke
Jecturd-room, fronting on Belmont-ave,, wias demolished ;
Toss, 2,000, Russall & Mount's houss in Hramhall-ave. was
nnroofed, At Harrisow Cove, flabing smacks and schoon
ern werndorn from thelr anchorage and swept ap the
stream or drifted ashiore. An oll sloop was sunk in the
Morrls Cana! Basfn, and Jooathau Bturges, a sailor,
barely escaped drowning. Beveral yachts were capalead,
and the Irene wes sunk. The hoat-houss of the Hudson
Bowing Association, contalning all thelr bosts, was
loosad from ita moorings and saved only by the most
dosperate cfforts. A number of vo;yhmwmn- troos
weore blown down in various parta of the city, but their
fall was fortunately unattended with loss of 'Ii‘}a.
In Unlon Hill the buildings belonging to the North
Hudson County Hallway Company weré observed to
sway to and fro ot ove o'elock a. m., yestorday, and an
honr later they were a plle of ruips. A number of cara
inaide were crushed and almost totally destroyed. The
damsge 14 entimated ot $0,000. In Greenvilie a three-
story bullding (unoceupled) belonging to M. D. Vree-
land wax blown down, roof fallog flat upon the-
ruiss without breaking. At Danforth-ave. and Old Ber-
gen-rogd 8 Ove-siory frome bullding, just completed,
and desiened as a Dhotel, was completely damolished;
