COOPER INSTITUTE,

FEARNEST DEMONSTRATION—SPERTITES RY

The most earnest and sensible meeting that
144 vot beon held by the workiogoien of this eity took
place laet evening at Cooper Institute, an audlence of at
least 1,000 orderly, practical men being present.

HOW THE ADMINISTRATION MEN MANAGED THE
DEBATE—AN ATTEMPT TO MAKE POLITICAL
CATITAL—EXPBURE OF THE AFFAIR—HOW
THE NEOTRALITY LAWS WERE VIOLATED—

A SLEEPY GOVERNMENT WATCIH.

Ington himeelf, in bis letter to his French employers,
epeaks of the transactions with our Government, which
s made o the pame of Richardson, as bis own trans
actions,  He mentions the amount of deposlts wlicl he
bl made, reters to the diffiealiy with which he had ef-
fectidd cortaln arrangemcnts, and does not mentlon the
panae of Biebanlson, or any other agent, at all.  The War
Departme it hoes given Mr. Remlogton the highest possi-
nle indorsoment as o gentioman of houor and integrity ;

private sale, They ave establlabed for the puarpode of
doieg the Government work, and when the Govern-

meut has pothing for them rto do ey ehould
e elooeil. But  the frrecularity did  nel
bere, The War  Depurtuent  knew, from

fo Iy papers, and (o athousand other sources, that
e gins it was solling were guing to Fraace, aod, there-
s, the enrteidges which were to accompnny the guns
tor the Frenoh Government also,  About the manu.
foctute of these carteldges thers cannot be o doahe,
Romwington, in his letter, alrcady quoted, sars that the
wroangement for thele manafacture was made after
groat dificaity, and the Sceretary of War, in bty
tter, witmits  that they were  made, Reming-
ou, in his letter, speaks of condneting tha busluess
Nimself. The Fronch Government palil Bewington for
them, but our Government elalms to have sold them to
Richardson.

of Btate righta and official dignity. Ex-Gov. Bullock of
Georgla sent a letter, more remarkable for argument
against our proceedings as & breach of State rvighta,
than for the facts furnisbed; and Gov, Reed of Florida
declined to answer st all, although he has forwarded
to » meionber of the sub-commitiee several coples of
his message. He proiesied agalost the Lovasion of the
rights of the Btate of Florida, Generally where our in-
quiry had been resculed, evaded, or Jguored, we bave
discovered reasons fur copcenlment, which convinee us
that ofticinls are wore concorned about their own dignity
