Semator Stevenson first says Lthat the testimony shows
et o balance of 819,634 47 wns alleged to have been
speut by the War Department in preparing the arma and
stares for sale, and the coata incurced in makng the
sales has never been pald  into the Trensury, The itema
of thess expenditures have not been given.

19 regurd to theo second subject of Lnguiry—the lc
gality of the sales—the minority calls attention to the
panguage of the acts of 31 Muarch, 1825, and 20th July,
1868, The first of these acts requires that an fnspestion
ar survey of the stores sold should be mude.  The latter
lnw does uot repeal the first, bt adids to it requirements
&4 to advertising, &ec., before private sades are made.
Mr. Stevenson continues that it does not appear that
wuy lospection of the damaged or unsuitable arms was
wade, wud that therefore the law of 1820 was vielited,
[hi testimony showa that the War Depariment pit the
following constroction upon the statute of 1668:

@ Thut the wdvertiscment of a sl qaantity of arws
or ordnauce stores of any kind authorized the snle of
any gquantity of the sams Kiod which the Government
ungeht thereufteor huve to sell,

b, That & forsun! offer st pablic sale after 30 days'
noties of cucl lob sold Wis not necessary.

e. That if & suporior model of s earbine or musket had
beon invented, and partinlly introduced, all other models
however goisd might be sold as “damaged or otherwise
unsnitalde,” &e,, 0o maditer how small the quantity of
the wost recent molel m'ght be at the tiwe in the pos-
per=iom of Loe Govermaeaf.

Tue te=timony shows that Gen. Behotleld flrst placed
the above constroetion on the law of 1864 ; that bLe col-
munteated It verbzly to the Ordinanee Burean, and that
it bns been adopted by the present Becretary of War,
though the opinion of the Jodee Advoente-Gieneral, ron-
dered in 1868, and also given bo the testimony, warranis
nosuch constroction, Tae debates in the Bemate uud
House of Representatives are also quoted to show that,
when the low of 1808 was pessed, the general nuder-
standing in Congress ns to the meaning of this not was
put in sceordanee with that of the War Departinont.
Agnln, many of the breceli-londers sold were of the now
caliber (&), while others of the old ealiber (.58) are still
i the porevs don of the Government, and 36,221 Spring-
fed muozzte-logders ore still in the hands of the militia.
Mr. Btevenson conclides, therefore, that the sale of
breceb-donders was wholly without wiarant of Jiw so
Joug ne there were left in the U, S Arscnals, or in the
hands of the wiitia, arms ioferior 1o those sobil,

On the third tapie of inquiry, the nidnority roports that
prodesce aud wise policy alike dictated that the larcer
supply of brescli-loddess deemed by Gen, Dyer in his un-
nitn! repor! for 1870 (1,000,000 was the nnumber he thonght
wo ought to hive), absolately necessury to o kept in onr
arsenals shonld not have beon dimdoshod even though,
in wn emergency, Inferlor mnzzle-doaders nnd carbines
tudzhit supply their place, lost the defrnsive capaeity of
the country might he reduced, and the Government
forced, In caso of sndden war, to 0ok to o forelgn mar-
ket for the purchnse of srmis,

In reguid to the sirict observance of the order of the
Becretary of War of Oct. 18, 1570, the report continnes ;

“The undersigned is of opinlon that if the Secrolary
of War considered it bis duty to probibit the sale of we 10
to a known agent of & bwelligerent or his sab-aguuts, for
the purpose of securing the obaervance of the neatral
obiligations of the United States, be sbhould have consid-
erad It equally his duty to reseind o aile of arins made to
such an agent, 8s soon as the later was discovered to e
such, und to prevent the delivery of the nrins to be so sold,”
The testimouy shows that no =ueh aetion was token, bt
that arms sold on the 12th and 19th of October, 1670, were
not all dlivered for two months alter their destinatlon
was dlreuvercd,

#The voderslgued ean therefore not eccuywe the coneln-
glop that the order of the Scorctury of War was ln this
case fagrantly sud with open eyes violnted vy the Ord-
nance Bureni with the sanction of the War Departinent.
Bot this is not the oaly case tn which the order of 1he
Soeretary of War falled to be observed. After his dis-
povery, Col. Squire, the konowns agent of Remington,
procured the intcrecssion of other persons s middie.
wen to effoet the parehuse of arws from the Govern-
ment of the Cuited Statea. Two of these (Austing, Bald-
win & Co., snd Thomas Richardson) might, if strict
vigilance had boen exercised, bave been properly sus-
pected of boing in bnsivess contection with Hemington.”
Beuntor Bteveuson also makes out o pretiy strong case
agninst Gen, Dyer fo conneellon with the sale of breech-
loaders to Thomas Rlchardson, He shows from the tes-
timony that Gen. Dyer and Samuel Remington were in
New-York ut the time this sale was made and the Frank-
ford Arsensl ordered to fubiicate the cartridges, nnd
while Col. Crispin testified that they were in communi-
ration with each oiher at his office. The samo day afrer
et Dyer o telegraphed  conditiona the of the
anle 1o Col, Benet for the Sccrelury’s approval and gave
thie neecasary orders, and Remington wrote to Le Cesne
thnt he bnd made the purchase, while Richardson re-
membered uothing of the dotalls of the transaction in
which be allowed his name to be used. The ground for
sispleton {5 very strong that Dyer personally arranged
this sule with Remington nearly two mounths after the
Becretary's order,

The history of the exchango of Gatling gnos is reviewad
at length with the tollewing reanit:

“ The voucloslou is inevitable that there was an under-
standing between Remington und somebody connectod
with the Ordoance Burean in regurd o the exchangs of
these guos ; for without this weither the matter of the
Aeposit (to pay for the new carrlsges), nor the deliver
of the guu carriages could hnve been eflfected in the ab-
sence of lnstructions aud advice of auy kind from Gon,
Frankliv. In no other way can the testimouy be har-
moulzed. Franklin testified that he thought st the time
that the Chief of Ordnance kuew all about whe was the
purchaser of these guns, nnd where Lhey were golng.”

The minority calls sttention to the fact that the defect
in the 10,000 navy rifles sold to Poultney & Trimble of
Baltimore, und by them to Bemington, was brought to
the attentlon of the Navy Department by Remington
blwself, and thot, haviog convineed the Department
st they were hwperfect, bie bought them himsel! ot an

advanoed price; that the arma sud ordoance stores
were delivered in New-York u lighters in the Gevern-
meet pay aud in churge of employés of the Ordnsnce
Puresu on bourd the French stemmers; that the auses
were, auny of them, marked “ B F.," which mesnt
“ Republigue Francaive,” snd wers receipted for by the
samne person who recelved the arms seld to Remington,
and the: certifieates that the armes wpd stores were ln
good order wore glven Ly & represeatative of the Ord-
nanes Buress (0 a French ofeer stationed In New York
1o inspect the .

The winority report does pol disenss al wuch length
the right of the Unlted Bgates Lo sell arws Lo either bel-
Ngerent, though Benuter Stevenson does not sgroe Lo
sae aftirmutive of this progosition lald down by the ma-
ority, ' The Secretary of War,” be says, “ hy his order
torbidding the ralo of muuitions of war to Franee or
Germouy, neted wisely and well, This sction was just
1o the rountry and alike creditable to himsell.

On the fifth topie the reporf Admits that *the testl-
many falls to discloss any cortuption or lmproper con-
duct on the part of any officer or other employé of the
“Governmoeut in tho sale of arms or munitfons of war.
1f arrors were commnlitod, it s gratifylng to know they
were occasioned by no sordid or seltish purpose,”

Al to improper intercourse by any Senator or other
Ameriean clifzen with an offfcer dr agent of a forelyn
Government, the report coneludea: * There s nothing
to cast the sllzhtest reproach upon any of the distin.
ruishod gentlemwen who lave been weutioned In this
connection, and nothing has been disclosed aa having
taken place widch was not in every sense cradituble and
proper.”™

The report thronghout showa s eareful and consclen-
tious study of the testimony, and & desire to arrive st
the exact truth in the watter,

The report of the majortty of the French Arms Tuvesti-
miting Committee bus caused considerablo surprise
amoug thoss who stadied the testimony carefully, and
smong stidents of intornational law, Tue ldea that the
Uulted Bostes, as such, may sell its surplus arma to s
belilgerent power, to be used against o nation with
whicl we are at pesce, is prononnced as IHGIEtTOuR,

to-day, *arms might have been delivered by the Unite
Staten Government in Havre or Rrost, s well ns in New-
York, and sout them in Unitea States ships of war.

CONTRADICTORY REPORTS—GREAT BLITAIN SATD

The London Observer says communications
have been passing between the Cabinets of
Washington and London all the past week.
The Government of the United States has as yot
made no definite proposition of a favorable charae-
ter. There is ground for hope, however, that Presi-
dent Grant may recommend nnd the Benate approve
n modification of the Treaty of Washington, The
eoureo of the British Government before Parliament
to-morrow depends on the reply of the Washington
Cabinet.  Public apinion in England is averse to
any action which will close negotiations for a seltle-
ment,

The Post yesterday morning confirmed the rumor
wlideh was cnrrent the day before, that the negotia-
tions hetween the United States aud England rela-
tive to the indirect claims had been broken off, and
stated positively that the British Government had
withdruwn from the srbitration provided for nuder
the Treaty of Washington.

ToxpoN, Mouday Morning, May 13, 1872,
1he Times and other Loudon papers of this mom-
ing are of the opinion that the annonncement of
Friday that negotintions between Great Britain and
the United States, with regard to the Indirect Claims
bad been bhroken off, was premature,

The Times says positively that all will yet be
righted. Tt maintains that the American Govern-
ment has agreed in prineiple to withdraw the elaims
for indirect damages, and advikes forbearance on the
part of both Houses of Parliament.

AUTHORITATIVE DENJAL THAT DIPLOMATIC COR-
RESPONDENCE 18 ENDED—A sEMI-OFFICIAL
STATEMENT—DISCOURAGING VIEW—WAITING
YOR BRITISH DEVELOPMENTS.

|BY TELEGRAPR TO THE TRIBUNE,]

Wasmnatox, May 12—The Adminiatration has
authorized a denial of the report that correspondence
inregard to indirect domages under the Treaty of
Washington is ot an end. Tho President, in conver-
sation with the editor of his special organ in this
city, on Friday, explained the attitude of the two
nations eubstantially as it had Dbeen stated a
week before in Tue TrRiBuNe, with the exception
that the President was eareful not to mention the
very important letters and dispatches which Secre-
tary Fish has sent to Gen, Scheuek, and the replies
to them from the British Government., The editor,
ot the end of he article, drew the following conclu-
sion: " This unfortunate misunderstanding, there-
fore, endls the Treaty.” The conclusion, from the
fucts #0 cconomically furnighed, was a non sequitur,
amd the editor of the " organ” has been appro-
priately reprimanded,

But, though the Administration is still in the
midet of correspondence with the Dritish Govern-
wont on this troublesome question, no well-informed
person in Washington has, during the past werk,
doubted that the Treaty caunot be saved by any-
thing which this Government eun do; for,

though there is mot the slightest doubt that
Seeretary  Fish  sorely repents  putting  into
the ecase the chapter setting forth  the

claims for indirect damages, public opinion 18
w0 strong that it will not allow him to withdraw or
mwodify it. The question that has been asked to-day
oftener than any other is, * What wilk be the effect
on the pending negotiations of the overthow of the
CGladstona Ministry 77 More than ever since this
misnnderstanding arose, shrewd diplomatists have
remarked  that the whole eourse of the Ad-
ministration  seemed to  be dictated by a de-
sire that the prescnt Britich Ministry should be
sustained in power, aml the President has heen fold
that if he feared o change of Government in Eue-
land Lo was mistaken, as any that might sueceed
that of Gladstone would be as friendly to the United
States as the one deposed. The friends and advisers
of Secretary Fish geemn now to have arrived at this
same conclusion, and are to-lay, therefore, dis-
enseing the probable result of to-morrow’s #es-
sion  of Parlisment. The more hopeful believe
that & new Ministry would take the ground that
the Arbitra'ion must go on, the British
Government, protesting at the same time azinst
the olgims for indirect damages. They think that
the new Ministry would defend themselves with
the people, by saying that they found the Treaty,
such as it was, when they came into power; that
they are not responsible for its imperfection; il
that there is no way out of the trouhle than through
the Geneva Conference, A nsw Ministry, they say,
could do this, while the present ohe could not.  The
Administration is greatly concerned for thesafety of
the Treaty, aud waits the report of to-morrow’s ses-
sion of Parliament with much anxiety.

This wigueduct hus been inspected by the Chiel Engi-
newr, who passed entirely thronih it sl persouslly ox-
puilued every foot of it from Croton Dam to Mauhattan-
ville, The aqueduct was found in geoeral good condi-
tlon: at # few points some slight repairs were needed
anid twade. To make & proper exsminntion it Wia neces-
pary to entirel ems_ly the aguedact ; the water was for
it s purpose sbut off at Croton Dam for 48 houra. Dur-
10 L0ls time the supply of water for the eity wis drawn
from the reservoirs located in the city, which wers
of conrse druwn down seversl feet by the operation,
wut thoy have sivee been filled up and are now full to
high-water line. Since the reservoirs have been fllled a
ayatomatic cleaning out of the entire system of mains
and pipes has been golog ou by seouring them out by
mweans of blow-offs and hydruuts, In time more or lesy
sediment 1s collected in the bottom of the pipes, which
not only hnpalrs their c?uwlur. but also slightly affects
the tasie of the water. This scouring out of the pipes is
pow nearly completed.
