THE TARIFKF ON FLAX.
—————

A PROTEST ACAINST IT§ REDUCTION—IIORACE
GREELEY INDORSED.

A large number of flax-dressers assembled
at Cosmopolitan Hall, in Ease Broadway, last evening,
to discuss the proposed reduction of the tariff on flax
from 840 to §15 per tun. John Btarrs was chosen (Thair-
man, M. J. Smith opetied the meeting with an address,
fn which he suid that in this country the oxperiment of
growing flax had been tried and proved puccessful, and
be wus decidedly opp ito the reduction of the tartff
upon an article that we conld raise at home, [Applause.]
He thought that all the manufscturers of flax fabrics
shionld use their influsncs to keep the tarifl stits presont
rate. The past bad shown the advantage to be derived
fram Protection, Iu every bhranch of industes. Flax thut
was grown in Ireland, ho thought, was uo betler than
had boen ofton raised in this conuiry.
8. . 3ullivan, who represented the flax-manufacturing
interests of New-York, said that ho was cliosen s dele-
gate to visit Washington, for the purposd of securing an
act of Congross that would proteet the home growth of
flux, but he had found that the majurity of the politl-
clans thore were unwilling to listen toany snch measure,
e they saw uo money behind it. Ie thought all America
should feel grateful to THE NEW-YORK Tainuxe for the
noble stand it hasd siwsys taken on the question of
protective tariff, and especially to Horace Greeloy, whom
he belleved to be the most zealous advoeate of thelr
rights in this country. He had conversed with several
of the loading men of the State, and all eald that as they
wanted protection they should surely vote for Greeley,
As far a8 be wus coucerned, ho thought it a
fallaey to  atteropt a reduetion of the tariff on
flax, it wonld bo giving advantages
to other eonntrios which we conld fust ns well reap onur-
selves, The Americun-grown flax bad been tried, and
was just a8 goof'ns the imported for all proetical pur-
posce, He thought there were a class of nien DOW gov-
erning this country who were teying their bost to com-
pel us to bow to other countries, acknowledge thelr s
premacy, and patronize thear Indostries.  Bot he was
sanguine that after the 4th of pext March there would
b o grent change, as onr wmost earncst Protectionist,
Horace Greeley, would then rale the uation, [Tremen-
donsapplause.) Telegrame and letters wore next read
advocating a protective tarlff, and expressing the hupe
that Horsce Greeley would secure the Fresldeutial
ehmr, und therehy preserve their rights as manofac-
turers. A long letter signed by some of thoe princ pal
manufaeturers of flnx fiber (n° Mussachueetta expressed
the seuthment of tho people in that locality as ln favor of
the *eage of Chappaque, Horace Groeley.™

J. 8. Foley, who represcuted the flux (nterests of Par-
erson, N. J,, said thiat the ery of fhe wanufacturers in
that locality was * Protection.” Thero was a nved of
reform in the direction of tariffs, and be thought the
best way to consammate o reform in this direction was
to vote for Homce Greeley, [Applanse.] At present
the finxg that was nsed in the Awerican factories was
largely imported from Ireland. Buat he thonght the
flnx grown in this country would soon be wade of as fine
A quality as that of other countries. The secd of the
American flax, when sowu (o other countries, produced
oven finer fber than that any other country could
Prodnie,

After some further discnssion favoring the election of
o the great Protectionist,” the mecting tiually adjourned.
