THE OLD LEADERS PRESENT—STIRRING LIBERAL
SPERCHES—UNRESTRAINED ENTHUSIASM FOR
GREELEY — EMPHATIC RESOLUTIONS IN=
DORSING THE CINCINNATI PLATFORM AND
TICKET—"' GREELEY FIRST, LAST, AND AL~
WAYS " —COOPERATION WITH THE LIBERAL
REPUBLICANS PROPOSED.

£1. Pavt, Jone 10.—A full representation of the
Minnesota Demoeracy eame together at noon to-day,
for the purpose ot only of selecting delegates to
Baltimore, bul for the final definition of the Demo-
erviie pentiment of the Brate. A full and intelligiblo
ipterchange of sentiment had been made last night
and this morning, and wheu the delegates convened
here was littlo doubt as to the attitude of the party.
The recogniged lenders, who have in recent cam-
paigns held somewhat nloof from active participa-
tion, were preeent iu force, and to a certain extent
inspired the action of the Convention in its ont-
spoken pronunciation for Reform sod Liberality.
A recognized leader of the party, the Hon. Edmund
Rice, the Cliairman of the State Central Committee,
called the proveodings into operation and delivered
8 short address signiticant of the temper and dispo-
sition of the gathering. He recognized the great
change of eentiment which was coming mpon
the country, and the revolution which was turning
the Democratic party fram a worshiper of the pest,
and intrusting it with s mission of reform for the
foture. He had felt the pulse of the party, and he
could testify to its earncstuess and loyalty in the
great contest now opening to the friends of honesty.
The delegates, bont maiuly on one purpose, made no
ebjection to the written appointment of committecs,
&e., aud the Convention made a temporary ndjonrn-
ment until afternoon, to give the various commit-
toes opportunity to arrange the matters intrusted to
them. The Commitiee on Resolutions had been dis-
cussed with a great deal of anxiety, and the result
was an adniirable combination of the very strongest
men in the party, selected from the entire Stute.
Of course, everything depended on the resolutions,
and the more outspoken couniry deleghtes,
who avowed that they dare mnot go bome
without indersing Grecley, were in consideralile
restlesancas until the matter “sme 1o an issue.
Late in the afternoon, in this expectant frame of
mind, the delegates crowded in and listened with
some indifference to the reports that did not tonch
tho vital question. The selection of n permancnt
Chairman, however, broke the ice, and loud cheers
weloomed the annovncement of the name of the
Hon. Samuc] Smith to that position, Ie has been
an outepoken worker for Liberalism, and Liis election
to preside at onee indicated that there wonld be no
temporizing with the voice of the people or the de-
gires af the delegntes. He declared his intentions at
anee and with vigor, e kuew the sentiment of hia
peaple. He saw the daily increasing tide of Liberal-
j#m in the Repnblican ranks, and he knew that no
ecombination of men or parties conld thwnart the peo-
ple's will in making Horace Greeley the next Presi-
dent of the United States.  He warned Democrats
who dreamed of a diffcrent purpose ot Baltimore,
that Greeley sentiment was so strong that if such
madness 88 4 strajght nomination were attempted
the Democratie party would be split in fragments
never to be reunited. The platform as enunciated
by Horace Greeley woe the noblest political fme-
bodimeut ever offered to o great people, and with
candidates of the known honesty and capacity of
Greeley and Brown the Democratic party had nothing
more to desire. These expressions came whem the
tenipor of the Convention was ovidently desirons of
more vigorous utterance, and every sllusion to
Greeley was received with loud explosions of delight.
Lest there might be the possibility of misunder-
standing, however, Gen, and ex-Gov. Gorman was
determined that there should be neither suspense
nor delay, and in order that there should bhe no un-
eertainty in the phraseology or purpost of the resoln-
tione when submitted to the Convention, he read
shis unmistakuble expression of the prevalent senti-
ment of the Biate:

Resolved, That the® delegates elected by thia Couven-
tion to attend the Dewoeratie Conventlon at Baltimore
are bere distinotly directed to vote for and use all just
and hoporable means to confirfo the nominees of tue
Cincinnat! Conventlion for Premdent and Vice-Fresident
of the United States.

The Couvention Yroke into a storm of applavse a8
soon us the resolution had been read. The Chairman
of the Committee on Resolutions felt that a shght
bad been put upon the Committee by this gratuitons
preenmption that the resolutions had failed to meet
the demands of the party, and therenpon read a
strongly-marked resolution, instracting the dele-
gutes to vote as a nnit for the platform and candi-
dutee of the Cincinnsti Convention. Bome gues-
tions as to the advisalility of tying beyond recall
the hands of the delegation arose, sod ove delegate,
who announced that his first and last cholee was
Greeloy, doulted the wisdom of the action on the
ground that something might hauppen in the meag-
time to totally change thesitustion. “For instance,”
said he, “I bave learned ¢hat an important mesting
of Liberals will be held in New-York to
take aetion on this very matter. “What if
Mr. Gresley should be withdeawn 1" usked
the speaker trinmphaotly, Half the Con-
vention rose to its feet and shouted, “We'll
wtill vote for Greeley I  * What if Baltimore should
select some one else?  “We'll vote for Greeley !”
That was the vy first, Inst, and slways. Gen. Gor-
man, in on effort of great power, traversed the
gradual growth of sentument in the State, all tend-
ing to confirm the selection of Greeley 88 a move
above and beyond politicians, and although his
Mfe-long political opponent, he gladly lent his aid to
put Lim into the Presidential office to purify the
politics of the country. This lttle interlude was
ended by o characteristic Western pronuncismento
from Mr. Irs Barton, who facotiously sunounced
himself a8 s representative of the rural districts.
“We bave,” said e, “ made up our minds to vote for
Greeley, come what will. We have also made up
our minds to bind the delegates to vote for Grecley
and Brown ; and I say here that if any man returns
from that Convention with Greeley cheated out of
that nomination, we will hang him to the first tree”
This summury disposition excited lively approba-
tion. The resolation of Gen. Gormsn was adopted.

Here some querulous member opposed the adop-
tion of the report, which wonld huave also killed the
last resolution ; and, on this, Judge Atwater made a
apeech, which was roceived with irksome disfavor
by the Convention. This bronght out ull the strong
speskers of the body. aud the sentiments of the
flate received unmistakable illustration, This,
bowever, etided the heat of the contest, if it could
be called 4 contest where ninoteen-twentioths were
in favor and the other twentieth against. During
the selection of delegates the Couvention took a re-
ocss, and in & few minutes reassembled reporting
the following as delegates to Baltimore, not only
personally in fuvor of Grecley and Brown, but
bound by their jostructions to ndvocate them, and
poue oilers, a8 the nowinees of the Demecratic
party:

THE MARYLAND DEMOCRACY.

A HARMONIOUS CONVENTION—FULL GREELEY
DELEGATION TO THE NATIONAL CONVENTION
—PERSONNEL OF THE DELEGATES—ENTHU-
SIASM FOR THE LIBERAL TICKET IN BALTI-
MORE—PREPARATIONS FOR THE JULY CON-
VENTION,

[6Y TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIPUNE.]

Bivtmore, June 19.—The Democratic State Con-
vention, which met to-day, conducted its business
with entire harmony. Evary county in the State
was fully represented, and among the delegates was
an unnsually large number of solid conservative
men of high character and large inflnence among
the poople who sent them. The sole business of the
meeting was to provide for the representation of the
State in the approaching National Convention. It
was apparent yesterday, from the conversation of
the delegates, that the assemblage would be practi-
cally of one mind upon the question of indorsing
the Cincinnati ticket, and that the only controversy
that would arise would be occasioned by loeal and
personal preferences for the varions candidates
seeking the honor of election as delegates to the
National Convention. This proved to be the cnse as
fully as was predicted. Only one county seut
representatives openly opposed to Greeley, and those
men found the tide ronming so strongly against their
prefudices that they took the discreet course of say-
ing nothing and acquicscing in the selection of pro-
nounced Grecley delegates. The four delogates
chosen to represent the State at large, and twelve
delegates from the six Congress Districts are all
avowed Greeley men, and will cast the solid vote of
Maryland for the indorsement of the Cincinnati
Platform. There was a rather earncst but good-
natured contest for delegates at lnrge. The Eastern
Sliore men claimed that they ghonld of right name
two of the four, but the Convention refused to con-
cedo this, and departed from the curious and some-
what absurd ‘old custom in Maryland politics of
dividing State offices and honors into two equal por-
tions, and giving one-half to the Eustern and the
other to the Western 8hove of the Chiesapeake.

The delegation at large was made up after two
ballots as follows : Moutgomery Blair, Philip Fran-
cis Thomas, Robert Fowler, and A. Leo. Knott. Mr.
Blair is, of conrse, well known to every one as a
member of [Lincoln’s Cabinet, and a politician of
national reputation. He has from the first held that
Grecloy's nomination was the stropgest the Cincin-
pati Convention could possibly Lave made, and he
las probably done s much hard work as any man
in the State to bring the Maryland Democracy up
to their present attitude of cordial willingness to
coalescs with the Cinelnnati movement. Mr. Thomas
was Governor of the State before the war; was Sec-
retary of the Treasury for a short time at the close
of Buchanan's Administration, and was elected to
{he U. B. Senate in 1947, but was refused admission
on the ground of alleged sympathy with the
Rebellion, He isa resident of the Eastern Shore,
and has for many years stood among the foremost
of the public men of Maryland. Mr. Fowler isa
prominent and wealthy citizen of Baltimore County.
Mz, Knott is an able and popular lawyer of Balti-
more City. Among the District delegates are Col.
Harry Gilwore, who was a dashing Confgderate
officer of great personal bravery, John Lee Carroll,
a desoendsnt of Charles Carroll, the signer of the
Declaration of Independence, J. W. Banghman, the
oditor of Tha Frederick Citizen, the leading Demo-
cratio paper in Western Maryland, Robert J. Banks,
formerly Mayor of Baltimore, and G. F. Hunter, nnd
W, H. Jullean, well-known business men of the
city, The delegation as a whole is one of matked
ability and high character.

A Commitiee on Resolutions was appointed early
in the day, to whom all resolutions were referred
without debate, A report was expected from this
Committee, but by the time the business of making
up the delegation to the National Convention had
been completed, it bad got to be quite late in the
afterncon, and the country delegates voted an ad-
journment in order o take the evening trains for
home. Their view, ns expresssd in eonversation
afterward, was thut as great care bad been taken to
put nove but well-known Greeley men upon the
r!rleqnt ion, it was not worth while to sit an_hour or
two longer for the purp e of passing resolutions and
listening to speeches, =ome of them referred to an
old Democratic custon: in Maryland, of selecting

men a8 delegates, and never imposing instruc-
tions upon them. The citv members of the Conven-
tion, who were overflowing with enthusiasm, and
wanted to do some talking and shouting for Greeley,
were disappointed at fhfn summary adjonrnment,

They got one opportunity to cheer, however,

A resolution offe vy a delegate from s western

county was read before being referred under the

rule to the Committes. It strongly favored the in-
dorsement of Greeley and Brown, and the mmlsng
called forth lond and hearty applause, in whie
nearly the entire Convention joined, together with
the whole body of spectatoms. . g
Leading citizens of Baltimore e this evening
great satisfaction with the work of the Conveution
to-day. They say that the ubanimity of the dele-
gation to the Nutional Convention and its recog-
nized ability will give Maryland au tufluence in that
body far beyond the numerical strength of her vote,
espocially as the delegation will be supported by the
m-erwhs-'lmign.f and enthusiastic sentiment of the
yple of Baltimore. Never were politicians more
at fanlt than the members of the Democratic
National Committee when they fixed upon Baltimore
us the place of holding the National Convention
on aceount of ita supposed indifference or hostility
toward the Cincinnati movement. They did not

THE POPE PROTESTS AGAINST ENCROACHMENTS
ON THE RIGUTS OF THE CHURCH BY TIE
ITALIAN GOVERNMENT.

The Pope has addressed a letter to Cardinal Anto-
nelli deploring the approaching enforcement of the
law suppressing convents in Italy as o violation of
international law. He says that the constant en-
eronchments on the rights of the Church by the
Government of Ttaly, violate morality and justice.

JUDGE MocCUNN'S TRIAL AT ALBANY.
——

ANOTHER IMPORTANT POINT RAISED BY HIS
COUNSEL DECIDED AGAINST HIM—THE ACTION
OF THE GOVERNOR 1IN RECOMMENDING HIS
REMOVAL BUSTAINED.

ALBANY, June 19.—The Senate met again this
morning, at # o'clock, to conalder the eascs of Judges
MeCunn and Prindle,

The answer of Judge Prindle, which is, In subatance, &
denial of the charges proferred against him, was filed
and read, and the trinl sdjonrned il Wednesday. Juno
26, at 10 8. m.

The case of Judge MeCunn was then taken np. Bonator
Jolinson proposed that the investigntion be referred to a
committes of three, to be appointed by the Benate. This
gave riso to a long and anlmated disonssion, tn which 1t
was contended by HBenntor Murphy that tho evidence
shonld be taken de novo, If the accused desired, while
Mr. I, P, Wood argnod that to take the evidence agaln
in full would be slmply to repeat what had already been
done. Howns also opposed to the matter being heard
before a Committes, The printed evidence presented to
tha Benate had been taken by a Committeo of the House
duly authorized to lseme subpenas and hear witnesses
under oath, and waa, therefore, as anthoritative an ex-
amination as conld be wade by & Committee vf thefrown
body.

Col. A. C. Davis, principal counsel for Judge MeCann,
said thero was o preliminary question relating to the
Jurladiction of the Benate over the case, which they de-
sired to be heard upon before proceeding with the trial
If the Benmate shonld declde that In thelr favor, there
wotld be no necessity for the charges to be heard hefors
a Committee or hefore the body of the Benate, He hoped
the further bearing would be adjourned until ex-Judge
Belden could be present to answer this question, and
thereupon Benator Murphy offered an awendment to the
motion of Mr, Johnson thut the whole matter be post-
poned nuthl Tuesday next.

Ex-Judge Van Cott sald the position oecupled by him*
self uud assoclates was an auomaelons one. They were
there, as they supposed, for the purpose of auding the
Senate in tho  investigation, rather than a8 prosecutors,
They had taken the respousibility of bringing charzes
against » Judee in whose conrt they were obliged to
practice, and they destrdd it to be distivetly understood
that the investigation should go on and go further,

if the motion to adjourn should prevail, and that such |

testimony as had been already taken should not be taken
over again, leauing the mcensed to introduce such evi-
dence in rebuttal as he wight see fit,. He opposed the
proposition to sojourn by which oothing but delay wus
to he gained,

Mr. D, P. Wood inquired whetler the prosecntors were
ready for trinl? Ex-Judge Van Cott sald yes, they bad
wituesses in attendance sufliclent to occupy the Scunte
for some time,

The preliwmary question tonching 1he juriediction of
the Sepate over the case wue then dlscussod,  Mr, Mook,
on benalf of Judge McCunn, ¢laimed that the Senate has
no Jurisdietion, for the reason that the Governor did pot
absolutely recommend his removal, a8 roquired by the
Comstitution, Ho thought that before o man can be put
on his trial to be removed from office, he was entitled to
an examingtion before a comwpetent iribunal, snd the
Governor should be able to say, on the Investigation
before him, that “there 18 every reason why the man
ghould e removed, ond I do nek for his removal” It
wus no wore proper for the Benate to act on the wesaage
transmiiited recommendiog his ¢llent’s removal, If the
evidence sustuined the charges, thau it would be for
petit jury to act in the case of » man clinrged with bor-
glary by o grand jury who elmply sent a messuge, witih
the evidence stating that they bad netther moade an in-
vestigntion, nor heard the evidence, but recommended
the petit Jury to punish Lim if they found bim guwily on
such evidence,

There is no pretense ln the Governor's message that he
ever looked at the evidence. The Assembly sent the
matter to the Governor, who sends it to the Senate, 1If
the Senate should remove and the Governor shonid ap-
polut a suceessor, und that successor should find Judge
MeCunn in poasession, and the latter should refuss to
vacate on the ground that he had ot been removed ae-
eording to the law and the Constitution—if that sncces-
sor shonld begin procecdings by guo warrants, what
eotld he prove! Why the first thing would be that the
Governor had recommended Bl removal according to
the Constitution. That is something which, we contend
he conld not prove, but fmerely that the Governor lad
recommended the Senate to Investignte the charges,
Mr. Mouk cited the ease of Richard Currague, Justice of
the Peace of the City of Hudson, whereln Judge BLion
pon sald : * The defendant can only be removed by the
Reuate on the recowmendation of the Goveruor"”
Ex-Judge Van Cott sahl:

There is no dlspute between the learned counsel and
mysell as to how the Sennte nets oo case of this vharae
ter, It acts ne a purt of the Executive Lranch of the
Govermuent. The Sennte and the Goveruor act together
wn that eapacity in the appolntment of cortain offeers,
and also in thele removal, It the Governor send o mes-
rago to the Bennte recommending the nr ntioent of A,
B, a8 Judge of the Bupreme Court, If the Eenate npon
inquiry should be satisticd of his fitness for the position,
and the Benate should aet upon the nemnation in thit
torm, dovs uny one doubt that the nomibsiion aod wp-

wolutment thus made wonld be within the meaning of
Lo Constitotion! In what words shell the Governor
put his recommendationd  According to tho Coustitne
tion removal may be made by the Senate If cerlain
things be complied with, among which are that ihe we-
eusod shali recelve a copy of the charges and bave an
opportunity of being heard, The arguioent is wide that
the recommendation of the Goveruor was aonulled by
adiding the olause ** If the Sennto sbonid tind the charies
true.” Tho Governor huss complied both  wilk
the spirit and the letter of the Constitution in
this case, and in sending the ovidence hers with
the recommendation for Jodge MoCunn's remwoval,
he virtually save that he deews that evidence sufil-
clent to warrant the Bennte lu removing him, The Seu-
ste conld not remove on the artutrary recommendation
of the Governor without an luvestigution acvording to
the Constitution. |

At the conclusion of Judge Van Cott’s rewarks the Sen.
ate took o recess till 4 p. m. On the reassembling Col,
A, C. Davis, on bebalf of Judge McCuonn, spoke on the
question of jurisdiction. Hesaid he hoped the Senate
wounld divest itself of all feeling in regard to the ne-
cused, and decide the question solely with reference to
the law, remewbering that mo good can be sccom-
plished by the removal of even a bad man if it be done
¢ontrury to law. He claimed that the message was not
a recommendation to remove, but simply to consider a
bateh of papers. Col. Davis continued at some length to
ably argue the point which he had raised tosustaina
naturally weak case, and was followed by K. W. Peck-
ham, jr., who has been retained ws associate counsel for
Judge MeCunn, In conclusion he joade s motion to dis-
miss the proceedings, on the ground that this body has
nequired no jurisdiction to proceed to any final jndg-

The
peremptory declalon of Judge Ingralism on Monday
admitiing one more wdjournment until yesterday, bus
annommeing thar then the case must be taken up or go
over nutll the Fall, dlspelled any expectation of further
delay, und yesterday, when all pactios apponred befors
biw, no requests for postpotiement wore sabiuitted, but
nt 10§ o'clock the contest for o fury began.

The appearsnce of the conrt-room at that hour re-
minded the observer of the spectacle presentod two
years ago at the McFarland trial. Many of those who
looked upon the exclting seenes 0f that ocenslon were
grouped yesterday aronnd the room, agaln interested
elther as spectiators or friends, or 1u somn professional
capacity. The crowd lpeide the har—consiating of law-
yers almost without number, reporters, the Sherlff and
his deputies, frlends of the prisouer, and o few ladions—
was trebled and guadrupled by the fmmense crowd
outside the ralling, which fllled aud erammed the seats,
choked up the alsles, and erowded the entrances.
