ADDRESSES OF TWO COLORKD CANVASSKRS ‘IN
TIE SEVENTEENTH DISTRICT—ORLIGATIONS
OF THEIR RACE TO HORACE GREELEY,

One of the most characteristic Liberal moeet-
s of the leenl campalgn was beld last evening, ol the
olil Wigwnin in West Porty-ninth-sl, Althongh the ocon-
slon waa only the regular seasion of the XVIIth Assen-
bly District Greeloy and Thown Camprizn Club, yot 60
citigons of tho district sasembled to lston to the pro-
coedings, ond to note the progress of tlie Liberal
movement, filling wot  ouly the seats, but
the Uroad alsle In the rvear of the structure.
It wis e exceptionally intelligent nnd respectable
anfénece, and represéuted all classes, wenlthy mer-
chunts, aud moemabors of tho professlons sitting side
by elde  with laborers ond  mechauics, nud the
Litkirto ostractsed colored man. Around the walls of
the Wigwnm weore hung putriotic devieos und inscrip-
tions, one of the Iatter belog as follows: * Letus for-
got and forglve tho past, and rally round the old stand-
ard of Liberty and an uudivided Union.”  Anoth er was:
“‘Ihe pen fa mightier than 1he sword.”

Robert L. Darragh, the Presidentof the elab, callod the
meeting to order, and sunvunced that 200 ndditional
pawes had been prosented for memberabip and were
prdéred to be placed upon the rolls.  He then introdneed

Churles L. Guotenu, who addressed the weeting,
advoemting  the eladms  of Horare  Gresley
upon  the  American  people, and.  visidicating
him from the asccusation that ho wis

not a culupotont Lusivoss man ora capable executive.
At this Junotive Wi U S8sunders and C. W. Hatton, two
prominsst colored ten, euterad the Wigwaw and were
