The titles of the chapters abow that the work has been
done In the most thorongh and comprelensive manner,
Bome parts, fudeed, seem to overlap one another, but
thia is to be explaived by the fact that, in the partition
of labor the 1, it was | ible to prevent
wome repetitions.  These, however, detract from the
symmetry rather than from the foree of the argument.
The Engish arguwent, which is due to the single brain
of Bir Roundell Pulmer, I8 beautiful in form, style, and
Arrangewoents, but it lacks the varlety which muarks its
rival. There runs through the American argo-
ment & veln  of  wlmost  contemptuaouns irouy.
It seldom degenerates Into  flippancy, I8 wbever
furced, @sud  plways  sharp  asd  appropriste.
The toue of the volume is eminently grave sod sober,
but the acornful case with which British fallacies are
swept away renders [t anything but dull. It is fresh and
entertaiping from beginuing to end, and, sll things con-
sidered, s perliaps tho most respectable of the American
contributions on the Alabama Claims. The fiest five
ehapters are in the patare of seaffolding, the historieal
portions belng the foundation. They are devoted to plac-

and driving its conclusions home with irresistible foree.
The style is admirable in freshness, vigor, nud econcise-
ness, The only eriticism one can mako 18 that it secms
too strung—that the argument, ecompared with those
which it has to anewer, is too much lke driving tacks
with a shdge hammer,  Of all the documents called
forth by this loog controversy—and [ have read them all
willl tuore or leas care—the twelfth ehapter of the book
In question affords, ln mwy opluion, the most wmasterly
presentution of the case,

The 13th chapter s walnly an argument for the ludi
oot damages, buth us to thelr admissibllity under the
Treaty, and as to thelr valne a8 a basis for n pecaniary
award. It is not certalu that the learued counsel en-
tered on this part of thelr work without reluctanee, It
s said that Mr. Evartsa expressed himself against the
indirect elatms before leaving Amertea, and o restdence
in Parls has hardly worked o change io his mind. But
the duty of counsel 15 1o obey their employers; and as
the cmployer in this case hod made claim for the expenses
of the war after the battle of Gettysburg, there wea
po course for the counsel but to srgue the
claln, As to the Interpretation of fthe Treaty.

With it are printed extracts from wany leading Enropeat
publications—some of them of great authority—sustaln-
jng the Ameriean interpretation of the Treaty.

GEN. WILSON A8 A KNOW-NOTHING.
HIS OLD POLITICAL ADVISER AND SGOD-FATHER
SETTLES THE MATTER.

81k : Gen, Wilson has lately written a letter, io
whioh (L do not quote the exact words, for at this
moment it is not before me) he almost frantically de-
clures that be bas never written or said & word
againat the equal rights of all, of whatever ereed,
color or birthplace. I have taken the trouble to re-
fresh my recollections of a page or two of Gen. wil-
son's political life, and give you the annexed corres-
pondance, 1n 1954, Gen. Wilson was the Repnhhean
candidate for Governor in Massachusotts. After ae-
ecepting that nomination, being at that time, a4 it af-
terward turned out, 8 member of the Know-Nothing
Order, he attended the Know-Nothfug State Conven-
tion, joined in mominating Henry "J, Gardner sa
candidate for Governor, and himself voted, and pri-
vately urged his friends, not members of the Order,
to vote, for Gardner againet the candidate of the Re
publican pariy, himself being that candidate. Gard-
ner was elected by o very large majority ; Wilson re-
oeived about 5,000 votes, and the Legislature in both
branches was almost nnanimously Know-Nothing.
The election of United States Senator develved
upon the Legislature, Wilson wanted to go to the
Senate. His friends, and 1 was one of them, wanted
him to go, provided bis election coald net be
claimed as an  indorsement of the proscriptive
tenets of Know-Nothingsm, The Legislature was
perhaps about equally divided betwees Know-
Nothings who believed in & creed which they had
sworn to, and those who didn't. Ooe wing waa to
be cheated, and the problem was how to do it in
Gen. Wilson's interests, Judge Russell, now Col-
lector at Boston, undertook the dirty job. Under
his manipulations, Robert B. Hall, Senator from
Plymouth, addressed a letter to Gen, Wilson, The
General brought bis answer to me for revision and
eriticism.

1 bardly need say that this letter was not subs
mitted to me for revision., It will be observed thas
the two letters are evidently adapted to different
latitudes. The letter to Hall, while indirectly and
gingerly snggesting Know-Nothing doctrines, is filled
with platitndes such as “ love to all men and hatred
to none,” and granting to *“ men born in these lands
the protection of just and equal laws.” (Observe
how cunningly this phraseolgy seems to admit the
right to vote and hold office, but in fact denies it.)
The letter to Ellis asserts emphatically doctrines of
State Rights aud non-interference with Slavery,
which were thought necessary to coneilinte Southern
Know-Nothings in the then approaching Presidential
campaign ; and his answer to guestion Four express-
ly declared that the Slavery question was ignored by
the party whose doctrines he had solemnly sworn to
support.

In order to understand the significance of Wilson’s
answer to the first question, it should be remembered
that the Know-Nothing Legislature of Mussachu-
setts passed a very stringent Personal Liberty law,
which was making & great deal of trouble in the
* American " party, and Gen. Wilson was called opon
to disclaim the doctrines of that law. Henece the
necessity for his professing State tights doctrine. It
would be well, Mr. Editor, if you woold publish the
resolutions of '88, It wounld also be a valuable econ-
tribution to political history if you would republish
the Know-Nothing ritual, which was made puablie
abont this time. Our naturalized citizens, toward
whom Gen. Wilson is now so sweet, should have an
opportunity to read the oaths which the Republican
candidate for Governor in Massschussetts tosk,
