A FEW MORE FACTS ABOUT GEN. DIX.
To (he Editor of The Tribune.

Sin: The friends of Gen, Grant, down to a very
recent poriod, have been expressing much urzmsm
at what they call the * ineonsistency ™ of Democrats
in supporting Mr. Greeloy and the * inconsistency L
of Mr. Grecloy in accepting the support of his
former political opponents. A sufficient ansgwer to
these barnacles of the * dead past” is fonnd in the
living issues which nnite Mr. Greeloy and his pres-
ent supporters, of whatever name: but for the sake
of decency it is hoped that all references to * con-
sistency " will be dropped among the supporters of
Grant and Dix, af Teast in the State of New-York.

If there be any party, having oftices in its gift. to
whioh Gen, Dix has not given in hisadhesion, the
faet has certainly escaped my notice. He las hieen
snccessively o Hard-Sbell Demoerat, @ Soft-Shell
Democrat, & Buchanan Democrat, a * War Demo-
crat” or pro-Slavery Republican, an noti-Slavery
Republican, s President Johnson man, 4 Grant Re-
publican, o Liberal Repablican (just before the
Cincinnati Convention), and, finally, a Grant Re-
nominationist (just after the Cincinnati Conventionh.
And it i= o singular fact (as Mr. Weller would say,
“an extraordinary coincidence”) that all these sue-
cossive changis have concurred with a supposed
change of that ** tide in the afars of men” which,
when taken at the flood, leads on to fortune—to a
“pomination” for oftice, if notalways to an oflice
actually in hand.

I presume that all the political characteristios
which I have above indicated as belonging to Gen.
Dix at oue time or another of his variegated publie
career, are familiar to most of your readers exeept
that denomination which clossifies him asa “War
Demoerat ? of pro-Slavery Republican, I proceed,
therefore, to elucidate this transition epoch in his
political history from Buchanan Democracey to Lin-
coln Republicanism.,

1t is known to everybody m New-York that Mr
Thulow Weed represented the * Conservative ” wing
of the Republican party, In the year 1800 he was
anxions to purchase the peaceful aseession of Mr.
Lincoln to the Presidency by making fresh conees-
sions to the pro-Slavery propagandists of the South,
At o little later date he advoeated the * Dorder
State proposition” in  the interest of Sla-
very., After the wiar had  begun, e
vihemently and steadily resisted all “apagults upon
the institution of Slavery in the seceded States,
until, finally, at the beginning of the year 1863, when
it was obvious that President Lincoln had deter-
mwined ne longer to spare Slavery in the prosecution
of the war, this veteran journalist retived from the
Presa, avowedly becanse he could no louger sympa-
thize with the objects for which the war was there-
after to be prosecuted, In The Albany Evening Jowr-
nal of Jan. 12, 1863, a few days before retiving frowm
its conduct, be denonneed the anti-Slavery wing of
the Republican party, becanse, as he said, it was
attempting to * narrow the mighty streggle for
nationsl existence down to an Abolition erusade.” A
few days after this indignant utterance, ho publicly
withidrew from The Albany Evening Jowrnal, aud
assigned the following reasons for his decision

Our country 15 in immediate and mminent danger, 1
differ winely” with my party abouat the best means of
crusiing the rebellion, The diference is radieal aud
freeconcilable, 1 enn neither bopress others with wy
views porsurrepder my own solemn eonviotions. The
wlternative of living in strife with those whom I have
esteemied or withdrawing Is peesented. I have not hesi-
tited in pursulng the path of peace as the path of duary.
11 those who ditfer with me are right, o e country 1s
carried safely throngh its present stragzle, sil will be
well and * nobody hurs™

Such wore the views of Mr, Weed at this thne, and |
it is oot diffcalt to perccive why it was that, with
such opinions, he fuvored so warnly the nomination
of Gen. Dix a8 the Republican candidate for Gov-
ernor of New-York in the Antumn of 1562, when
Gen. Wadsworth was nominated in his stead by the
maore carnest wing of the party,  Gen, Dix wus then
known as a * War Demoerat,” that is o Buchanan
Democrat who was sustaining the war on the theory
that Slavery was to be damaged as little as possible
—a character which substantially identified him
with pro-Slavery Republicans of the Thurlow Weed
school. And from this time onward, for the space of
several months, Gen. Dix contined to be a pro-
Slavery Republican—supporting the war, but oppos-
ing the poliey of Emancipation. As late as Octolier,
1803, we find him still protesfing against Mr. Lin-
eoln's Emancipation Proclamation, In that month
be addressed a letier to the * War Democracy” of
Wisconsin, in which he wrote as follows, (I cite
the extract from The National Intelligencer of Oct. 20,
1808) :

The mensnre which has produeed perhaps more dis-
gatisfuction than any obher s the Presldent’s Emancipa-
tion Proclamation, T eertaluly shonl! not have ndvised
it. Thelieved that it wonld prove practically inoperative ;
thmt 1t wonld only rench negroes who came within our
eoutrol, and they were, by the laws of war, If we ehoose
wmed them, free without it It I8 purely s war
and if the war shonld cease to-morrow, it
o be practically operative, except so faras
it hus been exeented, This is, Dowever, o question of n-
torpretation for the Courts, and it does not becowe me to
anticipate their deciston,

Sueh were the views of this * pro-Slavery Repab-
lican,” or * War Democrat,” down to the renomina-
tion of Mr. Lincoln, when, with Mr, Weed, he deter-
mined to snpport Mr, Lincoln a8 against Gen. Me-

Nelian—that is, his * War Democracy” passed into 4
“ Lincolnism," for surely there never was a botter
type of * War Democrat” than Gen, MeClellan,

still “Lineolnism” was feeble in Gen. Dix, for, after
Lincoln was dead and Jolnson had suceeeded to the
Presidency, we tind Gen. Dix, with Mr. Weed, in the
“ gr-in-arm Convention” of 1866, at Philadelphia,
and the * Lincolunism” of both lapsed into “John-
gonism,” till in the ease of Dix * Johnsonism" was
rewnrded by a fat Federal oftice in New-York, and
nltimately by the French mission.  Since his retire-
ment from that post he has been waiting for some-
thing else to “turn up,” even having had expectations
ot oue time, as he tells us, of secing something good
come out of the Cincinpati Convention. Disap-
pointed in this, he has determined to go for Grant,
at least until after the next election, and the Utiea
Convention, being sorely pressed to tind a candidate,
hastened to aecept him pro hoe vice. Mr, Weed has
been slow in procuring the honor of 4 ** nomination”
for his pro-Slavery friend of 182 and 1853, but he
Lo suceceded at last.
