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THE HOTEL CALAMITY.

FLEVEN WOMEN ROASTED.

DETAILS OF THE FIRE AT THE FIFTO AVEXUE
HOTEL—THE PROBARLE POINT OF ORIGIN—
DESCRIFTION OF THE FATAL APARTMENT—
SEVERAL OF THE VICTIMS IDENTIFIED AT
THE MOROUE — THE FIRE MARSNAL'S IN-
VESTIGATION,

The fire i the Fifth Avenue Hotel and the terri-
ble Joss of life ooeasioned by it wns the universal
theme of conversation, yesterday, throughont the
gity. During the day large throngs gathered in front
of the building, in Hroadway and Twenty-third-st.,
to discuss the matier, to glance
ot the windows, and to endeavor to eateh a glimpse
of what wae golng on inside, Polieemen wers sta-
tioned at all the entrances to keep out the curious
erowd, who would otherwise bave overrun the
building. Policemen, under the gommand of Reunds-
mao Carpenter of the Twenty-ninth Precinct, were
also statloned at intervals on sll the floors, to sce
that nothing was stolen. The business of the houne
was conducted ae usnal, and there was
little on the lower floors to indieste that
anly & few bours previous an extensive conflagration
hadd raged and for two hours or more threatened the
entire building with destruction.

Om the upper floors & large forca of servants were
taking up the sonked carpets and clearing away the
heaps of rubbish., Details of tho Fire Tnsarance
Patrol were on duty, seeing that no one removed the
tarpanling from the furniture in the various roome,
or placing additional covers over the furviture and
effects at other exposed pointe.

It wne wonderful, cosidering the hight of the
building, the headway the tlames had obtained be-
fore the Fire Department reeeived the alarm, and
the consequent delasy in pouring water on the fire,
the high wind prevailing, and the intense cold, be-
numbing those exposed to it, that the firo was held
in check and ultimately extinguished beforo it had
epread beyond the servants’ dorwitories on the upper
floor,

I'he loss by fire is inconsiderable: that by water {&
very muoh greater; but the damage from bhoth
sources will not execeed $50,000, But while the loss
on property is small, eleven lives went to waste in
the fatal apartment in which the servants slept on
the upper floor. A stairway, incased in an inflam-
mable envelop of light wood-work, exfénds from the
Jaundry in the basemeot, soven stories to the roof.
The fire originated, according to the Fire Marshal,
in & smasll room on the third floor occupied Ly a
laundress, and the flames swept up the winding
staircase used by the female servants, and were gen-
erously fed by the light woodwork. A blinding
wmoke tilled the dormitories and stifled the breath
of the eleven unfortunate wemen who were eleep-
ing in the apartment that was most exposed.
Although the number of deaths is not 5o large ns was
first reported, still the scenes at the Morgue yester-
day were 8o painfal that the Pifth Avenue Hotel
horrar will undeabtedly paint a moral to builders.

TIHE DEATH-TRAT.

8o far as can be ascertained the fire originated
In s sl vootn sccugied by one of the lundsy servants,
ot L & mnall closct on the fourth floor, near the private
stalrcuse lendlog to the servant's dormitorics. Through
the openingdor this windiog staircare the fOames ran
with grest mapidity, and soon reached the upper Ooor.
This floor, on the Twenty-thirdesty side, 18 out up Into
sinadl rosms, eacl coptaloing twe or more beds. The
coling v nbont elght feet high, sod the passage-waya
about five feet wide, Jhere is a groat deal of Hebt wood-
wark, cousisting malnly of partitions, and the celling
was of eulimon lath and plaster, offering no resistance
o the fames, which snon ate thelr way through
and selzed upon the beawns, jolsta, and rafters, Fed by
thus beht wood-work, the flames, soon after the fire was
discoverad, had spread for a distauce of nearly 100 feet,
dartisg raplily throngh the narrow passage-ways and
filing them ond the rooms with s bot and blloding
smalie, to inbale which was certain death. Hoere was
the death-trap.  The fatal room in which cloven women
perishnd, the stalrway through which the fluoes as-
ecended, the donuitories tor the otber servants, wod the
means of oscape, wro indioswed in the foillowing dia-
grauw of the upper thoor of the hotel,
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This stalrway ia situnted io the eonter of the sonthern
Balf of U hotel und cxtends from the laandry in the
baselest to the roof, seven storios ahove. Ttis in-
teniled as o pdTate passage by which servants enn paes
from the lowar slociss to the sleeping-rooms withont in-
terfertug with the movomentsof the guesta of the bonee,
The stalrway i very nurrow and winds so closely around
a sepporting aliaft of fron tlat it 1s wonnted with great
dlflcuity, The landings are vory numercus, being bullt
v every floor und also betweoen the storles.” Opening
upon e very landing placo 18 a small, low-studded room,
ylx foet by nine, ia w bleh slept on the the night of the fire
pitls who dusiog the duy worked in ths ] irys The

dows and Wire grating, eutting thelr handa and faces,
bot flually elaghering upon the roof. Those who were
barned had not saficlent presence of mind apparbotly
to adopt this expedient. Tt i more than probable that
(bey Were so blinded and confused by the smoks that
they nearcely Kunew what to do, or perhaps they were
haK unconsclous, when &roused, from the effeet of fn-
hallog the smoke.

The most ghastly and thrilling featare of the tragedy
was the appearance of the bodiean! the servant-girls, at
the timo they were discovered. The only mode of acoras
to this fearful spot was by way of the windows opening
upon a Jower roof. Throngh this apperture the spectator
was obliged to elimb, and he then wonld bave fonnd
himself 1n & smnall, low, 1ll-ventilated apartment, which,
although not too large for the sonvenience of one person,
waa the bod-room of no lass than ten baman beings, who
were still lo dedth, the charred rowning seatiered about
the foor and on the Lods, being all that was left to tell
the story of thelr crusl und antimely fate, The dall
fickaring of a firerann’s lantern furalshed light forthose
who witnessed the seenn, and sddod much 1o the ghast-
lineas of the fuces of the dnad. The couches wero rangod
closs toguther, elde by side, along each wall, leaving »
passage between the two ! rows,  Two bLodles were
found in the Dbeds upon ens  side and  threo
upon the other, Tho visiter stwabling over sowething
in the way, tho Iantero was lowered, bringing to light
the Vackened body of & girl who Jn her agonios of suf-
focation bad crawled partly underuoath the bed, where
she had died. Near the window throngh which the en-
trance Lad been mide, was the most horrible slght of
all. Two girle, who bad appareutly boen awakoned by
the boat and smoke, but wore uusbie to eacaje, were
found Armly clasped o cach otler’s arms, aud In this
position had become insousible, and so dled, Auvother
wormbu was lylog upon her alilo druwn up @mto an stk
tude indleating the terrible anguishof her duath.

It was impossible to rowaln long jn the bheated,
smoking garret, the terrible stench 1 ing unbear-
able after o fow maments. The few who witnoseed Lbe
frightful svene were awe-stricken, and even tbe police
and flremen who nre secustomad 10 such tings, wero
borrified, Thero was uot ope who was not glad to es
cape frow the doath-trap, sud cach will rezacmber the
expgricnce to hin dying day.

THE ELEVEN VICTIMS

As goon as the blackened bodies were taken
out of the cages, in which there had been 8o much wuffir-
fog and death, they were removed in wagons to the
Morgue, and immediately put into coffins. To the morn-
ing, the boxes ware lald out in tho dead-house yand. At
B o"cloek the gates were openey, omtensivly for the pur
pose of glving those who had {i%ends among the servants
at the hotel an opportunity of identifying the bodies,
bot In reality to afford a guping erowd a chanea to
patisfy Its pntimely curlosity. The scene was one which
wonld indesd be a fonst for the ey2s of & morbid-wature,
but in those of more sympatbetie sonl, the sight would
have stirred emotions of pity and borror, Nine coffing
were rauged, #ide by side, aloug the center of the small
Juelesuro, in which were the bolies of #s Wany unrecng-
nized women, covered witn old blankets or comforters,
the faces apd feot ouly Deing exposed to view. Aroand
thess cliarred rewaios the erowd filed from the
opeving to the shutting of the gates, Riehly
and shabbily dressed women, old man and  youog,
and even Httle children, joined the lne, gazivg at the
Alacalored bodies nk they passed. Bome were apparenily
horrified, and torued thelr faces from the spectacle )
many were only amazed; white the majority looked
on with nneoncern. A largo nmnber of the wowen re-
peatedly joined the line, which stretched far beynd the
gotes, and they appeared g0 often (n the erowd that the
oMeers in charge learned thele faces and Anally boarréd
themmut. Oue woman's everpowering curlosty led lier
to viet the place theee  thues, wesring on cach occasion
a different dross, and once earrying o baby,

* During the foremoon four of the adles were fdentified
by relatives and fricuds,  Early in the day & young inan
eame o the Morgue and stated that Mg slstor wis pmong
the missing,  Looking at the bodles e finally idewtifld
the giel. Her nums wos Mary MeDopald, Bhe was 2
yoirs of age, and anmarried.  Ehe was boru in Fuelwd,

and has beon 1n the United S8tates only four years, Her
relatives resids nt No, 00 Mulberry-st.
Mary MeCaba wos identified by hor sister.  Her body

was Jying in o ghed adjoiniong the Morgoe, She wos 0
native of Tveland and 23 ycars old« Hhe Wi warried o
orvmed MeCabe,  #he cmigrated (o LUl coaniry w1636,
and hid ouly beon enployed two months st the ¥ifth

Mary Donghy was noxr fdeutliiod, NHrst, by an old
Ialy, snd afterward by the head-witer of the wilver-
closel 1t the barned hotel, Azotherof her friends of hor
oW 80X reconized her face und bocimes frantle with
emiolion, endeavoring to throw hersell upon the body,
and, when preveutald, falling upon her kuoees, clasping
her Mouds, and priyivg slond. Mary Doughy wask a
astive of New-Yok, age 20, She was unmarried.
Her body was badly seilded as well as burned.

The budy of Lizele Moran wus recoguized by some of
the cwployés of the butel. Bbe was 20 years of age and
single. She came from Ireland, her pative plaee, five
FeuTS 420, and bas beew cniployed st the botel for sev-
erul moutha,

Mary Fagan, one of the Webe scrvants, was roseuod
from Ler borulue bedvoma, goon after Lbe broaking out
of the flre, Lut was a0 terribly burned thal no hopes
were entertained for her recovery by the authoritles
who esused her removal (o Ballevuo Hospital, Bho re-
oaluned sllve until 7 a.m. yosterday, saffering, mean-
while, terrible agony. B4e was born in Ireland, wus S0
years of age, and single. Elo. was hoth scalded aud
borned, the chiel bjuries belng sbout ber head.

As thio bodies were pleatitied, the coflins in which they
lay were covesed.  Tho semalos of Mary MeCabe avd
Mary Fagan veere not expored to view, the latter belug
in the Morgue proper aad tho other iau shed over the
water.

There yot remain alx unrecoguized Lodies, thres of
which ean be tdentited, whils tho oilers, probably, can-
not be. ‘Chey bave all been Jakd vul, wilh opne exception,
in poattions indicating casy dentls, but these were 1o
strikage contnst with the poatures in which they were
found., TLe body nearcst the cate was that of B onve
robast, Intgefraasd womin., £he was donbled up bor-
ribly, with bands outstrotohed, and fgers vlenclhind—
ondoubted testhinouy 1hat life left her nfter wuek suffor-
ing. The third porpse was bursed wwore than the rest,
thoe fire having complately enten ol the foch from her
face aud hoatl, eauslog the features to be totally oaore-
coguizalle. Tho last body Jooked lke o muwwy, The
face was perfoctly blaek, but the features were entively
pregervod.  Tho eyes wore closed, and the mouth partly
upen, denoting that the girl dled widhout sutleriug,

Warden HBreonen of Bollovae Hospital was in attend-
apee at the Morgue vearly all day, and ive pollpowen
wero oi duty to ree Lhat thie spectalors condnoted Lien-
palves decorously. Al & o'elock the gules were closed,
and the crowd thst bad poared in from carly worn was
shut off, though wany clamored 0 galu uw entrance.

To was the epinion of all who examined these
gratings yostfoday Lhal they wero ths prineipsl cause of
Lliis Lerrible loss of life. Bome of (e unfortunnte women
wore fonud clrectly besonth e windows, lending to the
wnfcrence that oy bud, on sweking, and Soding their
ruoms tud passye-wiys filled with sinoke, endenvored

story the entire range of sorvants’ rooms aro either
burned out or almost washed out. In very many places
the cefling 1a already down, and It will have to be re-

maved glsewlbero on the floor. This outire floor wilk have

to be renovated, ;

The Afth floor Ls also thoroughly sonked for more than
two-thirds it2 length. The cellings are in many Instanced
badly dsmaged, aud in & majority of the rooms will haye
ta tome down, The furniture fs also badly damaged by
water and falling plaster. The earpets both in the hall-
waye and rootns aro so badly damaged by muddy water
and cinders that they may be regarded as worthless,

Tue fourth floor is not so badly damaged as the one
above. The furniture ls moch hiandsomer (han that on
the ffth floor, snd thopellings are fnely frescoed, The
furnitare ia of black walnut and rosewood aud the up-
Nolstery rep and brocatelle, These and the rooms on the
floor below were refurnisbed only & fow months sgo.
T Twenty-third-st. wing is regarded by the publie as
tho pleasantest and most cheerful in the house, and
rooms In this ssotlon are conseqoently more sought atter
than aoy others, Hence the furniture and fOttings are
of the best kiod and are renewed a8 often as they show
eigna of wear, The rooms on this floor are many of tham
Ladly damsaged by water, but only oue or two have been
tonched by fire. The frescoed collings of more than one-
half of them are deatroyed by lenkage, and a portion of
thie furniture 18 also dnnaged, The loss would have been
wuch groster had it vot been for the promnpiness with
which the Insurance Patrol covered the furniture and
vffcota.

The third floor escaped with slight damage. None of
the rooms east of the Twenty-third-st, optrance are in
any wise damaged. Those oo the western ball have suf-
fered somewhat from water, but to what extent it would
be difcentt to determine, as the covers have not been re-
moved, and the walls aud oollings are #till dewp and lo
a few instances dripping with wolature,

The firwt and seeond floors are very slightly damaged.
The portion described (s of conrse the aouth-west wing—
fronting on Twonty-third-st, The damage elsewhere In
thi house ks very sllght, and was occastoned by condapt-
ing lines of hoes np Lhe earpotod staircases.  Contrary to
genern) expoctation, the cldbc sately frescoed dining-
roota escaped with very shight vamage, There aro u lew
patones of molsturs on tho coiling, bit these ean reaily
e retonchied when dry,

The total loss cannot be accurati 'y detenuived for a
day or two yet, tmt will not mate: ally vary from the
ostiomute in THE TRIBUNE of yestorday, Mestrs. Darling,
Griswold & Co,, the Wessecs, et imnte their furaliore sod
fitturonus worth 500,000, The loss will probahly reach
£50,000, They were insared before the Tostou, fire for
60,000, bt Lt catastrophe rotderod neecssary oasay
chouges In the polieles, some of the compantes having
guspended, and othees wislingyto reduee the awount of

STATEMENT OF A LPSSEE,

Mr. Griswold, one of the lessees, stated yes-
terday Lo & repocter of Te TRINUNE thnt he could uot
wecunnt for the origin of the fire.  On Tuesdny evenine
some frionds called on Mimsclf and wifo, and passed the
evening it Lis room on the fourth floor. A litile bafore
11 o they left the toom, Mr, Griswold scoompanied
his wisitors to their eardage in front of the hotal, and on
retarning etepped into the offico, was given a letter by
one of the ciorks, sl passed up to his room. 1o going
through the corpddors on encli occasion daring this sbort
tutervid Lo sgaw no smoke aod smelt nothing buratne, He
had not been in bis room  five minut s—Iit seamed as
though it conld not have been half that time—when ono
of the hall-boys mapped at s door, and told him
thut she hotel was on  fire.  Ho steppod at
oueo futo the corridor, and was amazed to find e
already so flled wilh smoke a8 to render oljects
indistinet. There were many persons hall dressed o
the corridors, and theee wus taneh confusion, Meeting
Mr. Evans, one of the stewnrds, be directed bim to go at
ouee and send out the slarm to the Fire Department, He
wis afterward lnformed by Evand that this had been
done, Ho denjea the statement that he or any one else
willfully neglected to send out an alyrn for a consider-
able thwe after the fre was discovered. The "donkey-
vpginn was started as soon ae possible, and o a compar-
atlvely short spnce of time tWo or wore stroaus were
thrown upon the tre.

e could not say where the fiee origioated.  He first
saw mnoke and fame lseuing from the privats stalrense
ulready alluded to,  He conld uot toll whether the fire
originated whero he flest #aw it or whether sparks had
fallen frow above and then lguited the light woodwork
arvand the sfafrcase,  This stalreass wasiused solely by
the femnale servants of the house, It lod to thele rooms
on the upper floor, and only they themselyves or the offi-
cers of the Bouse Lud wuy right to uwse it,  The womoen
slept on the upper four in the Twenly-thirdsl. wing,
andd Lhe aen ou the upper floor o the Twonty-fourth-st,
slde,

He could uot estimate the amouut of the loss of his
firm, for & tiwe at loast. There were 35 servants’ rooins
bursed out, aud others weee badly damaged ;. while of
the guests' rovins there were 78 more or less dampged.
His men wore deliled ouee o week, or oflenor, ju firo ex-
ercise, The lust Limo they were drilled wis on Mouday.
Te expressed hie thanks (e the Fire Department for its
promptoess and encigy. That the bullding and its eon-
tants were saved was owing, he sald, entirely to their
CRerduns,

THE DLETLAY IN THE ALARM.

District-Enginecr Thomas Sullivan says that
Le heard tho first alarm at 1iap, m,, while in the bouss
of the Insurance Patrol, at Seveuth-ave. and Twenty-
winthest., and at once stirted for the fire, MHe thought
there must bave been somo delay In sending out the
alurm, for when be reached the building the Names wero
nlrendy coming out of the roof, The steeams thrown by
the donkey-eneine tn toe hotel were then dolng good
sérvice, but were unalile to prevent the spread of the
fire.  Lines were taken up through the hotel to the roof,
and streaws direcied upon the tamwes, Othor streams
wrre soon piny ing upon the fire on the fourth floor, His
aim was g drive the flre upward, avd in Lhis
ho was  successful, The firsk alarm  brooghs

A MURDER CONFESSED.

SEQUEL TO THE MYSTERIOUS ASSAULT IN
A BROTHEL.

THE ASSAILANT SURREXDERS HIMSELP IN BROOK-

LYN, AND ADMITS THE CRIME—THE WAN-

DERINGS OF A NIGHT—SINGULAR HISTORY OF

THE VICTIM, T
Mary Ann Smith, alias Maud Merrill, age 20,

was murdered 1n s houss of prostitution st No. 10 Naoil-
son-place, on Toesday ulght, and the marderer oscapel.
At 17 & m., yosterday, the murderer entovod the First
Preaifot Blation house, in Washivgton-st., Brooklyo, and
gnvo himeelf into custody.

Bergeant Dyer waa bahind the desk when a man wear
ing & Disck hat entered and addressing him sald : * Good
morning, Bergeant, I remember you well.”

#indied )" sald the Bergoant, * what can I do for
you "

The man sppeared extremely nervous, and In an b-
stracted manner continued: * Oh, yes, I remember you
woll anough, but you can’t recollect mo. Why, I remein-
mnulmudtmumbutuw—nm.!w
know—who shot Cdre.”

The Bergeant was somewhat puzgied to know what the
stranger wmeaot, bul enswered: " Yos, 1 mnade that
uwrrest,”

Bergeant Dyer, more surprised than before, axclaimed,
* You want to give yourselif up! For whatt"

Capt. Byrnes of the Fifteeuth Precinet, o whose pre-
clnet the murder was commiltted, wis also lnformed.
Capt. Byraes, ot the mowaont of the artest in Brovklyn,
was on board the ship Henry Clauocey, watchiug for
ihe murderer, whom be suspeeted would try to escapd
to Callfornia tn tho ship, which was to sall yesterduy
afteruoon.  On recelviog Superiutendeot Campbell’s tel-
epram, Capt. Byroes hpstened to Brovkiyu aml took
charge of the prisouer. On the passage (o Now-York
with his prisoner, Capt. Byrnes questioned Bleakley ua
to his movements sines the commisslon of the mwurder.
