have proved themselves most apt
and helpful servants of Kriss Kingle this Chnstmas.
The old Saiut never had more dainty or rich colors
ou the binding of the books which are brought to
him to stuff his sack withal, and his old eyes no
doubt rejoice for those of the little ones in the
thick, creamy paper and clear print. But if he has
any odd minutes o spend in reading these heaped
volumes, which are designed to make him welcome,
his gratitnde nssuredly will come to an end.

The Last Inhabitants of an Old House (E. P. Dat-
ton & Co., Now-York), for instance, are mice and
ronches, who are made to tell the dreariest stories
and indulge in the stalest morality for the h('nuﬂ_l of
the babiea still in the nursery. We protest against
such slander of harmless creatures unable to
to protect themselves. Human beings may, and we
snppose do, talk such insnffernble plat itudes, as thoy
writé them; but they have no right to malign even
the roaches by crediting these nightly disconrses
with them. In Elsie's Girlhood, by Mantia
Fixeey (Dodd & Mead, New-York), the offering is
intended for young ladies just out of gchool, Usu-
ally the heroine of the semi-religions novel (an ex-
travagant romance concealed under a wearisome
wermon) is left by fate as a governess to meet this
vile world withont any other stock of armor 1o
full back on than violet eyes, saintly piety,
and one rose-colored silk, trimmed with old
lace, to wear on the eventful evening when tho hero,
also devoat but wealthy, approaches. But in this

Another is Derwent; Or, Recollections of Young Life
in the Country, by Jomx Cuester (Anson D, F.

Randolph & Co., New-York), which is apvar-

ently precisely what it purporis to boe—the re-

colleotions of a solemn, middle-aged man, without a

spark of imagination, of a peculiarly uneventful

youth. Nodonbt the reminikeences are correct and
will form plessant reading during these winter even-
fngs for their author, He may be sure that he need not
upbraid kimself with having indulged in any trivial
wit or airy delicacy of fancy in his pictures. Miss Mit-
ford's clover-ficlds and hedged lanes wers wet and

Equally solid, aud stolid in incident and moral, is
The Ingleses, by the author of ** Janet's Love and
Rervice,” who is, we are informed inside, Margaret
Murray Robertson, Mrs, Robertson (a Canadian)
begs that no other publisher may trench npon the
richt of Messrs. Anson Randolph & Co. to issae her
book. Itis carefally, even laboriously written, and
s all the wall-menuing actors in the story, after the
invariable fashion of English novels, come toa good
endl, ineluding n competency, a8 well as “ approving
conscienee and smiling Heaven,” the book will, no
doulit, be popular with a large class of readers. Bo,
b, will Miss Lonisa M. Alcott’s new offering to her
many friende, Shawl-Strape (Roberts Bros), a
sheteh of the sdventures of three typleal New-
England girls, who, withont baggage, “do'’
Europe. With the stock of external andaei-
ty, and alanginess, and futernal  mixtare
of culture, refivement, and vulganty, which
Miss Alcott (who ought to kunow them) sees fit
to confer on thetm, * Shawl-8traps” is enlivened by
some charming and tender bits of description hers
and there, in spite of o certain annoying eruptive
flippaney, which is not wit and is just the book to fast-
en up in shawlstraps, with a waterproof or railway
Juneh, to beguile the way from station to station.
There is a cordial heartiness and freshness in Miss
Alcott that makes all the world her friend, whether
among the old women of Brittany or the artistie
haute noblesse of Rome, or bhere amoug her old fa-
wiliar acgnaintances.
