died in that city December 11. Ho was the last of
tbe royal liue, and named no successor, which leaves an

Interregnum, during which tbe people are sovereign.
The Législative Assembly meets on January 6, when, it
is expect-ed, that body will nominate a succe-aor of the
late King. The Hawaiian Oatette favors apopular move¬

ment for the purpose of securing a froe Constitution,
and a revolution la expected.

Tho first of the now citinct House of

Kiimebismeba, who reigned over all the Sandwich
Islands, was born about the middle ot the eighteenth
century, lie was personally remarkable for character¬
istic«» which dn.ti.iguithed him and all his successors

from his subjects and seemed to im licit«, that he
oaine from t distinct tribe. He was if taapenso
stature, and the Imposing appearunco r**%!ch he

presented contributed greatly to securing pov.er
over the people whom he ruled. Iu the early part at
the present century each of tho Sandwich Islands was

governed by a sovereign and several other chiefs. The
first Kam(-hamcha was ouo of these chiefs. Ho suc-

oeedtil In conquering all of the Islands except Ataual
and Nihaii, which, however, «rave their allegiance lo Li«
succeasors. As Europeans bad aided him in
his conquest, he favored their settlement
in the Islands and placed his kingdom
tinder the protection of Great Butaln. ne
was su» reeded by his son, Kamehameha II., who, in
1S1», abollrhed Idolatry and Introduced Christianity.
Tbe brother of this King ascended the throne in 1624,
and assumed the title of Kamehameha III. During hts

reign he brought hii country into conflict with France,
by baui««hing tbe Koman Catiro!.c íislssloisarit- -. The
French Admiral proteíted against this liiousure on

b« buif of Ids Government. The King, in order to pro¬
tect himself ac.'.inaf the attacks of tin« French Ai'ni.ia!
appealed to the llfitinh Gävcrnmcn», which ___at_lMi
a body of troops in the Islands.
In 1844 the independence of the conntry was officially

recogniied by Great Britain and the Lintel Mitten hat
by treaty a preponderating influeiico was givcu to the
former. Hostile demonstrations were frequently mude
l«y Fiance, after one of which, made m 1 »41, the King
KM itthened the alliance with the United atatea.

Clii.-fly under Ihe advice of American residents
tbe King Introduced a constitutional form of Govern¬

ment. This ktug was succeeded In lt-,4 on

bis death br bl« ion Alexander Lihollho, who
was called Kamehameha IV The new King received an

education superior to bis ancestors, which was partially
owing to a Journey which h* made to Europe. In 1 buts

be married Emma Booker, daughter of an Englith phy¬
sician who was residing in the Islands. Ho wat of an

ungovernable temper, and once caused great consterna¬

tion in his dominions by attempting murder In a fit of
Jealousy toward his wife. Oh his deatli lu ltje,3 he was

succeeded by his brother the lately deceased King Kanie-
li uiieha V.
This last heir to the throne was born in 182» ; he was

dlstingbished by an easy life which cam-ad him to be
well known among the islanders as a boon companion.
Like all of his ancestors lie possesseii the tall form which

I'litlngulshed him from his people. He manifest* «1 tome
Inclination to promote reforms In the Island, and favored
foreigners In order lo Increase commerce and indus¬
try. He formed a Cabinet composed of foreigner«
of different nationalities, who hai long resided in tho
territory. He died childless, and, as tub foregoing dis¬

patch indicates, he failed to avail himself of tbe priv¬
ilege, conferre«! by tbe Constitution, of naming his suc¬

cessor. Public opinion recently pointed at Prinoe 1-ann-
liko as the person who would probably bo selected to fill
tbe throne of the King. He was considered the rightfi.l
heir previous to the accession of Kamehameha V., but
was set aside by the old King. His claim oomes from
tbe female side of the family, nc belntr a son of the ala«
ter» t Kauseliaineba II. He has attained the n«e of M
years. He is popular with the people of Ins own race, is
well educated, and has a fine personal address.

Many of tbe deputies expressed their approval of
the bill by cheers after Its reading. Tbe Government
again announced tbat reforms in Cuba were postponed
in consequence of the lnsurrcotlon on tbat Island.
The bill pafovldes that the slave-owners shall receive

80 per cent Indemnity, of which the State shall pay If
pur cent and tbe colony tbe balance.
