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ORNAMENT AND BUILDING.

A LECTURE BY RUSSELL STURGIS, Jr,
PAILURE OF THE GOTHIC REVIVAL—THE NEXD
OF MORE ORNAMENTATION IN BUILDING.

The fourth lecture of the course on Arl was
delivered at the National Academy of Design, last
evening, by Russell Bturgls, Jr.  His subject was * Orns-
went apd Building,” and his address was ilustrated by
ai g, and ined ts vpon the present
1nch of originality in architectural design, with suk-

s toward tha fostering of & love for ornamenta-
tion in bullding. He sald among other things :

GESTLEMEN OF THE ACADEMY AXD BSTUDENTS I
think vou ought to be congratulated upon this fact, that
he room lu which we are assemblod i contalned in one
of the fow ornamental buildings of which Now-York or
America is as yoi possossed of. You yourselves know
bow well it suits your purpose ; but certainly It is one of
the few in the onginal conception of which, decoration
formed o part. 1t se  happens that 1 knew
quite iptimately the architeet who Tbuilt this
vullding. 1t was his first  effort, sand st the
time, baving notlung else  to  do, he ooneen-
trated his mind upon 1t for two yoars, and it is the resuit
of & very profound conviction in matters of architectural
arf. It bs the best specimen fn America of the work of n
school : and the school Is that of the Gothio revival. One
of 1he canons of tbe Gothie revival was that all docora-
tions should be designed by the scnlptor himself;
that wo  scnlpture should be  designed on the
drewlngboard, #s wost do  their work, hat
st ¢ach plece of enrving should be designed by the
sculptor Limsel!, snd I the superior architect had any
thing to say about it it waa merely in the way of general
direction. This was so far carried out that Mr. White
thiroughout the Snmmer would collect in the wodils him-
self loaves, and fowers, and branches, and acorns, from
wiueh to form s desigos.  With theas before thein as
their ouly models and snggostions the soulptors Aid thelr
work, Coneernirs the exesllence of the resuit, T think
we peed not trouble ourselves at present.  There has
sever been an attempt at imitation, you must remember,
but the intention certainly was p sineere one,

In this attempted Gothie revival there were three or
four principal points, One to nse Gothie forms
whatever possible; another was to use the Gothie sys
e of ornamentation: and the third was to produce the
ernaeut lu the Gothie war—that is, have it designed
Ly the workman, Now the work that has been done o
Fugland and France and Germauy §s very interesting,
&t least to oo stadent of hmmanity; apd wmuock of itton
vtadont of art; somé Httle of It worthy of preservation;
but the effort to restore the Gothle style, 1
think it = safe to s=ay, hag absolntely amd forever
fuiled, 1t onee peemed tome the ong proper course 1o
purnng, and 1 was as interested in it as Mr. White him-
solf. The reason 1say it has falled is bocanse thst, in
spite of w0 years of uninterrupled success in England, it
etil) has not obtained anything like aniversal seceptance.

Tue Gothic system of decoration and bnllding i= the
peniest W our present wants. That s obvious. The
Renaissniice was the begloning of the lmitative styles
which huve boon going on, alas, until to-day; and it Is
ebvious o os pow thet they must have failed, wen being
whst they are aod the requirements of the present time
Pebug what they ape, You remember how the books we
uredd Lo study 18 years ago are almost wholly superseded,
Tue artiste of & reeent style of art—the Repats
sance—we cannot  go to  them pow for  apy
information that is worth having, All this movement of
the Gothie revival was cotewporaneons with Arolieo-
oy sttainment. The whole fleld of archeoalogy I= a
wodern one,  This Gotnde Revival 18 one of the many
eystews of Lmitative architecture which have spruug up
from ot 'The whole field of decorative design t8 cnltl

POST-OFFICE AND CITY HALL,

The point betore ne ls, of course, the application of
erpament to our bulldings. The abscnoe of ornsment I8
ef conrse a great recret to nll of ue 1 we Jook down
the etreet and sce what buildings are belng erected for
Government purposes, we stiall see how bare they are of
sll ornatwent. See the new Post-Office, With what seem-
liness can the Government go to glorifying itself und the
Congresstnen who vote the money away without suvthing
spent for nrt Y Where works of art and sealpture wonld
b 5o fitting and wonuld be preserved forever, they are
ft out. Even in fogey London the Government could
wot frosh o great Parliament House without covering
it with decorations. Why ! it seems to be accepted that
if we build the wost massive and grayest plle of
granite, we have done all that conld be expeoted of clv-
tlined beings. The old City Hall s the love and aflection
of all architocts here. It is & noble plece of architecture
ot the sehool of Louls XV, It has good carving upon it,
but it wants a high ridecd roof with pavilions. Except for
thist 6 i» & noble bullding indesd. Bot have you looked
st the seulpture upon it1 We pever notice it, aod, If we
fid, it woald soon be forgotten. Bo with the New Post-
OfMeo—t! it had been covered with carving it would
bave been the xame ; and this is beoause wo foel the
wani of something we noed something.

Now let u= look st the study of auclent art and the
sttempt to imuitate it It s very delightfal to study
ancient art, hut this moust not blind vs to oar own needs ;
and if one asks, " What 18 the use of studying aucient
art?’ 1 smy it s precisely the mune as the
study of history, an ws Joug asx history |s
worih studving, the arts of the pust are worth
studying. But it Ix just here we must think
for ousselvys, I think we have s right to call upon
painters and seulptors o lend their nid in desiening the
griisigent to bo put upon & building.

MIsS DICKINSON'S VIEWE ON WOMAN'S WORK.

Miss Dickinson epoke at Steinway Hall last
nleht on Woman's Work. Bhe chose for the title of her
address the guery, " What fs vo Hinder 1 and her aim
was to show what are the hinderauces In the way of
women's entering on a succossful and indopendent ea-
reer. It 18 urged that the barriers to woman's Progress
in the world of activities are all removed ; that sho may
pass through the open door and work in the various
flelds of usefnlness, honor, and profit which invite hon-
et effort. 1f woman does not enter in—what s to hin-
der? Addressing hersell to answer this question, Miss
Dickimson seemed at first to charge the responsibility
for failure upon woman herself, But she subsequenly re-
traced the pian of argument, and showed thas the faunlt
is, after all, not primarily with women, but with her
traloing. Bhe thinks that women chiefly fail in their
Independent carcers because they do not enterupon them
with heartiness and from cholee, She thinks that they
too witeh look upon employment of any sort as i tempo-
rary expedient at best, to be used 4R o stafl through o
time of present and dire neeessity, but to be flung aslde
when full deliverance shall come from some vacuely
hoped-for inter Blo that this state of
wind brings into the varions netivities of life too many
listless, half-hearted and easily-disconraged women.
Women, ¢he obacrves, should pick and choose their eall-
ing, and make it theirs for o lifetime, Just as men plek
and choose theirs with & determination to put their life-
struggle ioto it, So long ns women take up thess voon-
tions only as floats to carry them over to-day's needd,
with 1o serions intention of honoring their craft, eo long
will they be only as the sediment in the great stream of
buman effort. Men who have trained themeelves to n
lite-long pursuit will exocl them; they will get the best
wiges—the highest rewarde,

Of course, Miss Dickinson goes behind this discourag-
Ing pieture and finds the reason for the gray tints which
overspread it Girls are not tanght, a8 hoya are, 1o be
self-reliant, helpful, and strong.  She would not have
woimen made bard sod masouline ; but shie would bave
them taught that the best trafuing of train and mind
descrves and secures the best rewards,  Many genera-
tlons of false trainlug bave brought women to thelr
| prosent pass. They have been lfted whore meu have,
| {0 thelr boyhood, ellmbed; they have had their sehool-
work done for them, where boys have been compelled to
solve thelr own problems.  In this Kindly-meant bat
eruel purtare Miss Dickinkon thinks sto dscerns the
chilef hinderance 1o woman's progress = s worker, To
the complaint that even the heartlest endeavor finds no

promotion, ne eareer, she says that the demand for
skilled Inbor constantly opens Gew avepues 1o WOInen §
aud she shows, by citafious, that women rise and shine
tn many Hoes of lile,

Publie opinion was allnded to by the speaker as one of
the hinderances which women mweet io thelr determina-
tion to win their way in the world. Many young
women are deterred from doing the honorable and ac-
ceptable work which offors by thewr fearof what the
worid of friends and nelghbors may say, They nre
e lplo unrvmnnerstive nod distastelal ur.uplurm(’ul'.n
becanss those emplovments are ealled * genteel.” They
are the few permitted to women. The tyranny of custom
hinds mauy willing bands with iron ehaine.  Pubhe
opinien has left but two roads open for woman, Uno
Jeads to marriage, the other to shame and dishonor.
With rare exceptions fhe preat majority of women have
ghways they must

upinton must be educated to bold o egual hopor the mwan
or the wowan who makes & way In (he world aud walks
therein with steady wod nrefal purpose,

The lnoture was admirably delivered, and was per
vaded thronghout with o warm and gonerous enthuslsio
for the cause of Woman's Work, Miss Dickioson pleaded
that o wide prevalence of falso views of life made neces-
sary the witerance of these wholesome though unwel-
s teaths,  Toe aifficulty 18 not radically fatal; it may
mpassed, though not speedily ; and the address

That sympathetic epirit which is always
manifested by the people of this city whenever an uppeal
for o deserving parpose or o noble olject 16 wide to them,
revealed ltself aghin last night at Association Hall, the
oceasion being the minth anniversary of the Working-
womwen's Protective Union. The bour for which the
mesting was ealled was 8 o'clock, but us early as 7:50 the
hall was crowded, The entrapce wos by ticket and only
u sufMctent number to fill the halljwas lssued, Toe fact
that large numbers of persons were turned away showed
the hold the society has in the popular sympathies. Miss
Emily Fulthfoil was present and spoke hriefly but car-
ried with her the sympathies of the large andlence,
Abont 8 o’clock the announcement was made that the
erowd in the doorways was 5o great that the speakers
had pot been able to force themselves into the hall, and
the indulgence of the audience was asked,  Fifteen min-
utes later Mayor Havemeyer was introduced. He was
received with applause and spoke as follows:

LADIEE AND GENTLEMEN: It gives me pleasure 1o be
present with yonm on this the anuniversary of the
“ Workingwormmen's) Protective. Unlon,” and to express
sympathy with an oreanization which has for its objoct
the amelloration of the condition of such of our prople as
are engaged in the various indostrial puarsaita from
which this community derives so many substintial ad-
vantages, Among thess elasses are to be found in
marked degree the charucteristica of morality and
virtue, wWhich underlle wll eivilized society, and without
which no popular government can long endure, It s
ome of the remarkable features of the oge In
which we live that woman I8 advancing to take
her place with the other; sex, in the equal rewards of
the various lodustries which are soited W her power;
In the recognition of the resnlts of cultivated iotellocts,
and. it #omme respeets, 10 infloencing the affales of goy-
ernment. While T am pot quite willing to adopt all the
modarn theories which have been put fortn in relation
to thie gnbject, T do not wish to leave any donbt ss to my
full aecord and cooperation with every practical move-
ment, ke the one represented on this oveasion, ealeula-
ted to irender the burden of e easler to bear, and
thereby to gladiden, comfort, and support houscholds,
of which women are and should be the chief orna-
wents and support.

But 1 think that fwomen
mestie duties often have as much aod more than
they can do to take eare of their hushands and children.
1: bopest women wre kept from work, however, when
they need it, they are often driven into courses one
#ghudders to wention, It s very well for those who are
removed from want to nsk, am I my sieter's keeper? bat
the day will come, if they care nothing for the saljeot,
when they will awake to the realization of & terrible
carse. We must help trouble by our assoviation—trouble
in the mass; and belping only tho few individusls we
can singly reach, we sball be sbie to do ouly littie good.
Codperstion s needed ; socioties need to e forwed o
order that the suffering many may be resched.  Those
great, little heroisms that sanctify s whaole life are per-
formed by bheroines in localities that do not figure in
rotances, but sicl kave been found ln London, and, 1
doubt not, they exist bere. 1 am not famillar with thew
su this elty, but I know they exiat lu all large communi-
tiek, @nd this ity canpot be exewpt,

Miss Mutilda E. Toedt then performed variations on
the violin, wlaeh were applauded and encored.

ROAD PROPERTY FROM TAXATION,

Of the amonnt set down se working expenses, 4,000,
000 was pald for new work and iron.  The secarities and
property turned over by Jay Gould to the Company,
amonnting to §9,000,000, ure not included in the figures
given above. Mr, Barlow stated that the proceeds of
the property refunded by Jay Gould will bo expended
in time, in tmproving the condition of the road. The
offieers aod directors of the road are much elated over
the snootss of the new loan,  The §10,000,000 authorized
by the Board of Directors at its lust mestiog has alroady
been taken, as announeced by cable fielexram yesterday,
although it was only placed on the London market on
Monday, The work of laying the third rall will be begun
nk BOOL &% Spring opens.

A delegation of eltizeos of Jersey City, headed by
Major Pangborn, walted on the Board, und presented
memorinl, setting forth the Inequality of the State lnw
which exempted from taxation the property of the Erle
and Morris and Essex rallways. The Legialature of New:
Jersey bas hitherto excmpted all railroads in the State
from municipsl taxation, upon the condition that a tax
of 1§ per cent should be paid from thelr earnings into
the Btate Trewsury. While Jersey City was in its in-
fancy the result of this Teasurs was not seri-
ously feit. The different rallroads, however, have
purchased, in  peveral  years, Jarge  ainounts of
valuable property, which has cousequently passed
out of the limits of the assessment lsta, The value of
this property 18 at present estimated at about 20, 000,000,
As i result of this absolote frecdom from local taxation
by the rallronds, the tac-payers of Jersey Clty have
been called upon to make up the deficlency, and they
bave $hus been compelled to puy o deuble proportion
of taxatinn.

11 no relief ia obtained from the Legislature, it is said
that the Board of Aldermen of Jorsey City will be askod
to insert in the tax-levy for the coming year a sufficient
amount to be nsed in econtesting the constitutionality of
the eharters of the rallroads Ly which they are exempted
from municipal taxation

The Erie dividend was the subject of very general
disoussion “in the strect.,” Varlous opilons are ex-
pressed, those who are adverse to the prosent adminis-
wation declaring that the road has not justly earned it,
and that the mutter ls p stock-jobbing operation, while
those who have falth in the pew dlrectory say that lvis
a slgnof the era of prosperity and honest dealing. The
stock opened yesterday st €6, sold as hich as 663, ond s
low as €53, and closed at 85§ to 65].
