GENTLENDS ¢ 1 wish you to form a cortect 1doa of this
Tustitution and 1ts iims, sud to appreciate nuder what
comditton= and with what ohjnct it has beon organized,
There 15, all the world over, st this moment, & movement
tending to lutrodaoe into the system of adueation the re-
sulg of the progross which the mochanical artsa have
e inconsequencs of the great sdvancement of srionce
sloeeabe begiuning of this century, All our systems of
instruction of past thmos buve beou organizod on the plan
of scholarly education whioh las boen lalt us by preced-
fug centeries,  The progress of chomistry, noturnl his-
tory, geoloey, and zollogy bas rovolutionized the world,
Roas givey us the telograph, stoam transportation, and
kiudred blossings, and 1t has prodoced 1o the aspirations
of sehoulmnes quite new ideas which we would like to soe
introduecd into the sehools for the benetit of coming
gonerations. Tue men that are doing something in that
direction are alming to edueate teachers and otherwise
propare for the time when that education will be st the
foundation of all publie instruotion. When I cams to
thiseountiy thils movement had bogan in Enrops, but I
saw that very Hitle was doing in that direction here.

For
philosophiy, bistory and literature we have founded b
tie Nbraries. Now that sclence needs to be fostered, there
must be some similar storehonse of material on which to
base that ¥ind of education. There are no text-books
wuffieient for that purpose. The study of nature must be

NANTUCKET SCHOOL FOR NATURALISTS.

Turough the kindonoss of Prof. Agasslz 1 am en-
ubled to give you the plan of the projected course of
instroction st Nantncket, which is now for the first tine
made publie, Prof. Agsssiz has had the matter in hand
for over twowouths, but it has Just now assumed full and
deflnlte proportions, In the middle of Decomber last a clr-
cular wis lssusd at the Museum and privately distributed
among leading scientific men in viudous dopartments,
inviting coperation in this course of instruction. Yrof.
Agaasiz’s nagocinte at the Museum sod other prominent
snd exporienoedl solentific Instructors cordially lent
It nssistance. From time to time s name has been

added 10 the lst, and the last gap in the progrimme has
been filled to-asy. The names of 20 of our most compe-
teal Wwen uow appear as the corps of Inatructors.

The object of this course 18 to give teachors of natural
Listory In our schools, aud others who desiro to prepure
thowselves for teachors, a thorough and comprehiensive
eourse ju the virlous branches of scionee comprehended
under that pame, Such o course of study cannot be
supplied by books, As Prof. Agassiz said: Naturulists
toust learn to read Nature,” They canuot read Nature
without specimens. It had been a constant aim of the
projectors go to urrange the course that studonts nt-
tending it can enjoy its advantages froe of chargo. Itis
hoped that the necessary conditions bave been seoursd,
The sclentific men give tbelr sid frecly, sud the only
ueressary expenses will be those incident to a residence
at Naggaoket for two months.

Doo. 5, 1869, and payable flve years from date ; that the
mortgage was duly recorded on Dee. 11, 1508, the elder
Mackay neting for the firm, aud with its consent Know-
inK, or having reasonablo canss to hellave that 1t woa
(nsolvent, assigned the mortgage, the bond accom pany-
ing 15, and the notes of Olyphaut & Co. to Bell and
Gundy, the mortengs belug assigmed by an instrument
cxnonted by the slder Mackay. dated Doc. 5, 1883, and ro-
corded Dee, 11, 1864 that at the tme of the transfor of the
pond, the wortgagy, and the notes, Hell and Gundy parted
with 1o new consideration therofor, and the transfer was
