There is danger that Wall Street, in the buoy-
ant relief of an escape from imminent peril,
will again rush into over-trading., The striu-
geut times which measurably passed away
with the last week have wiped out a great
many margins in the stock market and have
wound up not a few small concerns.

But there ie evi-
dence enough o make it extremely probable
that so wary a person as Gould paid his money
under the belief that it went for that purpose
and on that distinet bargain. The story is
told under oath with so many details that it at
least demands thorough investigation. Why
was not Mr. Jay Gould himself examined on
this point? 1Is it beyond the power of the
Committee to catch that reluctant witness
ngain 1 :

The declining colonial power of the Nether-
fands has just received a serious blow.

Tho phenomens attending theso
awful disturbanges hava been gtudied to very
little effect. Notwithstanding earthquakes
bave occurred over since the world began,
there is no sottled and universally accepted
theory as to their origin. The unhappy poople
of San Sulvador, stripped,
afflicted as they ave, would take no comfort
in any scientific exposition of tha'mtucl_vsm
which wrought their ruin; but a bitter expe~
rience would seem to warn them not to re-
build on the spot from which they have Just

been driven.

From time to time the people of the Central
Amerigan States amuse themselves with what
they call a revolution, Ono of these has just
happened at Panama, where the President of
the State, Sefior Neira, has been deposed by
some of the Government subordinates. The
movenient is in the interest of Correoso,
former President of Panama, but now debarred
from reélection by a wholesome constitutional
provision, which makes him ineligible until
one term has intervened. These so-called
revolutiona are too trivial for grave comment,
though they are serious busincss to the
much-governed  Central Americans, who
acquiesce in  the  rule of the parly
which happens to stay in power over night.
The famous Battalion Santander, a sort of
Colombian O1d Guard, formerly held the bal-
ance of power in Panama; and the conspira-
tors who seeured the, services of - the com-
manding officers were always able to control
the State. This force was finally disbanded,
and the National Colombian troops are Te=
quired to preserve an armed nentrality when
domestio dissensions arise, This time, how-
ever, the Nationals eame in, like o Greek
chorus, at the end of the performance, ap-
plauding all that had gone before, By this
time, probably, Correoso is in the chair of
state, comfortably waiting for the next revo-
lution.

THE ESCAPE OF TAE MODOCS.

The Modoe war hes entered into the new
phase which we apprehended at the moment
of the massaere at Tule Lake, The army oc-
cupied soveral days and lost fifteen persons
in killed and wounded in gelting possession
of the lava-beds, and on arriving there found
{hat the Indians were gone. The troops have
started in pursuit, bt it is impossible to pre-
dict the result of the chase, It is not just
to blame the offieers or soldicrs for this ex-
nﬁpt‘r:ning'ulnm of the tragedy. The coun-
try about the lake 18 very difficult, almost im-
practicable for regular troops, and the num-
ber of our killed and wounded, about one-

fourth the entive number of the sav-
ages, shows that whatever m icht  have
been their prudence and  sagacity, there
was mo lack of courage  displayed

in their frnitless attack, It will be safer and
more charitable to conelnde that Gen. Gillem
and his subordinates did all that could be ex-
pected under the cirenmstances, and that the
details which to-day scem inexplicable will be
made clear by the official reporis. There is
one thing which will not agreealily aflect the
average civilized mind. Al the dispatehes
enumerate with evident satisfaction the “five
“gealps” which our gide has taken in the fight,
and the faet that the fifth was procured from
the head of the wounded Sear-faced Charlie
seems to be especinlly enjoyed, Let us trust
that this diversion wus left to onr amiable
Warm Springs allies, and if we are mistaken
in this, it would be a gracions act for our
correspondents not to undeceive us. We do
pot think the most vigorous Indinn poliey
would require & vigid observapce of this
COremony.

The grave faet remaing that the fighting
Modoes, whose hestility was considered months
ago a sufficiently sevious matter to engross
the attention of the War and Interior Depart-
ments, have now, after a much more terrible
and significant ontiage than any recorded in
our Vorder annals, escaped almost unhurt and
unpunizhed to the more distant hills, where
there is no certauinty whatever of reaching
them., They have always been a dangerous
tribe. They are a remnant of the Pitt River
or Rogue River Indians, with whom we have
already had frequent collisions. They have
vastly increased their influence for evil by
their recent crimes, and their snecessful resist-
ance for =o many weeks of all the force the
Government could bring against them. Con-
temptible as they are in numbers and in
intelligence, every man among them carries
with him henceforth among the wild tribes of
the mountaing a constant cogtagion of murder
and insurrection, They are the heroes of the
hour among their savage kindred, and the
story of their exploits will lose nothing of its
coloring a8 recited by hundreds of couneil fires,
1t is no ordinarylthing they have done; and it
will appear &till more important than it is to
their ignorant and brutal brethren, to whom the
murder of three white chiels and a batde
with & white army, followed by, a safe retreat,
will be proof positive of their superiority to
their detested enemies, Already the instinet
of the frontier has recoguized the imminent
danger. A pgenernl riging is more than ever
feared, The Indians on the Klamath and
Salmon Rivers, and in fact tlmoughout South-
ern Oregon !and Northern California, are al-
ready fully aware of all” that has happened.
The young braves are always cager for war,
The renegade whites among them who have
become members of their tribes, gee in an ex-
tended rising a promise of booty and of gain-
ful treachery to both sides. If pretexts ghould
be lacking they are easily found. The hang-
erg-on of the frontier posts, who find their
profit in a state of war, can always furnish
oceasions  of bloodshed withont delsy and
with all the npecessary vagneness of cireum-
stance,

Just while this eritical state of things pre-
vails in the West, it seems to be the degire of
the President to restore 1o the Kiowas and
(omanches their chiefs Satanta and Big Tree,
who ‘were tried and convicted of murder some
time ago in Texas, and whose punishment was
commuted to imprisonment, These intelligent
and keen-witted savages naturally want these
cxperiemced leaders with them in view of pos-
sible contingencies, and they have restored
some. white captives and stolen property to
socure their release. Gov. Davis of Texas, in
answer to the demand of Superintendent Hoag,
replics that he would prefer to delay the re-
lease of these redoubtable warriors for a few
weeks until the Texns Legislature has ad-
journed and ho ean visit Fort Sill. We do not
know under what obligations the Government
officers may have placed themselves in regard
to these men, but most people everywhere,
and everybody west of the Mississippi, will
agree that their releaso is o watter in which

delay sad deliberation will do no harm. There
is no more dangerons Chief in the country than
Satanta, 1t was about two years ago that he
murdered soven teamsters, roasted some of them
by slow fires, and afterward, flushed by his
exploit, he had the incredible effrontery to come
into Fort Sill and boast of the crime, Ho was
greatly surprised and outraged when he wus
arrestod by Gen. Sherman and handed over
to the law to be tried for murder. If he should
now bo released, what good results could be
expeeted from it1 He is & homdcide from
principle and by trade. He attaiued his posi-
tion and influence by the “murder of white
men, and it is fair to suppose that he will run
all necessary risks to keop up his prostige in
that direction. What could afford a better
illnctiution of the incongruous and vacillating
Indian policy of the Administration than these
two simultancous plans of exterminating the
Modocs—if we can find them—for murders com-
mitted by a portion of the tribe, and of giv-
ing back to two dangerous and excited tribos
their treacherons and homicidal leaders?

LOUISIANA,

United States troops have been sent up the
Ted River, and the anarchy in Grant Parsh is
probably at an end. The additional dispatehes
g0 far throw very little light upoen the exact
purpose of the blacks in seizing upon the
Court-honse and driving the white people ont
of the town; but thero is no doubt that the
origin of the conflict was the usurpation of
the Kellogg party at the time of the last elee-
tion, That disorganized the administration of
the entire State and brought all the local
offices into contest. It filled the negrocs with
false ideas of their power under the new order
of things, and it influmed the worst passions
of those riotous and vindictive whites who still
cherished the antipathies of the old days of
chivalry, It prepared both sides so thoronghly
for a war of races that an accident like that
in Colfax, where two sets of oflicers held cer-
tificates of election, could hardly fail to cause
an outhreak.

To our minds the most serious feature of (ho
affair is the terrible animoxity which is shown
to prevail between the two classes of the pop-
wlation. Whatever may have been the provo-
cation of the massacre, there can be no ques-
tion about its attendant borrors, Two or three
white men wounded; sixty or a hundred ne-
groes killed; there is a contrast which tells
the whole story. The blacks intrenched at the
Conrt-louse stood upon the defensive o whole
afternoon, without inflicting any serious injury
upon their assailants. Then they wera hurmed
out and shot down as they mp. It was not a
batile after that; it was wholesale wuvder,
“1f you want to sce dead niggers, here's a
“ chance,” cried an nrmed young ruffian, as he
jumped aboard the steamboat on Sunday night ;
and one of the passengers, who traversed the
seene of action, tells how his guide kicked the
bodies which he supposed retained life, and
wanted to * finish the black dogs ™ who were
belieyed to lie wounded on the ficld. 1f this
was a reflection of the general temper of that
part of the country, there is a disorder in
Central Louisiana which Gen. Emory's troops
will never suppress,

It must be evident that the one result trom
Southern misgovernment which thonghtful men
have most dreaded is rapidly coming to pass,
The unprincipled politicians who have sought
to make their fortunes by aid of the colored
vote have spared mo pains to create a dis-
tinctively negro party wherever, as in many
parts of Loniziane, the negroes are siroug
enough to make it worth while, They have
inflamed these yemorant and eredalons people
aginst  their former masters.  They have
assured them that they must take the govern-
ment into their own hands if they would not
be sent back into slavery, They have fanned
their ambition. They have excited their
cupidity. Of comse at the same time they
have irritated and embittered the whites,
Still smarting under their defeat and losses in
the war, the whites find themselves plundered
and imposed upon by the worst ser of adven-
turers that ever eursed a State, and arve tanght
that these adventurers cannot be dislodged by
the ballot, for they overrnle auy election that
pocs against them. Now to make it appear
that this misgovernment is sustained by o dis-
tinctively negro party, is like going with a
lighted candle into a powder magnzine,

The State authoritics of course must pnrsne
ihe authors of this massacre relentlessly, DBut
when the guilty have been fitly punished there
will remain a task to be performed which
might tax the abilities of statesmen of a much
higher kind than Louisiana is likely to see for
many years. If we eannot teach the two
ruces to live peacefully side by side, the dis-
asters of the South have but just begun; and
we certainly shall not teach that lesson by
clevating the one merely in order that we
may wlunder and oppress the other.

THE LATEST RAILROAD SLAUGHTER.

Last Saturday morning, before dayhght, an
express train on the Boston and Providence
Railroad plunged into the Paweatuck River
while running at full speed, The details of
this frightful disaster are elsewhere told.
They are clothed in all the horrors of these too
frequent ocenrrences.  There are the hapless
passengers ernshed in the wreek; others are
swept away in the swollen currents of the
river; and fire, the almost invariable ineident
of a Winter colligion, consumed still others,
There is no need to dwell on the ernel par-
ticulars. Although two days have elapsed
gince the easnalty, accounts are confused and
unsatisfactory. We cannot yet tell of the
extent of the loss of life. Only seven bodies
are reported found; but, in the wald confusion
of the moment, many must have been ewept
awny unseen. The conductor of the train
gays that out of over one hundred
passengers he has  been  able to find
only forty-two, alive or dead. This leaves
n frightfully large number yet unaccounted
for. As for the ecanse of the wreck, though
minor details vary in their recital, it is elear
that the freshet had washed out the bridge,
or a greater part of it, so that a tremendous
chasm was left, Into thie the engine leaped,
followed by the entire train, There were four
passenger cars, and the usual number of
others n the train, which was bound from
Stonington to Boston, casrying the passengers
from the New-York and Stonington steamboat,

Here, then, was a train, with over one
hundred persons on board, thundering over a
down grade at the rate of forty miles an
hour, upon & bridge across a swollen river, in
the darknoss. It was not the eustom of the
corporation to maintain & watchman at the
spot; and although there had been much un-
easiness among the people of the neighbor-
hood, on acconnt of the high stage of water
nobody thonght it worth while te look out:.
for the threatened bridge. Nobody thought it
worth while even to slacken the speed of
the train, It rushed on  to  destrne-
tion unwarned, the  engineer  mocting
his fabe with the rest. During the year ending

with last March there were 988 railway acei-
denta in the United States. DBy these there
were 830 persons killed and 1,104 wounded.
This is & sad and shamelnl resord. This latest
railway horror adds a large figure to the total
sum of dead and maimed. The very least
which must be expected of it is to direct
attention to the possibility of similar disasters
elsewhere. It seems a thing ineredible thap
o train  should be sped on in the dark
to a bridge under such cireumstances
as those to which we have alluded.
Yet it was done; and in an instant of time &
great wos was  wrought, and mourning and
misery spread out from the fatal echasm.
How many thundering trains go recklessly
over unwatched bridges during these dark
nights of storm and freshet 1 Will this aw-
ful lesson be heeded? Or will other rail-
road companies imitate tho Boston and
Providence, and neglect what seems & plain
duty 1

THE MUSICAL FESTIVAL,

Some indignant person writes us to say that
importing singers from Boston to do for us
what we can't—or at any rate don't—do for
ourselves is “an insult to the vocal and choral
“ qbilities of New-York.,” 1f our friend 15 a
pianist, he probably thinks it was nlso an in-
wult for Rubinstein to come here and play the
piano; and if he had been a composer about
cighty years ago he wonld have thought that
Beethoven insulted the whole world when e
took the liberty of coming into it and writing
symphonics. It seems to us, on the contrary,
that if the Handel and IHaydn Society can
teach us anything, we have every reason to
feel very much obliged to them for ecoming
here, and to receive them with the eordial and
enthnsiastic hospitality which New-York knows
so well how to display on proper oceasions.
We are quite willing to be told that our own
societies could muster as large n chorus, and
sing * Elijuh,” and “ Israel in Egypt,” and the
Ninth Svmphony just as well as the Boston
people, if they ohose; but then they never
do it, sn why sliould we not listen to those
that do ?

Indeed, we hope for some permanent results
from this week's festival, in addition to the
tomporary enjoyment promised by its alluring
wdvertisements.  We shall hear the noblest
¢lioral compositions sung by a society famous
from one end of the country to the other. We
sholl huve o series of rich orchestral perform-
ances by a bund in which the whole United
states tokes a pride.  One or two artists will
participate in the festival whose fame compasses
the civilized globe and will long outlast their
owu generation, Finally, Mr, Thomas is to
crown a season of remarkable brilliancy by
producing, on a seale entively new to this city,
the greatest musieal eomposition of all nges,
These things give the coming festival an
importance to which ecannon jubileea and
similar monstrous humbngs ecannot pretend.
But, apart from all this, the festival interests,
us in another way:

The art of chorns singing in New-York,
except with a few small clubs like the
Voenl Socicky and Mendelssohn Glee Club,
and the German singing societies who culli-
vate a limited and peeulinr field, has not pros-
pered for many years. The Church Musie
Associntion is trying to do something. A new
gocicty is abont starting with similar objects.
Now here come four or five hundeed ladies
and gentlemen from Doston to show ns what
can be done. They are not professional mn-
sieinng, They are composed of the same gort
of prople as our own Harmonie Society and
Mendelsaohn Union. They represent all classes
of society—ladies from Beacon-st, merchanta
from State-st, shop girls, young lawyers,
elorks, mechanies,  Their opportunities for
study and practice are no better than ours;
yet we believe that most of our connoissenrs
will be amazed when they find how far the
Boston singers are in advance of the highest
achioyement of auy similar organization in New-
York. They will not only teach our socicties how
to sing an oratorio, but they will teach onr
andignces how to enjoy one. If the truth must
be told, we listen to the “Messish™ once a
year more from a gense of daty than from any
real gratification in the exercise, We bow be-
fore Mr. Handel's imposing wig, and get out
of his way whenever we decently can, We go
to gleep in the * Lift up your heads,” and wish
the * Hallelujah? were not o long, and then
we elap our hands and pretend to like it. The
fuult is not ours, and it is not Handel's, The
dull interpreters conceal ‘the splendors of the
composer and tax the patience of the listener
beyond human endurance. But try an oratorio

account. Duties regulated by the value of the arti-
clescannot be well avoided insome cases, but specitio
rates ought to be levied wherever practicable,
