He said that Daniol Gale, in whoss name thres of the
Bouds, for §1.000 each, had been wsurd, was bis brother,
snd  the proprictor of the Lake House, at Lake
George, Lebanon HAprinen. He also atated that
Elmore Platt, A. W. Flack, ana Huarrlet P. Baldwin,
whose names appaar in several of the bouds, wers well
kpown to bim as residents of Glens Falls, Upon re-
eeiving this Jmportant Wforwation, Tuspeetor Dilks,
Laving ponsuited with Superintendout Matsell, tele-
gruphied bomediately to Willlsm A, Waite, cashier of the
bank, for furtbher particulars concernlug the robbery
wud the bonds.
