DAMAGE TO CROPS BRY THE FRESHETS IN NORTH
CAROLINA.

The Raleigh (N. C.) News of the 22d inst.
has gloomy accounts from every sectlon of the Stata
copesrning the devastation to erops by the heavy fresh-
6ta in the rivern. The farmers on the Tar had great
hopes of reaping abundant crops on the fertils low
grounds slong ita banks, but that elassie stream has

been overflowing to such an extont as to dishentien them
slmost entirely, In Franklin Connty glone It s thonght
the loss will not be loas than $150000. The watar la the
Boanvke rose higher this Spring than ever before, and
the damage to the crops will reach several haudred
tvousaned dollars, From Weldon ta Hamilton overy
plantation suffered more or lesa from Uik overflow, and
several hundred sores of cotton, curn, and oats wore
under water for several days. Al I.lpurux tho
Water rose (nto the stomhonse, ging $2.500 worth
of goods, and at Pollock Ferry hm:ur-l were washoed
awny and the submerged, In short, the flovd ex-
tanded for seversl miles over ull the lowiands, causing
great loss to all kinds of property. The freshet in the
Yadiin was Wigher tiis season than st auy e stuce
135, and hay, onts, corn, foddar, live stock, and houses
were floated down the stresm, while gfowing erups o
cory, wheat, rye, and ocats were o mauy lastauccs irre-
wievably damaged.
