o'clock, when the call for general quarters Was
sounded snd the ship cleared for sction. The ship
was then thoroughly inspeeted to see if all things
wore in readiness for battle. The result was en-
tirely satisfactory. Then followed excreises with
the guns and in  remedying the casoaliies
of battle, The inspecting officer incidentally ques-
tionod the captain of every gun and nearly every
wan 48 to Lis particnlar duties, and in almost every
case the answar was all that eould be desred. Guns
and gun-carringes were disabled, and the disabled
picces hanled out of the way and roplaced with re-
markable cxpedition. A S-inch gnn on the starboard
gide being disabled was removed and & port gun waa
shifted, substituted for the disabled one, and made
ready for action in 20 seconds, although the piece
removed weighed about 9,000 pounds. This was
done under the direetion of Lient. G. A. Bicknell,
In Licut. C. 8. 8perry’s division a earriage was dis-
ahled. The carriage was at once removed, the gno
placed on deck aud lifted np; anew carriage was
then substituted, and the newly-monnted gun fired,
amd the whole proceeding consumed only four min-

ules,

l.lill!ll.'littrh were then ealled “up and ready fo
board,” and in response to the eall ** all hands to re-
pel boarders!” all were up and fully armed i one
mitute and ten seconds.  The enemy being supposed
to be on the guarter-deck all hands rallied forward
in the twinkling of an eve.,  Two howitzers and a
Gatling gun were pointed aft, the pikemen with their
pries knelt down around the howitzers, the boarders
wiih their swords cronched down, the marines
knelt with bavonets in position, and behind all, the
wisketeers stoold with their picces aimed ; and all
were thus in readiness to repulse an atfack withiu 50
weonds after the call was sonnded.  The Powder
Divigion, nuder Livut. A. Dunlap, were well versed
i the use of projectiles, and passed a most eredita-
ble inspection.

Another interesting feature of the exervises was
the division deidl with small arms, pistols and mus-
kots, Licut. W. T, Burwell’s dividion showed great
proticiency in fencing, and the marines under Capt,
Norval L. Nokes and Licat, 8. W, Quackenbush gave
evidence of earcfnl traning and discipline, and
were prompt an 1 soldierlike in all their movements.

After the dividon drill, the ecall was sounded,
“ Away all boats, avmed and equipped!” and in an
ineredibly short time all the bouts, seven in number,
fully manned and anmed, were i the water, await-
tug signale from the inspecting ofticer. The time
mude was noted by Eosign Heamy, the Admirals
A, as follows: Third entter (Licat, Woodman), 2
minntes and 80 seconds ;. gecond entter, 5 minntes;
fourth eutter, 5 minutes and 20 seeonds: first cutter,
= minntes and 80 seconds s gail-lannch, § minutes and
20 secomls. The steam-lannch was already 1o the
waler, but was quickly armed and manned,

In accondonce with the regulations, every boat
was resuly for an attack, picket duty, service at gea,
or to muke o landing, In the steam-launch were
Licut-Commander George T. Davm, Major 8. L.
Nokes, and ber quota of musketecrs and marines,
roady {or a fight st short notice.  The sail-launch,
aftierred by Licut. . 8 Sperry and Ensign Jacoby,
carried o howitzer and ammumition therefor; and
the first entter, officered by Lient. W. T, Burwell
and Ensign Wood, was also thos armed. The offi-
oot of the second eutter wag Lieot. G, A, Bicknell ;
of the third, Lient, Woeodman, amd of the fourth,
Lient. A. 1. Dunlap, The gig as surgcon’s boat,
with Surceon Bertoletie and Ensign Wright, and
flving the bospital i, brought up the rear. At a
given sienal the stenn-lanneh took all the boats in
tow and made a wide cirenit under the eye of the
inspecting officers.  Every movement wue exeeutod
with wonderful eclerity.

Finally, all the boats were ealled in, and were gov-
erally inspeeted. The amount and varety of sup-
plies brovght to light by the questions propounded
to the Leatenants by Plag Licutenant Muiix, under
supervision of the Admiral, scemed astonishing, bot
served to show how effectually every contingeney of
battle or disaster is provided agaiost, and how well
the offieers and men nuderstand their duties, Stand-
insron the bridge, with the Admiral looking on, and
Capt. Whiting, commandant of the vessel, at hand,
Livut. Marx asked of each oflicer as his boat came
up: ““Are your men armed!” “ Yes, Bir.” ** With
what ?? The meu held uwp their muskets or small
aring, a8 the ease might be, * Have you amnum-
tion 1 It was produced. " sail and extra boat-
hook and oats?? There they were, “Water?7 A
tank wis showas ** Plenty of provisions 1 Enough
to last for dave. A stove to cook the provisions??
To wy surprise a box was opened and a stove dis-
“ Wood?  tinder ¥ Janternt  candles 1"
“ Yeu tocach gnestion, and the articles were ghown
as their nnmes were called,  And 8o the flug lienten-
ant went over a long list of articles which I eannot
here enumerate, bat which were all found stowed
away somewhere, and the utility of which was ap-
parent 4t mention of the name. T remember in
addition to what I have catalogned above, compass
anil lead-lines. fishing-lines and hooks, shect-lead for
repmiring shot holes, an ax, hammer, nails, and
tacke—all these in o small boat containing ofticers,
gallors, musketeers, and marines, and all the ordi-
pary furniture. I was not surprised after this
exhibit to hear the venorable Admiral remark that
Lie bad cnce been at sea for weeks in such a boat,
thius provisioned sud equipped,

The mspection over, the boats were quickly and
almost neiselessly hoisted, and the ofticers and men
repaired to their usual places on board ship. While
the boat-drill and inspection were gong on, Lient.-
Commander Merrill Miller, the efficient executive
officer, took charge of the deck, and Ensign Oster-
ouse biad the forecastle, while the officers not with
the boats remained ot their respective stations with a
suflicient number of men, to man the ship in case of
emergency, at command.

The steamer Fortune (Lient.-Commander F. M.
Green commanding), now lying here idly with the
other dispateh vessels, has been fitted out with
great care by the United States Hydrographie Office
for the determination of geograplical positions in
the West 1ndies and on the northern coast of South
America, and her officers are much disappainted at
the hinderance of their work caused by sending their
vessel as a dispateh boat temporarily, in the emer-
gency of the Virginius tronble.

The longitudes of the West India Islanda have
been caleulated from varions mernbians, none of
which had until lately been ascertained with the
acenracy now attainable, and serious errors of posi-
tion are known to exist in various loealities. The
eompletion of the submarine cable, owned by the
West Indis and Panswms Telegraph Compauy (lim-
ited), aflorded an opportunity for determining the
longitudes of all places connected by the telegraph
cable which runs throngh the islands of Jamaica,
Cuba, Porto Rico, 8t. Thomas, Bt, Kitt's, Antigna,
Guadelonpe, Dominies, Martinique, 8t. Lucia, St.
Viucent, Grenada, and Trinmidad, to Gniana, As long
ago ns lust February the work was decided upon,
aud the constraction of the necessary transit instru-
ments was begun, These instruments have been
constructed ut the repair shop of the Hydrographic

Ofice, uud with the portable obsorvatories, chro-
nographs, break-cireuit ehronometers, and other
astronomical paraphernalia, form @ most completo
and eilivient vatit,

A DEFENSE OF THE LEGISLATURE.

It s & common practics on the part of the county
treasurers to losn wt loterest, afwer the time txed for
payiog It to the State, moneys oollected from the tax-
pavers, thus makiog & profit out of @ breach of their

And also in Tug TRIDUNE :

Of tho taxes which actually are leviod hy the Legisla-
ture, & laree ﬁmmr!hm ara withoeld from tho Btate
Treasury until months after the extreme lhnit of the
time legally nllowed for thelr paymoent o the Btate su-
thorities. e Cliy and County of Now-York, ou the 50th
Beptember last, Was lndebted (o the State to tie amoant
of seven wiilion dollars for unpnid taxes, fve mouths
overdue, The Logislature refusos 1o sompel tho prompt
pavsuout tn the State Treasurer of these Moneya, naud
wany of the sounty treasurers devive o dishonoraide
profit from lending the funds to tha banks o Lheir
vieinity, We need not stop fur further comment on this,

Ir it quite fair to churge that *the Logislnture re-
fuses to compel the prompt payment of  State
taxes 1 What more stringent atid proper laws could bo
ennctid thian are sow on our statute books 1 The erig-
tnal statute on thls suljoet provides that

The severa] County Treasurers shall, on or before the
15t day of Marel in cach year, pay o the Treasurer of
this State the amonnt of the State tax, if anv, rosod awd
pabd over to them respect Ively, rotiaidog the compensi
thon to which they may vo eotitied. —[3cction 2, Tidle 1,
Chapter 427, Liws o 1855,

Boetion 11 of the sume title provides that

The Coutroller shull state the aceounts of the several
County Treasurers on the 18t day of May In every year ]
and whenevar any part of Lae State tax alall appedar to
b unpanl by any Connty  Leeasure:, Hie Cantratler
shall trassaie byl to sneh Conoty Teoasuror a copy
of liin aeconnl, regquesting blin o pay the Lralane: within
30 atave,

BEoeTioN 12 It any County Trearurer shall refuss or
neglect to pay sued bolanes withio saeh time, thie Coo-
trober shail sovibwith * * * doliver a copy of sich

From a somewhat careful examivation of the forege-

pon-performance of duty oo the part of the County
Treasurors; cot lnvoke the ald of the courts to enfored
thew ; ean arrest and imprison, I respectfully submit
that the law-makiug power cannot, justly, ba  held pe-
pponsible for the evil complained of, LEx.

[ W hether the fault be with the Controller or with
some otbier power, certain it is that the taxes have
not been  paid within the time prescribed by
Jaw, It is also certsin that a law more siringent
and easier to be enforesd than any of the enactments
quoted hy oar correspondent failed to get through
the Legislature at its session lust year, It is useloss
to pile ono law on another unless the laws are en-
forced, as nnguestionably they have not been, The
penalties for non-payment should be made definite,
and no discretlon left with the Contyoller in the
