PFROPOEED PARK IN THE NEW WARDS,

Since the best part of Westchester County
waa saneced to New-York, the residents of Morrisanis
bsve mauifested o dosire for m park, A petition signed
by 300 resldents ol Murrlsania, asking for o park, has
besn presanted bo the Park Commissioners this week,
and now a supplemental pelition has been saut them,
with the game objeet, signed by Henry Louin Morris, J.
Lioyd Haight, M. C. Turner, Jonathan Edwards, and F.
L. Barretto, Thess gentlemen urge nany roasons why
Morrisaiins should have a park. They bave selected a
Rovely spot for this objoct, Harlem River strotehing
along ita westorn boundaries, while a broad bonle-
vard, konown @8 Rallroad-ave, runs along s
esatern side. The boondarles porth and south are
Onehundred-and-forty-seventh-«t. and  Ose-houdred
aod-fifty-sisth-sts.

Coroner Kessler continued the investigalion
veateriday concerning the cause of the firo 1 the resi-
dence of Mr. Stiner, by which four pursons lost their
Lves, The watimony diud not strengthon tho thoory that
the fire originsted from a hotalr pipe tmproperly con-
strueted. To-day the Fire Marshal and other offieinls
will be exawinsd, and the inveatigation will be con-
eluded.

Chartes A, Wolf, foreman of Enging Company No, 4,
stiutioned un the north side of Fiity tirst-st., near Lax-
ington-ave., testitad thet thare was no delay 1o reacling
thi fire, and that there were uol firo engines enough in
that part of the rity.

Peter B Dicker of Maorrisania, the buwildee of ths
house, testifiod that he budt the whols row on the
street; bhe wade coontracts for the plastering, mason
work, &c., with differont porsons ; the heater and fluss
in Mr. Stiner's house connectsd with thoss in the next
hvase ; e pever beard any complmnt in regard to the
nouses heins unsafe in soy way; he did not think the
tire could bave orig d 1o the t partition ; he
saw evidences of fire batwesn the beams (n the base-
ment floor; the party walla were 12 inches thick. and he
thought they woere porfectly safo.

Tuomas Hogan, who put in the furpace, testified that
he did not think the fre conld have originated thers.
He deseribad the manver in wiich the pipes wors lsid,
ani aald thers was no defect 1 the consuruotion of tho
furnace.

Hubert MeGinuls, gu Inspsctor of the Dapartment of
Buildings, described the conatruetion of the A and
the result of his examination after the fire. Ho saw no
evidenes that the fice had broken out in the basement,
und he could pot tell where 16 ortgioated ; he traced the
hok-air pipes, but conld not tind any aigos that it had
Lot caused by the furnuee.

OBITUARY.
EUPHROSYNE PAREPA-ROSA.

The diatinguished vocaliat and sotross, Enphrosyne
Paropa-Rons, whoso death is d in a Lond
dispatoh this morning, was born in Edinburgh,
Seolland, in 1830, Her father wnsa Wallachian
nobleman, Baron Georgiades do  Boyeskn of
DBuoharost.  Her mother, Miss Seguin, was 8
sistor to tho once eminent basso of that nswma.
Their marrisd lifo lasted but » little whils, boing
terminatad by the sudden death of the Baron,
whereby his widow, only (wenty-ono years of e at
the time, was Ioft in poverty. To snpport horself
snd her infant child, Fuplrosyno, the bereaved
Baroneas shortly afterward  adoptod  the lyric
alage an n profoession, and presently began fhe odo-
cation of hor daughter for the same pursuil. This
provod a labor of caas as woll as of love. In her
musical stndios the ohild msde rapul progress;
and  she  also  sequired,  with  vare  facility,
fiva modern langnuens—English, [alian, Fronch,
German and Spanish. At tho ags of 16—in 15585%—she
made hor fieal pablic sppestance in opers, in the
City of Malta Amina, in * Sonnambnla—a eus-
tomary role of operatic debutantes—waa the char-
tor sho then ssanmed; amnd therein alio made a
marked and promising suecess.  The anusual powoer
and compnss of hor voies and the felioilons mathod
of her pxecution apeedily bocame themos of prase
with Enropean connoisseira of music,

At Naplea, Genos, Rome, Florence, Madrid, and
Lisbon, hor first sneeoss was repoated and incroased.
Ho for two yoars sho proapersd, on the Continont of
Europe roceiving the applauso of the praple, & eor-
dial favor of musieal eriticism and the complimenta
and honorary gilts of nobles and of monarcha.  In
1857, sho mado hor debut in London in the ssmo
company with Ronconi, Gardoni, amd Taghatico i
11 Puritant,” and thereafter took & high place in
ihe favor of the British public. Her carosr in En-
gland lusled nine yeasrs, n tho courss of vtlllit"h
period  sho  bocsmo  the  wifo of a  British
officer, whosoe desth, howover, left hor i widow-
hood ut the ond of sixtoon months. The Autuun of
183, a4 has alroady bean stated, fonnd her in the
Vnited States.  The company with which she came
included the woll known eornot player Lovy, and
the violinist Carl Rosa, and was dirocted by Mr HL
L. Bateman,

Her debnt in this conntry, Sept. 11, waa mads in
coneort in Now - York, bul aha afterwards schioved
honors in oratorio aud opera in most of the principal
