called by courtesy, id perhaps tho most un¬

ion unato lad in Europe» He hi¦ been mined
to believo that ho has a legitimate right to

the scepter of St. Louis, whereas there li not
a newsboy in the s'ieets of New-York whose
title to the French throne is not just as good
as his. Tho Ibtnapurte family has nclin-Ted
much.palaces, thies, wealth, and a marked
place iu .¡»tory.but it never has attained
the advantage of legitimacy. There must al¬
ways bo another revolution before then can

be another regnant Bonaparte. The family has
no place of its own.it must steal odc It is
like the cuckoo among birds.it must always
gain a nest by trespass. Tho founder of the
lauiily fortune! or misfortunes hadan instinc¬
tive sense of this, and before tho birth of the
King of Romo ho wasted ¦ great deal of
asttiN-noss, besides fomenting innumerable
family feuds, by trying to Bettie the succes¬

sion. He never settled anything. In some

respects, bo was a stage-king who weirs his
robes rojaily during the pageant, and then
goet to some squalid cabaret to drink thiu
wine. Created of change, the Napoleon family
has always been its victim. When Louis
Napoleon went to tho throne, smeared with
blood and demoralized by intrigue, no

thoughtful niau supposed that ho was Em¬
peror in permanence. It Is unnecessary
to inquire whether lie was ruined by tho Prus¬
sian war; he himself probably resorted to that
war in a desperate toort to escape the eotoe-
trophc. His whole political system was false,
and, under the most favorable circutnst.naces,
could not ha\e lasted much longer. And
now we aro told, on doubt!til authoritv,
that his boy has attempted to go to France,
to appear suddenly at Boulogne, as his father
did, and so to achieve the throne. The story
states that ho actually reach d Dover with
tlus purpose, and WOO brought baek to Inn
mother by a faithful adherent. Polo8 as it
probably is, the tale reads like a veritable bit
of lbmapaito history. It has the old theatn-
cal IlaTOT with which the world lins been but
too well acquainted tor moro than seveuiv

-roora.
