There is another loud hint to discontented
laborers in various avocations, who are con-
templating strikes of one sort or another, in
the mow evident upshot of the stage drivers’
strike. Broadway was again uncomfortably
crowded with stages yesterday, and the eom-
panies express their belief that to-day they
will have all the labor they want, and after
to-day will have their choice of drivers. The
simple fact is that, considering the results of
the various kinds of business, wages are in
most avoeations already higher than the
profits of employers will warrant, If a change
must be made, it is more likely to be in the
patnre of a reduction than an advanee;
and it is the hight of folly under guch
circumstances for laborers to insist that
the middle of this season of general de-
pression shall be marked by an advance
in wages to employés even greater than the
loas already marked in the profits of employers,
There is searcely a business in New-York not
involving the highest trained skill, in which
there are not two unemployed men standing
ready to take the place of any employé who
chooses to say that he will not work any
longer, uuless he ean get more pay.

STRIKERS AND WORKERS.

It would be well if the laboring men of
New-York wonld listen to the words of those
who bave no interest in misleading them,
rather than to the passionate appeals of their
excited and imperfectly informed comrades,
or the dishonest misrepreseutations of those
talkative agitators who make a living ont of
strikes and labor unions, There is a valuable
moral in the late strike on Tne Trigese
building, if laboring men would only heed it.
Before it ocenrred a large nnmber of laborers
were supporting their families with the liberal
wages they were reesiving for work which
was not severe,  Listening to evil counsels
they threw this employment away, even re-
jeeting the merease of twenty-five cents a day
whieh they were offered.  For the first day or
two they intimidated or assaulted those ap-
plying for their vacant places to such an ex-
tent as slightly to delay the work; but it soon
beeawe evident that they conld not earry ont
their scheme of terrorism. A full force of
workmen was &peedily organized, eqoal in

every  respect to those who had struck,
amd in mwany  instances much  mole
available, They accepted  readily  the

$£2 23 per day which was offered, and we
gre now econvineed that if #2 had been in-
gisted upon, any number of laborers could
Lave been hived at that rate. The men who

Luve lost 2 good job have ounly themselves o

thank for it, and if they take the lesson to
heart it may be worth all it bas cost. A story
should always contain its own moral, but for
fear any laboring man who reads this article
should miss the one conveyed by these facts,
wo will got it down iu full. Tt is foolish for
any lot of workmen to strike for higher wages
without knowing whether or not they are al-
ready roociving all their employers ean afford
to give, and whether there are not men enongh
without work roady to take the wages they
refuse.

Beeause they may as well make up their
minds that they eaunot prevent oiher wmen
from exercising their rizht to work for what
wages they think fair. The machinery of the
Unions may be made as stringent as possible,
bt they can never be made to embmes every-
body, and there will always be men of inde-
pendence outside of them who will refase to

be idle and starve abt the bidling of
strikers,  Already we  have scen  how
the few thousand Talians  among  us,

by their sturdy assertfon of their prefer-
ence tor work over etarvation, have demor-
alizged the tyranny of the laborers’ unions.
A letter we print to-day boas oud ovr own
observations, that these people are singularly
industrions, reasonable, and eapable,  ‘They
may not be profonud political economists, bib
they act on the senud prineiple that their work
is worth just what they can cet for ii,
and thus far they do not ask any more, The
consequence is, that they have been saljected
to asavage perscention at the hands of other
nationalitics, whieh cannot but eall pnblic at-
tention to their merits and inure to their per-
manent bonelit.  They are Lere o stay, anil
more are coming, and as long as they do go d
work for fair wagos they will get emplayment,
and nothing ean, in the lonz run, preven! it.

This is only an incidental question. There
is 8 more scrious and profound consideration
to which the laboring men of this city have
been ton maeh in the habit of shinttinge their
eyes, for the reason that it is nol 8o pgreca-

sional strikers.  Inonseason of general dopres-
sion like the pressnt there is something like
insanity in those procecdings of workiugmen
which tend to kill or discourage important
branches of industry. Take, for instaner, this
matter of building. Every one who hias paid

ble %s the flattery of demagogaes and profes- |

actions except one—that tho President will do
nothing to rid the Civil Berviee of the eorrupt
and incompetent persons who have brought it
so low, and that any reform that may be
accomplished must proceed without his help 1
But other people in Washington are wiser
than Gen. Grant, Other people see, if he does
not, that unleas the Ropublican party purge
itsclf it is doomed to everlasting destruetion.
To shoulder the burdan of these shames would be
a senseless, stupid, idiotic affront to the moral
conse of the whole nation. It would be
anicidal, and we are satisfied that Congress
knows it.  The poliey of the Republican
members is elear. They must show the coun-
try that the Republican party i8 bigger and
bolder than the admivistration which it has
placed at the head of affairs. They must

A SYsTEM OF DERRICKS.

They heve a Government building in process
of evection in Haetford, Conn,, and the manner
of doing it is subject of much comment by
the loeal press. The foundations have been
in o the walls laid to the street level for
several weeks, Ail that remains to be done
is to creet the Dnilding. Tnstead of erccting
the building or begiuning i, however, the
Government, which in this instanee is Mr.
Sapervising Architeet Mullett, has been de-
voting all its time, talent, and energy, anld o
considerable part of the approprintion, to the
setting up of three maeniticent dervicks, A
foeal Journal, deseribing the progress of the
work upon information obtained at “ head-
wquarters,” aud  consequently authoritative,
saya: “There is at present a foree of 45 men
s employed, and these are completing prepara-
v (ions for raising the walls as soon as the
¢ pagquisite approprintion has heen voted by
“ Coneress—an  event probably in the near

ever 8o dittle attention to the subij
that there is less bailiding going oa this year
than there was last, that thore was leas lost
vear than the yeur before. Men of capital
have become disconraged with these ever-re-
curring strikes and disturbanees, and prefor
to invest their money in other forms, It is
no seeret that My, A, T, Stewart proposed to
gpend about a wmillion dollars in building Ly
year, and ehanged his intention werely becanse
of thg disturbed and eapricions state of the
labor market, No man can make a safistae-
tory estimate of the eost of a proposed edifiee,
if the prices of labor arc to be snbject to the
deliberations of a secrct conneil somewhere in
the Bowery rather than to fair bargainiug be-
tween employer and employed. A large busi-
ness house is ensefully planned; it is to costa cer-
tuin amount, and rent for enongh to pay a fuir
interest on the eost, When it is guarter Imilt,
we will =ay, the workmen ask an inerease of
twenty-five or fifty per cent all aronnad, and
if they carry their point the whole eaterprise
will of course cost more than it will pay.
Fortunately, they cannot generally earcy their
point if met with decision and eoolness; bt
most men prefer not to be worried or involved
in constant battle with tiie men they employ.

In view of all these facts, would it not be well
for workingmen to look beyomd the limits of
their own passions and their own club-rooms,
and retleet upon the fuets which other men
have to comsider? No branch of industry is
doing so well this year as lor some years past,
There is nothing in the state of the business
world to stimulate prodiaction or to raise the
price of lahor. Business men are elad 1o earry
on thar afiairs without great profits, to make
both ends meet anld to wait for better times.
If in the midst of this general  depression
there is here and there a fitm or a corporation

which is  strong or enterprising  enongh
to begin work upon  structures  giving
employment  to considerable winmbers

of workinzmen, is it not in the highest degree
unwise and inexpedient, ns well as unjust, for
these laborers, instead of doing thewr work
and reeeiving their honest pay, to try to take
their employers by the throat and exact wmore
than the market price for their labor? 'To
ask this question is to answer it.  Lhere are
too many people 1 want of work to allow
those who are so lucky a8 to have it to rejeet
it and say no one else shall tonch it, The
fact is, there is not enough work to go round;
and if those who have it are crazy enongh to
throw it away, they are not slreng enough to
keep the hungry thonsands from picking it np.
The more they try it, the worse it will be for
them,

CONGRESS AND THE COLNTRY,

The passage of the bill repealing the law
anthorizing the Sanborn and similar contracts
by the House of Representatives, without a
division, is surely no more than ought to
have been expected, and yet within a few
days there scems to have been danger that
this just and necessary measure would fail,
About the necessity for repealing the law
there has been no dispute. But the report
of the Committee embraces a severe and
direet ecensure of a member of the Cabinet
and two of his principal assistants, coupled
indeed in the Secretary’s case with a s'ight
allusion to his integrity at the expense of his
understanding, Lut only adding with respeet to
Messrs, Sawyer and Banfield that the evidenee
did not convict them of dishonesty, Choosing to
interpret this censure as an attack upon the
Administration, the purblind politicians who
infest the Capitol have exerted all their arts,
to prevent Congress from  “hurting  the
“party? by a performance of its plain duty ;
and though the direet resolutions of eensure
recommended by the Committes are only the
proper aud logical corollary of this report, it
ia by no means certain even yet that base
and volgar iufluenees will not suceeed in snp-
pressing them. We need hardly remind the

public that the President has no  con-
ception  of  the gravity  of  the ex-
isting  stute of  affairs, In  these scan-

dalons disclosures of ofticial unfaithfulness and
imbectlity he gees nothing but an unlicensed
attack upon one of his retainers. When the
whole country eries out with one voice that
Mr. Richardson ought to be turned out of of-
fice, Gen. Grant says: *I don't care; he shall
“mnot go till he pleages, and when he does go
“he shall have another good place.” So when
Epgineer Cluss, called as a witness in the
Distriet investigation, gives erushing testi-

| st M. Mullett was waiting for an appro-
printion to be voted, and  that “for this puor-
{ 4 pose three large fifty-feet derricks ave re-
#quired,” momentarily appeasad pablie enri-
oatv.  Several bnildings of moeh more am-
bitions proporiions than this one have been
erectod in Hartford within a few years, with
nothing like the displey of  dervieks that this
geemed to yequire, aml the average cilizen
fuiled to comprehend the necessity for  so
mech derrick,  He had had some experience
thongh in moviag “ blocks” of insurance stock
of two or three shares at a time, and had
loarned something of the power required to
effect legislation—and ils cosi—in econncetion
with oue or two saels matters as bridging tho
Connecticnt and establishing the eapital, and
when he read that * three largo fifty-feet der-
“pieks were required” to get the appropriation
he began to appreciate the situation,

The dervicks already ereeted are nncommonly
fine structures, They are lofty, airy, and
substantinl, and should the expected nppropri-
ation be made will furnish an unnsnally ecool
and healt'ty location during the Summer for
the able-bodied supporiers of the Constitution
who turn the eranks. The cost of erceting the
derricks thus far has been 58,000, A cheaper
¢lass of derricks might have been erected, or
these might have been set nearer the grouml
and money gaved thereby ; but Mr. Supervising
Architeet Mullett has been determined from
{he start that the eitizens of  Hartford should
Liave something to be proud of, and as thero
was danger of losing the appropriation for the
building during the recent spasm of economy,
he bent his whole mind to giving them some-
thing permanently useful and ornamental in
the way of derricks, He has done this in the
most admirable manner. Should it so hapnen
that the nppmprimidm should cease and the
work stop at this stage, it will not be as
though they had no derricks. They will be
there, a permanent adornment to the square,
with gnys running into the ground in all di-
rections, a constant reminiscence of Mulletr
and suggestive of a civeus,  But this will not
happen. The three fifty-feet derricks will be
gullicient to ranise the appropriation. When
Mr. Mullett, who, from his frequent nse of
the dam as a figure of speech, scems to be as
much a hydranlic engineer as an architect,
shall call the attention of Congress in his ar-
dent and impassioned way to the expenditure
already incurred of 8,000 for derrieks, there
will be no opposition to whatever appropria-
tion may be asked for to finish the work.

As a part of the machinery of legislation
the derrick has uses of the most varied and
important character. In securing appropria-
tions it is indispensable. To get a derrick is
the first step; the rest follows naturally., In-
stead of “ Obsta principiis,” the motto of the
reformer will soon come to be its liberal
translation, “ Resist the derrick.” In the case
in hand the first appropriation for a public
building in Hartford was male in the interest
of the Member of Congress, who having se-
cured the distribution of 8o mueh public money
among his constituents had a claim upon their
gratitude and an argumeunt for his continuance
in office till tho work should be completed.
It was carried through upon the mutual plan;
all Congressmen who wanted to erect derricks
of one kind or another 1n their districts
uniting in a general appropriation bill provid-
ing for all.} The derrick once up, the succeed-
ing appropriations came along without dificul-
ty. The New-London Navy-Yard is a ease of
derrick.  Congress was  importuned for
years to take a piece of land
on the Thames as a gift for a Navy-Yard
and spend just a little money on it. All they
wanted was a dermek.  Congressmen were
elected upon this issue until finally they sue-
cecded in getting a small appropriation, which
was used in such a way that not to make
another appropriation was to lose what had
already been spent.  League Island Navy-Yard
js jnst such another case. The couatry is
full of instances of the sueeessful use of the
derrick in loisting men into Congress and
money out of the Treasury. The lust ense of
derrick was the Centennial Exposition, All
they wanted at first was recognition, Being
- recognized, they wanted the country to save
itsolf from being dishonored by giving them
three or four million dollars. The hoisting
power of that derrick was not sufficient, and
the statesmen at the crank have been injured,
(Congress is never lacking in applications for
derricks, and busy as Mr, Mullett is in getting

MEANS OF ADVANCING BSCIENCE.

The rapid increaso of popular interest within
a very fow years in all acientific mattors makeos
it desirable to take mnote of the prineipal
agencies by which its progress is nided and
recorded, There is o host of local scientific
societies, each dving good work with more or
less vigor, and keeping up correspondence with
ench other through the Smithsonian Institu-
tion, which nets the part of & general elearing-
house for scientilio exchanges, But outside of
the immediate cirele of their members the
work of these gocioties is almost unknown, ex-
cept through the briel reports of their pro-
coedings in Tre Trisuse and the publication
of & fow of their communications in sciontific
or technieal magazines of limited ecirenlation,

In addition to these there are two important
geientific bodies that have mavy points of
gimilacity, They both deal exclusively with
the natural seiences; at the meetings of both,
communications on these subjeels are presented
{hat are orizinal and Lave not before beoan
published; and both are nationy antl draw
their membership from all parts of the cown-
try. But the National Aeademy of Seieneed is
exeeedingly restricted as to the nimber of its
members, lakes no paing to seenre pupular at-
tendanee ab its meeting s, and does not publish at
all the scientific communieations it receives, The
American Assoeintion for the Advancement of
Scionee makes a successful bid for a wider
populurity. It has about a thousand membe s,
and 15 inereasing every year both in influence
and numbers. An fmporfant change in ity
conslitution is contemplated at its meeting the
12th of August next at Hartford, which is
expeeted to add to its cohesive foree and
dignity; a meazure that will, it is hoped,
goenre to it such snbstantinl benofits na have
acerned under a somewhat similar plan of
organization to its British namesake, Dut in
respest to publication of the eommunicationa
presentod atb its meelings the American Asso-
cintion is eonfined to o volume of procoedings
issued to its members usaally about ten months
after the meeting, and when the interest in
ihe novelty of the subjects has measurably
passed away.

Deeming the prompt publication of this
class of news in a form to give it the witlast
publicity a measnre of the greatest adyvantaze
to seienee 08 well as of interest to onr read-
ers, Tie Trmuse hos taken paing to seeure
for its ecolumns imumcdiate reports of these
soientific meetings, and to republish them in
the more convenient form of extras, DBeeause
of want of spuce, it frequently happens that
portions of the reports are left ont of the

In
exira  No. 19, published in  sheet form

this morning, there is o great varicty of
seientiie  and  other matter, of which no
considerable portion has ever been published
clsewhere than in Tug Trisuxe.

jolta the flesh off your bones, are go
obvions compared with the pleasures of a brisk
walk along a splendid business avenus, that argu-
ment seems a waste of space.  The nsunal excuse of
the habitual stage-ocenpant is that be saves time,
which to the feverish American is often more than
health or happiness. For the sake of the triflingslice
of an hour which is thna economized, the New-Yorker
sacrifices the varied sights and sounds of a walk
down Broadway, at all seasons one of the most en-
jovablo of metropolitan experience. Theodore
Winthrop pays a most enthusiastic tribute, in one of
his books, tothe Broadway walk which his abundant
vitality made delightful to him. And to many
a business man this daily exercise wonld
bring not only diversion, but a better digestion,
a clearer complexion, stronger mnerves, and,
perhaps, o longer  life. As a people
we use our brains too much and our legs too little,
anil we will show a much better physical and men-
tal average as the disproportion diminishes. Btill,
like all other good things, the stage-drivers’ strike
will probably be of short duration, and we shall soon
again see young Moddle fight for a share of the step
of & ’bua, and go bumpivg down-town at tho rate of
five miles su hour,

Those who have thought tho masseaof the people
of New-York have no taste for art might change
their minds npon seeing the gennine enjoyment dis-
played at the pMetropolitan Musenm, upon days
when the doors are opened to the publie, by those to
whom the price of admission is an object,. We
should be glad if this praiseworthy institution were
placed upon such a basis that ita doors might never
beclosed; but in the meanwhile we are gratified to
