gromulgated about two mosths ago. This room is about
1 by 9 in ares, is plaioly farnished with bed, chinirs and
@esk, and opens inio the fward of the Hospital, whers
Tweed's duties mainly e, It 15 said that s pumber of in-
eonvesiences ETew ont of his orcupying such narrow
spartments, bis great bulk rendering it uneomfortable,
and the notse of the sick at night depriving him of rest
and sleep. Visitors to juim where bardly avle to find
sufficient space to sit down ecomfortably, and in consc-
quence, such gatherings of friends as were frequently in
Bis apartments when he lived on the ** seeond floor
frout” of the Penitentiary, had become impossibie.  Ag
