Tourists who have only o few days to spare,
but who ire anxiens to see Lake Gearge, leave Saratogn
at o0&, m, for Waltehatl on the Rousselacr and Baratogs
Taitrond. At Woltelall they take a stesmer 30 wmiles
down Lake Chumplain to Ticonderogn, After dinner,
stages are ready to take them four miles to the foot of
Lake Goorge.

aud Application.” In the pruyer which preceded the
sormon, Dr, Robinson prayed that God's blessiug might
reat upon Plymonth Church, whers 8o many storm-
tossed souls had found peace, and that the glory of the
past whon compared with the futnre might bo as thoe
twilight to the brightness of noonday, Ho also prayed
that God's Bpirit wight sustain the pastor In the hour
of listrial; that it would hasten the time when the
clouds that now enveloped bim should be Yifted, and
that the Holy Dove of Fence should descond and quiet
the disturbed elements so that the glory of God sbould
adune be felt among Lhe followers of Chirist, The prenchor
selocted the followlug as bis text: “And when the
evenlng was come, He wos there alune”—Matthew,
xiv., 1.

JThe life of Christ, sard he, presented an infinite varlety
of emotions. Of all lives His wlone was perfection.
Naturalists assert that awid Lthe variety of losves tn the
forest and field, no slogle leaf 1s notunlly perfoet, sud all
human lives are wore or less imperfoct, Tu Jesus, how-
over, the (deal of perfection I8 realzed.  Yet, withal, uo
one can read the life of Jesus Christ with sny measure
of sympathy, lm& must becoms awars of His tarrible
loneliness, Hels sooorded as seeking the stillness of
the woods aud the mountaius. Although there 18 no
passage which speaks plainly of His loneliness, there
uro several hints, which, a8 the reader grows in sym-
pathy with the Divine Lord, impress him with this
peculinr fact. The lutent, thersfore, of the @
wonld bo 1o sbow the evidonces and canses of this lone-
Iiness, and to apply the lesson to the good of the hnman
soul.
