SHIPMENTS OF GARDEN PRODUCE TO NEW-
YORK.

AN IMMENSE TRADE WITH THE RIVER COUNTIES
AND NEW JENSEY AND SOUTHEHN POHTS-TWO
MILLION FARS OF GREEN CORN BROUVGHT TO
THE CITY MAEKETS EVERY DAY—BUSY SUENES
AT THE WIIARVES,

The shipment of garden produee to the
New-York market by side-wheel steamers, propeliers,
wnd sioops, forma a Insge business (o itsell, and the un-
{oading of the vessels after thelr arrival at the piers uf
this eity oeenpies from sunset to sunriso, captalng of
vessels regalating In many instances their movemsnts
to confurm with the tides. This fact alone couses much
inconvenlence to the consigness, as they ean ke no
ealealations oxeept from day to day for the movenients
of thetr sarmen; and often when the season s busy,
wagon trneks will have to be kept tille for hours, and
the earmen d&prived of rest, in order that when the ves
avl ronches her pler there may be no delay in the un-
loading of the freight. A TRIDUNE reporter recently
visited the plers alone the North Kiver to ascertain the
wethod of transforeing the produes to market,

The sloops, which generlly come from Vieginia, Marys-
lnnd, Pennsylvania and New-Jersey, mostly arrive
duriis the wight, at the pier at the foot of Veaey-st., and
the irregularity of thele arrival eanses troable among
wotket-men, The prineipal portlon of the carge, bow-
