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~arms when their white comrades were shot; and
that in the hour of triumph and during the few days
in which the MeEnery and Penn party bhad charge
of the city, not a single negro suffered in
person  or property, It is  indeed Ye-
markable in view of all that has beeu said and done
by interested parties to keep alive race prejudices,
aud in view of the excesses which ordinarily follow
even the bost conducted revolution ary movements
that no case of violent assault upon these poor crea-
tures is reported, and that in one instance at least,
the life of & negro was saved by the intervention of
membors of the White Loague. The result is that
the negroos are beginning to distrust the silly stories
that are told them of the purposos of the whites if
the MoEnery Government is installed, and that more
eolored Consorvative glubs are organizing in New-
Orleans to-day than ever before since the war, My
conclusion from the above statement is that the
Jate revolution was inspired solely by a desire to rid
the State of the Kellogg usurpation, and that
the charge that it was a manifestation of dis-
Toyalty or of race prejudice is untrne, It is due
10 the peopls of Lonisiana that this should be said.
THE BLUNDER OF THE WHITES,

But while arquitting the revolationists of any hos-
tility to the Generul Government or the negro race,
and the White League of any excesses or impro-
priety of any kind in the demonstration under con-
sideration, it ought in fairness to be said that the
League is orgunized upon an indefensible basis and
is miscliiovons if. not positively dangerous in its
tendencies, That the negroes set the example of a
division of partiesy on the color line is true ; but the
whites with their superior intelligence, education,
aud knowledgs of political affaire might bave found
an examwple more worthy to be followed, and cer-

tainly  they - could  have followed mnone
worsa, Even if foreed by the action of
she nmegroes 1o vote as a race, as they

undoubtediy bave been, it wonld bave been
{ar better to continue their organization as a Peo-
ple's party or to have formed an Honest Government
League, or to have dons almost anything else
rather thay raise the anestion of color to new prom-
inence in o State in which its agitation has already
done so much harm and may do so much more, I
am satistied that the leaders of the White Leagne
have no designs whatever aguinst the rights of the
negro: that it is at present merely a political organi-
zation, and that there is po intention of using it in
any event for aught else than defense and protec-
tion but it is too tempting a tool to be left lying.
around within the reach of politicians whose ambi-
tion would not sernple to wield uot only its votes
but its phvsical streneth should a fair opportunity
be presented. In the eity it can do little
horm, but. in  the interior it may be
willfully or carelessly perverted to the worst ends.
Besides, 1t has drawn the negroes togethor more
closely in their Loagne by filliug them with appre-
Yiensions which, while withont real foundation in
the purposes of the White League, are not unnatu-
wally entertained by & eredulous people.  The peace
of Louisiana is not assured uutil there are neither
White Leagnes nor Bluck Leagues io existence, and
parties are divided otherwise than by the color of
the skin, At present the Republican party is com-
posed of pinetv-nine-hundredihs of the blacks and
1 few white office-holers and office-seekers, and the
opposition party of ninety-nine-hundredths of the
whites with an omuibus load of blacks, There can
be no peace or good government, 1 repeat, unleas
garties are differently dividod. That result is
bardly possible while the Leagues exist.  Both of
them ought to be dispersed.

Early yesterday morning, between 3 and 4
o'clock, flames were seen lssuing from store No. 11, in
tha row of bulldiogs knowno as the Atlantie Block,
{formerly Helmbold’s Block) owned by L. J. Phillips, av
Loog Branch, N. J. An alarm was guickly sonnded, the
Bateock Fire Evgine Company responded promptly, and
wose goon throwing water on the flames, The firemen
waore alded by s brisk raiofall, but the strong wind
blowing from the norih-east and the dryness of the
material the lnoes were at work upon, made it lmpos-
gible for them to do wmore thau prevent the sprend of
the fire beyond the block. Crowids flocked to the scene
from all parts of the place, notil more thap 2,600 persons
were there, They behaved with anusoal diseretion, and
gave materlal assistance to the firewen, The Ovean
House, Congress Hall, and o lnmber vard owned by o
man pawed Blocum, stand near tbhe block, and several
times 1t was thouglit the destruction of all was Inevit-
able; but through the carncat work of the firemen and
the people they were saved, though the walls nearest
the fire were badly scorcbed. The block was entirely
destroyed,

There were several parrow escapes from death,
The family io the Louse adjoining No. 11
bad  barol time  to  escape  iu Cthelr  nlght
elothes: and Mrs. Roshiton, who lived over the store
at the enstern end of the block flad with ber ciinld In
seanty attire.
