Tho latter
motion prevailed, although a great number of
representatives voted 1n the megative whio lind up
desite to grant the petition, bt wimply wished to
treat it with s litile more respect Ly referring it to
s Committee. Mr Irwin has not yet been removed
to his new quarters in the jail, Mr. Onlway, the
Borgeant-at-Arms, has s cured the Toom in which
Gen. Sickles was coufined many years nzo and wn
radjoinng one for the Deputy Berg an-ni-Arie,
whose custody Irwin will be.  These are ju the see-
end story of the jail on the sonth kide, The neces-
sary articles of furniture will be furnished av the
expense of the United States, and Mr. Irwio him-
sclf will add such articles ne will wake his stay
there as comfortable as it can be under the cicii-
etuneos.

PROGRESS OF WORK ON THE CENTENNIAL
BUILDING.

Pmiaperema, Jan. 7.—=Work on the Me-
morial Hull of the Cepientdal Buldiog Is pustied with
great rupldity. At the msin cotrance grauite bas been
placed 1o position to the hight of 20 feet, while in other
portions of the bwlding the stons has resched an
average of about five feet. The portion of the stone de-
slgned for the facing of the pavilions bas beenlald,
The brick work is also far advanued, and the joterlor
walla are nearly to the contemplated bight, The center
hail of the malo exhibition btuflding will be a grand
fenture in the genoral deslgn. Toe sides will be formed
with open arcades, heavy plinsters withprojecting cm-
winns belng supports te the dome. ‘This portion has
reached neariy ita fall higot, aud will soon be uoder a
temnporary roof, in order that the interfor work can be
prosecated during the Winter. Tuo arst who I euo-
guged to cast the figures which ure to ornaswment the
dowie hus been secowmodated with s bulldivg opon the
grousd, and s furnace for Lis use is in the course of con-
siruction. Some of the fligures are of coloasal size, and
will be cast of zloe motal. The models and molds are
vow being prepared. The iron columns sud girders are
being prepared for the exhibition pavilion, the founda-
tions of which ure now cowpleted, It is expected that
the coutrustor will huve the buliding completed ut leust
»ix mouths before the contract tine shall bave expired.
