NewOrleans. Jan. 23,-The Congressional Com¬
mittee went to work thin afternoon mapping out its

coarse. Propositions from both sid«»« were heard.
The Conservatives offer to ahow that the late elec¬
tion wan peaceable, without any intimidation
except such as waa practiced against Demo¬
cratic negro« by their own race, or against
white people by the Unite«! States troops ; that
the result« of the election were falsified by the Re-
tnrmug Board, in contravention of the statute, and
la contempt ti well-known facts; that the prostra¬
tion of business and impoverishment of tho Stat«
are directly traceable to the carpet-bag Government,
of Pederal creation and support. The Republican
counsel arc going into the massacre business, the
White League, and Democratic extravagance io
l8». 1866. and 1867, together with the usual allega¬
tions. The Conservatives are prepared to
eouduct murder in litigations, And to show,
aa waa asserted in The Picayune this
morning, that two-thirds of the negroes Killod in
Louisiana have been ktllwl by negroes^ »_«_ _)iat
two-thirds of the remainder have been killed bv
-t!n!c men while iu tim a« t of committing or

attempting «some horrible outrage, murder, rape,
anon, burglary, etc. The immunity attend¬
ing those murders ¡a directly owing to the
criminal mdirtcrenco of the reckless and
indiscriminate employment of exeenlive clemency.
They arc gelting up statistic* in the
parishes on these points, and will bring official
records in as evidence. The Conservatives propose
bringing witueesos who were not beforo the other
ßub-Comroittce. among whom will be many North¬
ern men settled here since the war, and who are

Republicans. Everywhere except in Louisiana it is
believed quito contideiitly that a better case will be
made this time than before. The people are deter¬
mined to convince these gentlemen also, and they
will do it. Nothing was done to-night except to

arrange preliminaries and lay out the work.
» Ihe Sheridan Legislature is low-Hpiritod. There
Is no money, and a qnoram could not be got
together to lay ; the faithful are looking gloomy.
There la no chaiiare in the Conservative front. A
bitter tight is waging between (iov. Kellogg and bis
Legislature. Ha want« it to pass the general ap-
priation bill for 1875 and adjourn sine die, but it
refuse« to do it, and manifest.-« a disposition to give
him some trouble by taking away a great portion of
bis patronage.

.¿lections. A» Senators wished more time for the
«sousideration of Mr. Morton's proposed amendment
to the Constitution, after a short spoerli from Mr.
Anthony its farther discu»>sioii waa postponed till
next Wednesday, and Mr. Briur/'s Louisiana reso¬

lution was taken up, Mr. Sherman continuing hi»
epeech which was interrupted on Monday by the
Appropriation bill. This speech was a long one,
aud interesting, as it probably foreshadows
the ground to be taken by Administration Senators.
It .\as remarkable for its evasions, its dis¬
tortion of lads, ile contradictions, and i(s
.exhibition of blind de«.nt.-diiess to Grant and
Sheridan. So frjr as could be ascertained from it.
Grant and Sheridan are to be sustained in every
particular; the latter even in his famous dispatches
regarding the treatment of the people of Louisiana.
The Senator grew facetious on Ihe subject of
"banditti," quoting fiom the great lexicographers
the dcliuition of the word, to show that Sheridan
wa« quite right in using it, and eutentig into a
charming disquisition upon Italian and Spanish
banditti, Robin Hood and Friar Tuck of Merry
»Sherwood, and their assaults upon fat pt b-sts. The
military are to be excused because of their good in¬

tentions and their g« nth-manly behavior, not
having bo much as pricked the skin of
a member of the usurping mob in driving
It from the 8tate House. Kellogg must be sus¬

tained, as it was his duly to execute the laws, which
be < «mill not have done on bis own authority, be¬
cause, as Morton charactoristically interjected, he
would have been murdered. He could not call upon
bia police or the militia, as their uso would have
preeipitaU-d a conflict ; hence, in order to do his
duty, he waa obliged to call iu the aid of the mili¬
tary. The report of the House Sub-Committee was
apoken of aa the result of a hasty examination, and
declared to be one-sided. Tho mon who formed the
Committee were able and trustworthy, but so were
three who had recently gone to New-Orleans to hear
both sides.
Sherman's attempt to re-ignite the fire of hatred

Ior the »South in the Northern heart, by tho recital
of all the horrible tales of blood and murder which
have stained the pathway of this debate, was en¬
tirely unworthy of hie reputation, and should have
been left to such as Logan and Morton. The animi.s
erf this attempt was manifested in his expressed fear
of the ascendency of the Demócratas, in whose inter-
ant and «ame all the-Kti-Klux outrages had been
«MUB-tuttod. He was not willing, however, to have
this speech go to the country without adding his
testimony to that so often given, that a largo pro¬
portion of the people are peaceable and law-abiding,
and that the proTocations they have received since
tbe war closed hare been many and bitter. Many
atto-ttpte were made by other Senators to interrupt
.kerman for the purpose of contradiction, explana¬
tion, and information, but he was very impatient,
and fiaeliy refused to listen to any interruptions.

rulticB there were two prop»..»uh'iih diaciiaed by tbe
ran-us : firnt, a distinct and formal recognition of
the Kellogg government; and, ae-cond, the ordering
of b new election. Several Benatora expreaaed re¬

gret thal the Carpenter bill waa not passed two
yean ago, and thanght that if it bad bean favorably
art«, on the difficulties which bad now grown so

much more scrum, and complicated would have en¬

tirely disappeared. Still there waa much doubt ex-

prense .1 aa to the propriety of having a

new election now, even by thone who were not

willing to follow the extreme oouncils of Mr. Mor¬
ton. But the aentiment waa overwhelming that
something of a definite character muât be done,
and immediately, particularly in view of the de¬
termination of the rresident to withdraw the
troops in ease of non-action. The caucus will hold
another sesaion to-morrow, in the further effort
to agree upon some plan which will bridge over

the difficulties besetting a settlement of the Louis¬
iana question. It is difficult even amongst Benators
themselves to anticipate what action will be taken.
The opposition to Pinchback is positive. It is also
admitted that if the Kellogg Government is recog¬
nized, that would entitle Pinckback to his Mat.

The ordering of a new eloction is objected to, as thee
power of Congress to destroy a State witbarepre-
sentation in Congress is gravely doubted. The
knowledge of the President's resolution, on the
other hand, is a goad to the majority from winch
there la no Bjoapa.

Washington, Jan. 22..The attendance at the

House caucus of Republican members this evening
was small, only about 80 members answering to

their names on the roll call. «Borne have gone to

Philadelphia to attend a centennial meeting, and
many more were at tbe reception given this even¬

ing by the Attorney-General and Mrs. Williams.
1 he Committee appointed at the last session of the
caucus to consider what legislation is necessary
for the South, repotted, through Kepu-
scntative White of Alabaffia, several bills
for tbo regulation of elections. These
bills are in substance the same as have already been
introduced in the House by Mr. White. One of
them makes it a misdemeanor, punishable byline
and imprisonment, for any person to have in his
possession any tireanns within a certain distance of
any polling place. Another extends the provisions
of the Enforcement act so far as it relates to the
election of members of Con .ress, so as to provide
for the appointment of Deputy United States Mar¬
shals, with the power to make arrests on the appli¬
cation of ten citizens voting at any poll. The
Committee also reported a resolution providing that
on sonio Monday not named in the resolution, a mo¬

tion should be made and sustained by all who took
part in the caucus to suspend the rules and pass the
billa reported to-night, the Civil Rights bill and
other so-called political mciisurcB. Another resolu¬
tion formally approved of the course pursued by the
President and Gen. Sheridan in regard to Louisiana,
and thanked them both for their action during the
late excitement. No vote was taken on any oj these
bills or ri-solutions, and the cauens aeljourned early
to meet again to-morrow evening at 7 o'clock.

Washington, Jan. '¿r2..The Imada of 1'ardec who
was. before tbo boüdav reces*«, nominate «J. by the
President to be United Stitt». District Judge in I.iu-
isiuna in place of I »nia 11, expected that his confir¬
mation would have taken place before this time but
now his defeat seems very probable. The cause of
the delay is the opposition of Senator West,who was

not consulted by the President before Paidee's name
Waa sent to the Senate. The principal objection to
Mr. Pardeo |seenis to be that bo has not been quite
prominent enough in the politics of the State on the
Kellogg side, and has not, therefore, thejeonfidence
of West and those who act with bim. '1 his fact alone
ought to insure his confirmation, if he is a tit man
for the place in other respects. Pinchback and many
of the colored politicians of Louisiana oppose Par-
dee's contirmation because they fear that he may
not be sound on the Reconstruction laws. They
Braal a man who will give them the benefit of any
doubt« there may be about the constitutionality of
any act. West says he has no candidate for the
place, an 1 will support any goo.l man who ha» the
confidence of tho Republican party in Loini-iana,
but that ho is determined to defeat Pardee.
The fate of Louisiana seems to hang more than

ever on the action of the Senate on the claim of
Pinchback .to a seat on its floor. If a joint resolu¬
tion in regard to tho Louisiana question is not
passed by both Houses.and there is great uncer¬

tainty of it.the President will look to the .Senate
for instructions in regard to his future policy toward
Kellogg. and will govern himself by its action on

Pinckback case. This was, therefore, the most im¬
portant matter before the caucus of Republican
Senators this morning; but it is reported that no

conclusion in regard to it was reached, and, for that
B8BB8B, Morton withheld his motion to scat Piuch-
backon the reading of his credentials. If Republican
Senators are Billing to allow thtir consciences to
be bound on a great question like this, involving as
it does tbo very principles of our form of govern¬
ment, by the decrees of the caucus, and sink their
individual opinions while they move into line at the
crack of the party whip, Mr. Morton will triumph,
and the prostrate State of Louisiana will remain
under the heel of Federal troops for at least the next
few months. But if Senators aro allowed to take
the question up and treat it on its merits, bound by
noaecret agreement, Pinchback will never attain to
the dignity of a United States Senator. A atory has
been circulated that the President was opposed to
the admission of Pinchback, but the latter denit.
all knowledge of »nch opposition. He says that un¬

less aomo recognition is given to Kellogg during
this session even the President will be unable looger
to keep him in his place. He will be obliged to ab¬
dicate for want of funds to carry on the Government.

11 Mr. Shep¬
herd bad expect«! to pay this bill himself he would
have dono as other peoolo do under similar circum¬

associate were only trustees spending the money

which belonged to the people of the District, they
did not seem to hat«; considere«! it their duty to look
out for the interests ol' their principal».

pal and interest of these bonds should be made pay¬
able in gold. This the Committee refused to do,
and the bouds havo been put ou the market .vith
the general understanding that, as the law did not
say whether they should be gold or currency bonds,
they would bo payable in lawful money. Immedi¬
ately on tho meeting of Congress last December
the members of tho old King, who hold large quan¬
tities of th«-BC bomls, renewed tin ir efforts, and they
havo so far succeeded that the Committee on Appro¬
priations, in reporting to-day a hill to provide for
the payment of tho February interest on them,
added a clause so interpreting the law of last June
as to inako the basis of the bonds gold instead of
currency.

PROTECTING CONGRESSIONAL WITNESSES FROM

ARREST.

The special House Committee on Privileges is
unanimously in favor of reporting a bill to protect
from arrest or annoyance in connection with civil
suits, all witnesses summoned to Washington to give
testimony by order of cither lions«. As to how far
this protection should be exteuded to witnesses
against whom criminal proceedings have l>< kum, the
Committee find more difficulty in determining. The
majority aro evidently of the opinion that no wit¬
ness brought hero by order of either House should
bo subjoct to arrest in a criminal suit except in such
cases as those in which the Governor of one Htate
would bo required to issuo a requisition on the Gov¬
ernor of another, for the surrender of a person
guilty of violating its laws. Tho importance of this
question is so great that the Commit tn« desired tu
give it further consideration, and theroloie ad¬
journed till Tuesday next.
