ME 18 UNWILLING TO SHOULDER FURTHRR RE-
SPONSIBILITY—=PROMINENT BENATORS PROMISE

WasmxaToN, Feb, 4.—The President visited the
Capitol again to-day, and had an interview of an
nour with Renators Scott and Morrill of Maiue, The
President, during recent conversatioug, has ex-
pressed cxtreme solicitude st the delay attending
the attion of Congress on Southern affuire  His
intention of no longer shonldering the entire respon-
sibility of sustaining Governments of the legality of
which there is much dispute, is well known. He thinks
that reoent information renders legislative action
more imperative now than ever. The reports re-
reived from the military commanders in various
parts of tho South indicate considerable uneasiness
among the peopls, and the President feels justified
in making such proparation that he may not be
powerless in event of disturbances or unlawful pro-
ecedimgs of any kind after the adjournment of Con-
wress.  While fearing tronbles, e announces himsclf
ready to matntain order.

The Administiation claims to have evidences of
disturbances of a political character in other States
than Louisiana and Arkansas, and the Presdent,
while experiencing considerable embarrusement in
his present attitnde, feels that during the scssion of
Congross any disorders could be promptly provided
for by noeded legislation. Stould Congress adjonrn
without specific action on the other hand, or if its
action shonld be only of a general charaeter, his
position would be, he thinks, one of increased ern-
barrasement. Tlie recoguition of the Kellogg Gov-
ernment in Louisiapa, or aoy particular party in
Arkansas, is no longer the most important matter in
his estimation. He desires some sction by Congress
o general m its seope as to cover all possible con-
tingencies. .

With thie view the President has had repeated
interviows with leading Senatgrs, from whom e
has reecived strong assurances of such action as
may seem wise and expedient. The wiews of the
majority, however, are at present so diverse that it
is not only impoesible to determine how the qnes-
tion will be mez, bat it is thought that considerablo
cancusing will be reguired before a measurs which
will answer everv purpese can be agreed upon.

THE
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THE HOUSE CENSURES A MEMBER.

BAD BLOOD ENGENDERED IN THE CIVIL RIGHTS BILL
DESATE—THE PARTY WIHIP APPLIED TO ML
SENEIE—MR. BROWN OF EENTUCKY ASBAILS GEN.
BUTLER IN UNPARLIAMENTARY LANGUAGE—
THREEATEXED EXPULSION OF ME, BROWSN—HE 1S
PUBLICLY CENSURED.

Wasnmsaros, Feb, 4—The discussion on the Clvil
Rights bill went on in the House for nearly three
honrs to-day, with ouly now aud then an incident
which attracted the attention of the House, or
eansed members to look up from their letters and
papers, or to snspend general eonversation, The
fitst speoch worthy of note was that of Mr. Sener of
Virginia. This gentleman. whose career in Congreas
began with the last session, and who has not
made a promivent figure in the House uniil thé
strogele over the Civil Rights bill took place,
was  snddealy  thrust  before  the  public
by being the only Republican who at all times
voted with the Democrats against the new rule and
aguingt every motion that tended to its adoption.

Ho ia not the only Republican whio is opposed to the

Civil Rights bill, but he was the only one who re-

fused by any vote he cast to give it any befter

elanee of becomivg a law than it bad under the old

rulvs.  For this be was most brutally attacked
by the houschold orgun of the Admnistration,
eallaidl tho Judas Iscariot of the Republican

party aud abused by the use of many other
foul epithots, of which there has not been &0
libaral an application siuce the attempt to whip the
Liberals buck into the Republican purty in 1673 by
means of personal abuse, Mr. Sever explained bis
position in w wanuer that ought ro satisfy any one.
He had voted in necordance with his own convie-
tions and the instructions of his constitnents. Tho
miimation thut the attacks upon him had been
made by order of the Admisistration wis the climax
of his sped h.

The next ineldent to break in upon the monoteny
of ihe debate occarred durnng a short speech by
Hale of Now-York, who wuas atiempting to answer
the argument advanead by some of the Democrats
that the Bill was unconstitutionnl. Tarning aside
for a moment from the general drift of his argn-
ment he saild that e would also support the bill,
because he belisved that there were some Southern
Btates in which there were lawa in contraven-

ton to the provisions of {he Fourteenth
Awendment. Mr. Lamar, who wus stand-
ing in the center aisle amid a crowd

of members, broke in opon Mr. Hale at this point,
and asked him 1o name the State. Mr. Hale could
not name the State, but thought that the truth of
what be had said wonld not be desied. Mr. Lamar
said that io no Southern State had sueh laws been
passed, and addod, in reply to & question from Mr.
Hale, that in Mississippi the negroes bad more priv-
ileges in pulilic conveyances than white people. Mr.
Hale was thoreaghly discomfited, and one or two
who came to Lis rescie fared no better.

The great event of the day, and one of the most
exciting incidents of the session, was the speech of
Mr. John Young Brown of Kentucky. This gentle-
wan is one of the most gifted of the Demoeratio
Representatives. and if his discretion bad equaled
his eloquence aud bis power of invective, hia speech
might bave beon mmde 88 piteclive as it was, and

still kept within the bounds of parliamen-
tary law. Duoring the debate yesterday he
sttempted  to  got  the floor and did actu-
ally  begin  to  speak, but was obliged

to yield, as Mr. Lynch ofsMisslssippi, a eolored man,
bad been recognized and refuged to yield. When he
srose to~day the attention of the entire House was
arrested, anid many of the members were on their
foet, crowding the aisles and the space in front of
the Clerk's desk, He began by attacking the Civil
Rights bill us being unuecessury and mischievous,
aud characterized it a8 baving been eonceived in
malignity, to be passed in det , and executed
in bloodshed. At this veint, and before he had
wpoken more than two or three minutes, he was
isterrupted by Mr. Hale, who objected that the
langaage used was out of order.  Proceedings were
smspended, the sentence written out and read at the
Clerk’s desle, and the Speaker ruled that the lan-
guage wis not unparlivmentary. Mr. Brown then
cesumed, apd fisst relerring to an infamous charac-
tegin history named Borke, who was hunged for
murdering persons o order to ohlain their bodies
Tt digsoction, be went on 1o describe n by pothetical
eharacter, hidsous and infamons in every particular;
he did it fu the sharpest and wost pungent lanenage
that hias been beard on the floor of the House for »
long time. As he proceeded members looked at cach
other in astonishagent, and the guestion run from
oue to gnother on the #oor, " Whom does  he
mean ¥ o the midst of this phillivie he was in-
terrupted by the Speaker, who asiced if he referred
by wiat langnage to uny member of the Honse.  Mr.
Brown replied thar de did wpof. bul W @
person whom he hud in his mind's eve. He then
went on with his description, and baviog with great
#kill Jod up to his elimax, be ended by eaying that if
such a person us be had described existed, Lie enould
sy that be was Butlerized.

Duriog this upesch Gon. Butler was spparently io

the greatost state of exeitement. He evidently sus-
pected from the first that Mr, Brown referred to
lﬁ:u. and be birned nneasily in his seat, puffed out
his oheeks, rolled Lis eyes abont, and was alter-
nulely white and Gushed in the face,  The lnst word
bad bardly dropped trom Mr. Brown's lips hefore
there wis the groatest eonfusion 1o the House, A
doren wenlvrs were on their foct at once and

shouting  for recogmition by the Speaker, Mr.
Hale of New-York was first  recognized,
aod made the point of order that the

language was unparlianentary.  Seme time was
consumed in copying the speech ftom the notes of
the reporter, duriog wlhieh the eonfusion continned.
Several prominent members stood by the reportors
and read the sheels as they were completed, and
then  handed them to the Epeaker, while a
buudred or so of the spectators, who had twied
in vain to find even standing room in the gal-
leries, erowded iu npon the floor and formed
a dwk fringe about the outer row of
seals. At length the words spoken by Mr. Brown
were written out, and when partial order had been
restored they were read by the Clerk. Messrs, Wil-
son of Indiang and Hale of New-York had in the
mean time been prepaging o resolution, and the lat-
ter at ones introdoeed 1t It recited the fact that
Mr. Brown bhad transgressed the roles of the House
and prevaricated in his reply to the Speaker, and
thereforg  dreeted  that  he  be  at  ones
breught to the bar of the Honse in the
custody of the Scrgeant-at-Arms and be publicly
censured by the Speakeor,  Mr. Dawes attempted to
ofier a gubstitute, ordering his expulsioz, bat Mr.
Hale called for the previous question. Ar. Dawes
said that the Honse onght not to act in haste and
without giving the otfending member a chanee 1o
speak in s own defense, aud asked the House to
refuge to second the previous guestion.
other member sostained Mr. Hale in hLis call, and
Mr. Dawes, after eansing his resolution to
be read, mmde a very exeiting speceh on
the gravity of the ocension, e recailed anfe belium
times, when he said men had to speak within a
hollow square formed in frout of the Speaker, and
when the galleries were filled with srmed men
whose menaces could Le heard in every part of the
House, and he hiuted thut ihose days were likely to
return,

Mr. Cox, who followed, sneeested that the pieture
had been somewhat overdrawn, and cansed to be
read a little parsage at arms which oceurred o year
ago between Messrs, Hule of New-York and Wilson
of Indinna, in which lanzaage that went far beyond
the parliamentary limit had beon used. Other
apeakers who followed revived tho memory of other
soenes that have ocviirred between Republican mem-
bers on tlie floor, and which have become historie.

Gen. Butler's attack on Mr. Bingham, in which he
referred to the trin] and execution iof Mrs, Surtati ;
Mr. Iaine's word-portraic of Mr. Coukling, known
a8 “The Turkey Gobbler Speech;” and many
others, were referred to, Most of them were read,
butsthat of Bluine was at his request suppressed,

The general drift of the debate showed that had
not Mr. Brown made such an angwer to the Speaker,
and enabled bim to go throngh to the end, a resolu-
tion of censure even could mpot lave passed;
and a8 it was, expulsion was out of the ques-
tion. Mr. Duwes finally  eaw  this, and
withdrew his resolution, and that of Mr. Hale was
then earried. The execution of the order of the
House was & very impressive scene, The Sergesnt-
at-Arms stood in front of the aisle, and Mr. Brown
walked in front of the middle aisle. Mr. Blainefin
a very impressive manner and with a few corefully
chnsen words, performed his part of the ceremony,
after which Mr. Brown disclaimed any anten-
tion of prevariesting or of showing auny
disrespeet to  the Mouse, and the ceremony
cloged. Just before the armaignment, Gen. Butler,
who hiad of conrse taken no part in the proceedings,
roso to a personal explanation. e said that he hnd
pever bad a personal eonfroversy in the House in
which he had not been first attacked, and that when
he had been attacked he never lov the man who dud
it go until he was sorry for it.

A few minntes’ talk with the Demoerats upon the
floor disclosed the faet that very fuw had spy sym-
pathy with Mr. Brown, whose course they looked
apon as fooligh and suicidal, They said that he had
no right to place his party in a wrong light before
the couuntry, especially at this time, when the Ad-
ministration ie strivivg to goad the Ssuthern people
on to extreme nets, in order that it wmay Lave
an  excose for extreme  repressive  Inoas-
ures, and when every word spoken by a
Southern Democrat 88 well as every aet is dis-
torted and misrepresented in order to prove to
the North that the embers of the Rebellion are all
ready to burst into flume. A majerity of the Demo-
erats thonght that Mr. Brown mehly deserved the
censnre he reccived, and mauy of them would have
voied fur it had the charge of provarication been
omitted. As it was, someof them refrained from
voting, Mussrs, Cliarles Hays and J. Ambler Smith,
Republicans, voted against the censure, This inter-
ruption put an end to the debate for to-day, and so
a recess was taken until 1 o'cloek to-morrow, whién
voting on amendments will begin,

WaisnmNGToN, Feb, 4.—The Special Committeo of
the House to investigate affaira in Alabama ex-
amined, during its scssion to-day, Detective Beach,
who accompanied Hester in his operations in Sum-
ter County, Ala. Mr. Beach gave a very graplic
description of their experiences while disguised e
North Carolina  Ku-Klux, and added mavy ind-
dents which Hester seems to have forgotten, Any
one who read his remarkablo report to the Commis-
sioner of luternal Revenue Jast Fall, in which he de-
seribed the flow of horrd oaths from the lips of the
Sumter County Ku-Klux as the apple brandy gur-
gled down their throats, will nesd no further
information as to the character of his toesti-

mony on  this point. In regard to annther
matter, Mr. DBeach's testimony was partion-
larly interesting. He repeated o conversation

which oceurred recantly between himself und a Mr.
Patrick, a third-rate lawyer of Montgomery, some-
times employed by the Government to prosconte
cases in its behalf. He said that Patrick told bim
that Mr. Southworth, lute United States District-
Attorney for the Southern District of Alabama, and
a witness before the Comitice one day last weels,
told mm (Patrick) st Maobile, that he bad reccived
#00 from the Kn-Klnx Democrats of Mobile for
bis efforts to defeat the indictment of the Sumter
Conpty prisoners by the Grand Jury. Southworth
also paid that Mr. Duskin, the present United States
Distriet-Attorney, wis privy o this arrangement,
and that Dusiin himself tosdied to the white
people, aud prevented indictments by bringivg to
the attention of the Grand Jury the opimion of
Tnatice Bradley, in the Grant Parish coases, tht ile

THE TEA AND COFFEE TAX ABANDONED.
WasnxaTon, Thursday, Fob. 4, 1675

The action of the Wavs amd Means Committee
this mormng secms to sottle the question as to
whether or ot there is to be a new tax and tarifl
Vill. The resirdt of the meeting to-day, as farasit
can be foreeust, points nnerringly to the conclusion
that there will be no inerease of taxes, The major-
ity of the Committes is nnquestionably opposed 1o
auch an inercase and agniust bighor rates of dutics
on imports. Those who have purchased large
amounts of tea and o ffoe in the expectation that
the tariff of ten eents on the one and throe on the
other would Le imposed, will find that they de-
pended too mineh on the eaprices of a Republienn
Committee of Ways and Meaps. The question this
morning was aquarely submitted as to whether the
duties on tea and coffes shonld be restored,
and it was as equarely negalived. The fol-
lowing geutlemen, the Committee being full,
voted in favor of taxing tea and eoffee:
Messrs, Dawes. Burehard, Roberts, and Kagson ; and
the following gentlemon voted against it: Mossis,
Kellev, Waldron, sheldon, Foster, Beek, Nibluok,
