MR. TILTON'S SIXTH DAY.

THE WITNESS UNDER SEVERE CROSS-EX-
AMINATION.

MR. DOWEN'S BUSINERS RELATIONS WITH THE
PLAISTIFF—THE EFFECT EXPECTED FROM THE
LETTER OF DEMAND—OLIVER JOHNSON'S CON-
NECTION WITH THE CARE.

The cross-cximination of Theodore Tilton was
eontinued yesterday in the Brooklyn Court-house
by Mr. Evarts. The business relstions between the
witneas and Mr, Bowen were made the subject of 8
scarabing guiry. The letter demanding Mr, Beech-
eraretirement from his pulpit was read, and the cir-
eumstances connected with it were examined nto
closely. Mr. Talton's mtimaey with Oliver Johnaon
was diseussed, and some of the interviews between
the plaintifl and defendant, subseqnent to the writ-
fng of Mes. Tilton's so-called confession, were re-
viewed., The reading of Mr. and Mrs. Tilton’s cor-
respondence was  finished in the morning. The
erose-questioniog will be resumedd to-day.

FURTHER QUESTIONS TO THE PLAINTFFF.
M. Tilton's sixth day in the witness-chair waa
one of the mast trymg ones for kim of the examing-
tion. The first hour wis devoted to guthering and
reading the last scraps of the correspondence be-
tween Mr. Tilton and bis wife previous to 1870,
These letters, like the others before read, were
mainly in regard to personal and  family
affuirs, Mrs. Tiltow’s writing being always
bopetul; Dber lhusband’s  generally despond-
jng. In the first letter which was read,
the pliintil discussed the career and eharacter of
Josus Christ.  Nearly all of- his letters, in fact, con-
tain o ne peference to religions sabjects. In one
epistie, written while lecturing in the West, Mr.
Tilton deplores his disappointment in Mr. Beeeher,
and makes this resolve: * Henceforth 1 take no
pattern after public men—great men—famons men.”
It = said that  the lawvers for the plaintiff are puz-
gled 1o know why the defense have introduced theso
Jetiers, and thete bis wen gome specalation on this
puint regardime the religions views of the jury.
After the rending of the letters, Mr, Evarts re-
prniedd the questioning by inquiring regarding the
eonmeetion of the witneas with Oliver Johnson.

Tiiton deseribad Mr. Johnson as “an old gentleman
bving i New-York.” and made no effort to hide Lis
Lostility toward him.  This part of the examination
led i a very shaep eneonutor between Mr Evarts
gl the witneds, Mo Evares seemed oort, us if -
temding to te00 any familiugity on the part of the
w o thes st Tilton appeared ineliced to argue
auistions with his examiner.
