THE CITY’S DEFENSES AGAINST FIRE.
SR CONDITION OF THE IWDRANTS REPORTED
FROLEN—THE CLAIM THAT THEY ARE NOW IN
WORKING ORDER, !
In reply to the commmunieation of the Fire
Commissioners, relative to frozen hydrants in the drr
goods distriet, G. W. Birdaall, Assistant Chlef Eogineer
of the Department of Public Works, sent on Baturday
a report to Gen, Traey, Chief Enginser of the Depart-
mioot, in which he says that those hydrants wers placed
1ast year as an exira supply, nll the former onos belng
left In place. During the exiremeo cold weather, each
of these large bydrants has been  salted, for the
ecold weather has In somo ocases so affectod the large
walves that they have leaked s little, and such lurge
walves will pecessarily stlek more or less with frost. He
examined all the Lydrants spoken of on Friday person-
ally, and found only two ef the valve whecls broken,
which were replaced by mew ones; two otbor valve
whools were replaced during the week preceding. Al
tho rest were In order, and only four of the valve wheels

have been injnred sinee the hydranta wers put in.  The
few that were frogen on top, caused by the breaking of
the vaives, wers thawed oat, and wers e bo in
erdor on Baturday for use, cnly requiring the applica-
tion of steain 10 Warn up the large valves befure Luey
B0 OPE
Gen. Tracy states that the sole business of a portion
of Lis department 18 1o keep the Lydrauls In working
order, and it 18 tmpossibio for bis wen to have failsd in
molleing Aoy suoh condition of the fire hydrauts, had 1%
boen na bad as the Chisf Engmeer of the Firo Depart-
went hus stated. Noue of thew had beea frosen so
gty @8 to require w ball hour to taw them ouk, snd
those reporiod us useless, by reason of the bresking of
the valve wheols, had most probably been rendered so
by the effurts of iremea Lo furee them open wheo It was
found that they would pot work easily, The bauds of
all the ydranis are kept constantly packed with salt
¥o prevent freezing. Mr, Traoy did not belleve there
wik auy vocasion for mlarm about the probability of
great conflagration owing to the condition of the biy-

MEBTING OF THE DUOARD OF ESTIMATE—THE CITY

DEPT LARGELY INCREASED BY AWARDS FOR

ETREET OPENINGS.

At a meeting of the Board of Apportion-
ment on Baturday, 8 communioation from the Controller
10 the Mayor was reasd. This set forth that the report
of the Commissioners of E<timate aud Asscasment had
been coufirmed by the Bupreme Court relative to the
tollowing pubiic improvements, damages belng awarded
o each ease: The opeulng of Tenth-ave. above One-hun-
dred-and-fifty-ofth-st, damages, $2,02. Toe lay-
lug out & Dbew  strect ruoning  parsllel
to Ope-hundred-and-Afry-fitih-st., In an ousterly diree-
tion from the Kinesbridge-road, noross Tenth-ave. to the
Boulevard, near the Harlem River, damage §34,368 91;
the laying out, widening, and straightening of Kinge-
bridge-road between One-hundred-and-tifiy-third-st. and
she Harlem River, dnmage $1,276,007 14. The Controller
adids that under the provisions of law, one-half of the
smount of damages awarded in thess proceedings, aud
slsi of the expenses incurred, 15 mado s chargs upon the
City of New-York, which 15 to be provided for by the
tsauo of long bonds end an lucrease of the permancnt
debt; while tbe other portion 1s %0 be provided for by
the issue of temporary bonds in soticipation of the eol-
ection of asscsstueuts,. Tue damages are, hs thinks,
excessive, and the portion eliarged on the cily wuek
more than it should be, and will, if pald, be » very large
fncrease of the debt of the clty.

Al the lusion of the readiog, President Wheoler
offcred a resolution that the oot nieation be reforred

MEANS OF COAST DEFENSE.
RIFLING EMOOTH-BORE CANNON—THE RESULTS OD-
TAINED BY A NEW METHOD OF TUBING.

The recommendations of the President’s re-
oent message on the sulject of riflsd ordoance huve
arvused great Interest among thoss interested in oonst
delenses. A pampblet embodying o report from the
Board of Experimental Goos bas been ssned, and it is
bveheved by many to solve the problem how to convert
inte riflod cannon the swmovth-bore guns now in use by
the Government &t various points along the eonst. The
Board, couststing of Col. Crispio, Majors Treadwell apd
Baylor, and Capt. MeKee of the Orduance Depurtment,
was ordered recentiy, by the Beeretary of War, (o teat
the eighitioeh converted rifle, made from the common
teninch smooth-bore, The guo I8 composed of two
paris, the original tev-inch swooth-bere, drilied Lo an in-
terjor diameter of 13.5 roches, and a lolog tube of coiled
wrought iron welded. Toe brecch of this llulog, loa dis
tance of X8 inches, is a dooble tube, Lhe outer one being
shrunk to f elosely over the inner, and baving the same
extenior diatmeter as the inper tube st the muzzle. A
mw«;lar altochmwent prevents the tabe from being
pushed forward by the compression of the wrought iron,
brought ou by repeated frioge. The breech end of the
wbo is clesed by & wrought-lron base or cup, Thet
was ndjusted to 1ts ploce within the new bore ;;f the
caubon with great care, sépectal puns belng used o
brivg the breech end of the tube 1o contact with the
cast iron,  After the iusertion of the tube, it 18 fastencd
fnto place by the serew collur at the mozzle of the pleee,
The rifing cousists of 16 grooves, with a twist of one
turn in 40 feet.  The welght of the tuve auvd guo, wheo
somplote, 18 16,160 ponnds,

Trials were frel wade with chiarges of powder varying
fromn 20 to 30 pounds, sud with projectiles varyiog from
W87 o 173 pounds, to pote the resultivi pressures and
welocitien and the effocts on the gun, und were prelim-
fnary 1o tve use of 35 pound eharges, the welght selected
for the test of the gun for eudurance. Satisfectory re-
wults haviog been attained, experienis wers then be-
gan for testing the enduranee of the gun, using 8-pound
ehurges ; 408 rounds were fired with tlus cbarge, and 6
rounds with a charge of 30 pounde, completiug & record
