WasmyaTox, Feb. 22.—Rumors of changes in the
Cabinet have been more prevalent in Washington
for the past few days than usaal, some of them of
the most absurd character. At the Lottom of them
all, however, there is just a grain of truth, There is
no doubt that the President’s two most influential
advisers, Messrs. Shopherd and Babeock, bave for a
Yong time desired tho removal of two members of
Gen. Grant’s Cabinet, and that they have remained
not beeanse of the President’a approval of the man-
mer in which they bhave managed their Departments,
especially in shutting down on jubbers, some of
whom are the President’s friends, but because of the
personal and social relations which bave existed be-
tween them, and which have induced the President
to overlook many things which do not accord with
the policy of his Administration. On the other
hand, many things have oconrred daring the present
Winter that members of the Cabinet bave been
wholly unable to aporove, and, a8 is well known, a
general break-up of the Administration was pre-
veuted early in January by the President's backing
down from the position in whick be allowed Gen.
Bheridan and Mr, Belknap to place hiw in regard to
Lowsiana aliairs.

The policy foreshadowed in the Arkansas message
is no better liked by some of the Cabinet Ministers
ghan was the “President-and-all-of-us” dispateh,
and at least two of them will positively resigo soon
after the adjournment of Congress, if any attempt
is made to carry out the policy referred to. It is
pot understood that these gentleman bave informed
Gen. Graut of their intention to leave the Cabinet,
but in private conversation with friends, one of
them, ot least, makes no concealment of his deter-
miinalion not to be—even by implication—responsi-

DEATH DLOW TO RAILROAD SUBRIDIES.
GATHERING OF THE LOBBY OF THE TEXAE PACIFIC
RAILLOAD — A DEFEAT EARLY IN THE DAY ON
ANUTHER RAJLHOAD JUB—GREAT EXCITEMERT
OVER THE VOTE ON THE TEXAS PACINIC—IT
FATLS TO OBTAIN A MAJOLITY,
[UY TELEGRAFN T0O 1HE TRIBUKE.)
Wasnsaron, Feb, 22.—No more powerful or confi-
dent lobby has assembled in Washington for years
than that which gathered here yesterday and this
mornis g in the inverest of the Texas Pucific Subsidy
iil, and none has met with more unexpected ox
overwhelining defeat. Oue of the first ncidents
of to-duv’s session was very disheartening
to all iuterestod in ruilway jobs, Mr. Frye was
accorded the floor to move a suspension of the rules
to allow the Central Branch of the Union Pacifie
Railroad to go with its case to the Court of Claims.
This is one of the oldest of the railway jubs, and bas
been so of ten exposed and defcated before, that those
familiar about the capital have been surprised at the
setivity of its friends this session, and their appa-
rent confidence. The road has been constructed 100
miles, ending nswhere 1 particular and having no
Western connection with any other road.  When it
was chartered and a grant of land and Government
aid to the amount of 10,000 & mile was given at, it
wius supposed that it wounld coonect with the Kunsas
Pacific wilin 50 or 00 wiles of its Eastern terminus.
Bat, instead of building in a southerly direction,
%0 a6 to form u junction with the Kansas 'acific, the
road was constructed pearly due west, more in the
direction of the Union Pacific Road, the line of the
Kaosas Pacitic having in the meantime been
changed. Ou building as far as its eharter allowed
the Company was foreed to stop, and bas ever since
claimed that ss it met no road st the end of
the 100 miles with which to make a junetion, it
was entitled to the bnilding of 50 miles further,
thus to form a junction with the Union Pacific, re-
eeiving the sume amonnt of land and bonds per
mile that was origioally granted to tbe road. The
Department of the Interior and Congress hasalways
denied the cluims of the road, anda Mr. Frye's
bill to-day was to send the case to the
Court of Claims, On seconding the previous ques-
tion, not more than a dozen voted in the aflirmative
and among them were Messrs. Frye, Eugley,
Cessna, B. F. Butler, J. M. B. Williams, Ward of
Chicugo and Maypard. For a DLill that bad been
persistently lobbied aud in favor of which ita
friends expected to get 8 two-thirds vote, this was
the weakest that has beon presented ‘to the House
for & long time.
But the untoward fate of Pomeroy’s bill did not
dishearten Col. Tom Beott, and Mr. Houghiton, who
moparied the bill last weok, moved thai the rules

be suspended, so that it ghould be in order to con-
sider the Texas Pacific bill in tho House on Wednes-
day cvening, & vote to be taken on Thursday
morning  of this week, This bronght the
question squarely before the House, and on
the connt by tellers it seemed as thongh Col. Beott's
boast that be had two-thirds of the House was not
an idle one, It stood 118 yeas to 02 nays,  Of conrse
neither side was willing to give it up in that way,
and the ayes and nays were called. Astho clerk
called the names, the lohby was almost omuipres-
ent urging members to vote in the allicative, or to
dodge, and the greatest interest was manifested
both on the floor and in the galleries, As the vote
went on tally lists were kept, and as the votes in
favor and against the bill ran along very even, the
diffcrencenot being more than three or four at any
time, the excitement grew intense, After the list
bad been called throngh, a mnpumber of
members who had not answered to their names
gave in their votes, and as the great mujority of
them voted in the negative the opposition vote was
ewelled to 128, while the friends of the measure
could ouly muster 117, instead of the two-thirds of
the House, Col. 8cott did not even have a majority.
This vote is believed to be the death blow to the
Texas Pacific bill,

WESTERN UNION TELEGRAPH IRQUIRY.

TESTIMONY BEFORE THE IHOUSE EUB-COMMITTEE OF
THE JUDICIARY — FURTHER EXAMINATION OF
TRESIDENT ORION—NEWSPAPER CRITICIEMS NOT
TTE CAUEE OF BUSINESS ARRANGEMENTS—EVI-

Wasmixagroy, Feb, 22.—-Tho Sub-Committes of
the House Judiciary Committee to-duy concluded
the examination of President Orton of the Western
Union Telegraph Company. He wus asked the
guestion in accordance with the terms of the reso-
lution of inquiry, namely: Whether Le knew or
ever heard that the Western Union Telegraph
Company refused to eend the dispatches of the
American Press Association on aceount of eriticisms
on the Telegraph Company. Thejwitness replied
that he did not know of any such refusal, nor did
ke koow of the Company so refusing on that ac-
count to send dispatehes to any person, corpora-
tion or newspaper. No paper has been more
free than The New-York Herald in criticising
the Western Union, and yet it contioued to

receive dispatches through that Company;
sud in furtber response he said #hat the
notice to the American FPress Association

by the Western Union for termination of contraet
was not in consequence of the pubheation in the
papers of the Amoriean Press Association of an arti-
cle from The Washington Star reflecting upon the
Western Unlon Company. Notice for the tenoing-
tion of contract wus given several times previously
to ench pablication.

Press Association, was sworn, and testitied thut that
Association sent dispatches by the Atlantie amd

SPIRIT OF THE BENATE DEBATE.

TTE DEMOCRATS UNJUSTLY CHARGED WITIL DHLAY-
ING BUSINERS—A DEBATE ON THE FRANKING
PRIVILEGE—INDICATIONS THAT IT WILL BE FULLY
HESTORED—THE PACLVIC MALL SUBSILY CASE TU
BE DECIDED TO-DAY,

WasnmoTon, Feb, 22—In considering the final
details of the lodinn bill, an attempt was made in
the Benate to-day to relieve the Seeretary of the In-
terior of the responsibility of using, accordiug to his
own diseretion, so large an amount of woney as was
appropriated for incidental expenses, but it was de-
pounced at once as o premeditated and preconcerted
sttempt on the part of the Democrats o initiate a
firing all along the line for the express purpose of
impeding legielation. This wae a most nnwaorthy
imputation, which the Democrats bhave never de-
served, ns all their desires and endeavors bave been
to expedite public business, and all their subsequent
action to-day showed that they were very much in
earnest in their professed anxiety to offer no vbsta-
c¢les to necessary legislation,

Mr. Morton endoavored to attuch to the Pension
Lill Lis amendment to the 22d joint rale providiog
for the conuting ofjthe clectoral votes. The amend-
ment provides that the objection of both Honses
shall be deemed requisite for the rejection of the
vote of any State. This attempt met with the
grestest opposition on all sides, and was gencrally
condemned as being against the rales and customs
of the Becoate, on account of its mnot
being german to the subject.  Mr. Morton
finally withdrew it when the discovered the case to
b 4 hopeleas one, but it was not done until the
Renate bad resounded with such eracks of the party
whip as have not been heard before during the ses-
gion, The Republicans were reminded that they
would be held respangible for theiraction in playing
into the hauds of the Democrats, every one of whom
hiad voted against the proposition.

The most remarkable of the events of the day in
tlie Senate was the debate on the franking privilege,
which showed the liveliness of that supposed de-
funct abuse, and ended in its partial resuscitation,
Messrs. Thurman, Edmunds and Morril, sucoeeded
without much ardeut opposition, in perfecting an
amendment which provides for the passage through
the mails, on the frank of any member of the presmt
Coungress, of the Record of Congressional proceedings,
or any speech, or of reports contained therein, or of
any documents already issued. This woendment
was curried by a majority of 2. With the exception
of a few Senators who clisracterized this as the
entering wedge for the originul widespread [ ranking
privilege, tho whole tenor of the debate tended to
show that it was only throngh deference to public
opinion, which, as was stated, had uot yet been
aroused sufficiently to clamor for a return to the
convenienee of gign manual that it was pot totally
restored to-day. All the references to it were of the
mildest and wost complimentary character, and it
was very gencrally Licld that it bad been painted too
black and that a demand for its restoration would
inevitably be made,

The express coropanies’ scheme was introdnecd
in 6o amendinent offered by Mr. Ramsey from the
Post-Offiee Commlittee, providing for the reduction
of the weight of third-class articles passing
through the mails from 4 pouuds to 12 ounces
Messrs. Ramsey aund Dorsey, with the aid of Gard-
per Hubbard's recent argument before the Com-
mittee, labored hard to convince the Benate
that the carriage of such bheavy weights at so low
a oharge was a serions loss to the Departinent, but
when this statement was  shown to be ac-
tuully false, and that there  was  more

than from apy otler, except letters, and that it
made no demand for any charge; and it was ex-
plicitly shown that this reduction in the weight
would perhaps benefit the express companies, but
would certainly be a serious injury to the
people. the advocates of the chauge were
completely silenced, and the vote on the ques
tion showed a majority of 13 in favor of re
taining the existing provision, the Democrats voting
solidly in favor of the proposed change.

An attempt was made to foist the Tostal Tele-
graph bill upon the Appropriation bill, but such a
determined and general opposition was manifested
towards it that it effected no lodgement. The sec-
tion annuling the Pacific Mail sabeidy, on account
of the late hour at which it was reached, and from
the fact that the Committee on the Judiciary, to
whom it was referred, could make no report until
to-morrow, was touched upon very lightly, but ot
sufficient length to show that the Scuate will prob-
ably vote agninst its cancellation. The contract,
as made by the Tostmaster-General, it was
asserted, was perfectly valid, and the Solicitor-
General and Attornoy-General had both given their
opinion that, although the ships wera not ready at
the appointed time, yet the contract was obhgutory,
as the Postmaster-General decided to anceept the
ghips at a later date. If the Government now de-
cides to annul the contract the Company can re-
cover nothing, as the terms were not fully complied
with, unless the opinions of the Solicitor and At-
torney-General ean be accepled as waivers on the
part of the Government, and thix s the question
to be decided by the Judiciary Commitiee,
and upon which they will report to-morrow mnorm-
ing, when the case will be decided and the Appro-
priation Lill passed. From the tone of the remarks
of Messre, Bayard, Morton, Frelinghuysen, Bargent,
and othere, the Senute will not go into the question
of frand or bribery in obtaining the subsidy, on the
ground that the Benate hias no official knowledge of
such; that no member of Congress has been con-
vieted of reeeivivga bribe; and. further, that the
Company is o totally different one from tuat which
weenred the subsidy.,

WasmisaToN, Feh, 22.—Rince the Union a-
cific Railroad submitted the first proposition for a
compromise with the Government, and the estah-
lishment of a sinking fund by the payment of frowm
FH00,000 to £550000 n year into the Treas-
ury to meet the obligationa of the road,
the Bupreme Conrt has rendered o decision
whieh greatly reduces the Government’s claim.
Heretofore  the Government  las  held  that
only the aperating expenses were to be deduered
from the receipts, and that what remained was to
be estimated a8 the net earnines on which it was
entitled to & per cent. Thir decision allows the
deduction of interest ns well ns operating expenses,
and the 5 per cent is to be ealenlated only on the
residue, The paving to the Union Pacific smounts
fo npwatd of 200,000 annnally,

Sinee the fact of this decision has come to the
knowledge of the Seeretary of the Treasury it has
been his decided opinion that the best intercets of
the Government call for a sotthoment with the
Unton Pacifie on the terms which it proposed befure
the decision was awnouneed, and which are more
favorabile, 1t 1s thought, than wonld be offi red acain.
The Seerctary I8 expeeted o gend a eomnmnuication
to Congress on (be subject, strongly urging the set-
tiement,

fecling, Senator Morton was exeeptionally bitter,
making o strong tight ngainst those *“who eared,” as
be suid, * nothing for the party, and nothing tor the
country.” Hao said it was not for the minority
to dictate to them. It was for the
majority  to  bring up euch  ueasures  ns
they thought the conntry demanded, and if the mi-
nority by fuctions, frivelous and revolutionary op-
position were in favor of sitting the thing ont and
talking the thing to death, it was not the fault of
the majority, and they mugt not be held responsible
if an extra session is called, Ie thought the party
was acting in 8 cowardly manner in hesitating to
act on political questions, and for one he could see
the way very clear as to the duty of the majority at
this time. Several Benators spoke, among them
Messrs. Edmunds and Logan,but no vote was taken,
and the caneus was adjonrned until to-morrow,

CURRENT TOPICS AT THE CAPITAL,
HOW THE RIVER AND HARBOR RILL PARSED,
WasHiNoTON, Monday, Feb. 23, 1575,

The precedent established by the House last year
of passing the River and Harbor Appropriation bill
under suspeusion of the rulce, thus cutting off all
debate and the opportnnity for offering amend-
ments, was followed to-day. This bill is one of the
most diffioult of all the general appropriation bills
to manage in the Committee of the Whole when it
is opened for amendment. Almost every mewber on
the floor feels bound to make an effort to obtain an
additional appropriation for some river or harbor in
Lis district, which the Committee has omitted from
the bill ; and sore of these smendineuts are always
agreed to, making the amount of money called for

7 yill as it is passed considerab ter th
b e e e e iat, The eeaes of 106
bill under a suspension of the rules 18 therefors eco-
nomical in  two senses—it saves time io the House
and money to the Treasury. The vote on the pas-
sage of the bill to-day was 207 to 45.

NEW PROSPECT OF COBTLY EXPERIMENTS.

The Seeretary of the Navy has found another op-
portunity for trying experiments of & costly charac-
ter with Government money, In an official letter to
the Chairman of the Seuate Naval Commitiee, be
speaks in bigh terms of a system of mountiog and
protecting counterpoise guns, known as the * Ridg-
way Battery,” and be thiuks it would be very -
vantageous to the service if the Department could
arm at least one of our iron-clads according to this
new system, which he thinks wonld relieve the ves-
scl from the necessity of earrying heavy turrets aud
allow tho ship to be more heavily armored. He
thinks the Paritan would be the proper iron-clad to
gelect for the exporiment. He asks for $500,000, and
cluges by saying that a ship armed in the manner he
desires would add very largely to the efliciency of
our naval foree, and that an appropriation would be
i act of wise statesmauship,

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ALABAMA INVESTIGATED.

REPORT OF THE MAJORITY OF THE CON-
GRESSIONAL COMMITTEL.
CONGRESSMAN HAYE'S ETATEMENTS SUSTAINED TO

THEI SATISFACTION—INTIMIDATION BY DEMO-
CRATE UNTIL THE TIMELY ARRIVAL OF TROOPS=—
RECOMMENDATIONS BY THE COMMITTEE—PAS-

BAGE OF TIE FORCE BILL URGED,

Wasiinaion, Feb, 22.—The Committee which
went to Alabama to investigate affairs in that State
have agreed upon areport, which will be presented to
the Honse to-morrow if the floor can be obtained. It
js signed by Messrs, Coburn, Albright and Cannon.
The mirority, Messrs. Luttrell and Bockner, will
make a report disagrecing with the views of the ma-
jority. Tho majority report first gives the status of
society and political partics in the State prior to
the election. At the opening of the cam-
paign Republicans were dencunced as comuwon
wnemics of the white race, and long before the ns-
sembling of the State Convention on either side
Democratic newspapers were filled with appeals to
the white people of the Btate to etand as a

'_lmlt against the advaoce of Republican-
1wm.  These appeals were founded upon
the  pretended  sssumptions  of  Republican

aggression, as chiarged by Democratic politicians, in
arder to inflame white men and arouso the desd-
liest of Lumau puassions, The Democratic press
gf the Btate was filled with accounts of
boegroes  arming and  drilling in  order to
intimidate the wiites, and that neero military com-
panies were being organized for the same anlawiul
purpore,  Pointed inguiry on this subjeet totally
disproved every assumption of the character,
and establishied the farther fact that not a
gingle negro militia eompany existed within the
borders of the Btate, These incendiary appeals pro-
dueed a disastrons effeet, and the wonder is thot it
was not more goy and the Committee believe that
but for the timely interferencs of the Admiuistra-
tion in Louisiana alairs, & revolution would have
been precipitated upon the people of Alubama,
It was not long befare an era of intimidation, seeial
ostracism, personal violenee, and murder was in-
angurated, and true men who stood by the
faith of the Republican party were  sub-
jected to a series of indignities and maltreatment
heretofore witnessed ouly in eavage warfare, and
unworthy of the Christisu age in which welive. The
principal oljective point, however, of the Deoe-
ey, the report says, seemed to be to erush ont the
white leaders.  To this end a new fea-
ture of Awmerican  polities, of social and
husiness ostracism, was introduecd, Theso aro a
fow of the notorious facts whieh eonvineed the
Cominitteo that the campaign of the Democcratic

party in  Alubama was  made agaiost  the
colored mavn, as sueh, and his  white ally.
All otler issues were buried out of sight.

Appesls were mado to passion, projudice, and hate.
Reason, principle, and law were not mvoked; but
the eanvass on the part of the Demoeruts was in-
augurated in bitterncess and strife, and ended 1 a
vietory won by frand, violence, proseription, iu-
timidation, and murder,

Under o]l the circumstanees, the Committee say,
our only regret 13 that there were not  more
United States  eoldiers  in the State  than
there was  for  the purpose of aiding an
enforcetient of law.,  Up to the time when troops
arrived, the Republican party remained dormaat,
liberty of epocch was throttled, sod tho leaders of
the party were unable to take netive messures in
the campaign; but they did so, and the story of
bow bravely and how sternly they met the storm
of oblequy, reproach, and personal danger that en-
yironod them desorve a private page tn the annuls
of Amerienn history. The best evidence that
the Demoerats intended to enforco the threats of
carrying the election at all hazards, the Connsitee
continues, 18 supplied by their actions on the day of
the election.  In that portion of tho State con-
tiguous to the Georein line bundreds of eitizens
of that Stawe  dovadet  Alabaina,  and  not
only  voted ones  but  repeatedly. Vurious
statements af ballot-box stuflicg, destruction of the

that to thia end supervisors and marshals

in the country distriets should have the sane power
and be charged with the samo duties as those in
citios of over 20,000 inhalitants; that the use of lire-
armsat slectionsshiould be prohébited, and the strong-
est possible legal preventives of inromds from voters
of other Btates ghould be established ; that United
Ntates Courts should have jurisdiction of all
ollonses againat the laws pertaining to Congressional
elections, and that whatever safeguards may be
establishied shall be provided only to secure peace

STORMY DEBATE 1IN THE FRENCH ASSEMBLY.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE OF THIRTY ON TuR
PROJECTS FOR ORGANIZING THE BENATE—WITH-
DRAWAL OF MEMBERS OF THE RIGHT FROM THE
OHAMBER—SITTING SUSPENDED—THREAT OF TITH
DEPUTIES OF THE RIGHT TO RESIGN—TIHE TAN
OF THE REPUBLICANS AND MEMUEKE OF TH#
RIGHT CENTER ADOPTED,

Pamis, Monday, Fob, 22, 1676

The Assombly had a most important and exeited
gession to-day, The floor and gullerice were
crowded.

The report of the Committes of Thirty on the new
projects for the organization of a Senate was readl
It rejects the American plan, proposed by M. Vaa-
train at the sitting of I'eb. 12, which was to elecd
Senators by & method simlar to that by
which the President of the United States ia
chosen. The Committee approves, with cartain
modifieations, the bill offered by Mr. Waddington
on the same day, which provides for the eleetion of
Renators by the Assembly, the Councils-General,
the Colonies, and the Institute. It says that a
Senate, formed in this way, issure to contain ex-
perienced men, and would be, to a cortain exteut,
modeled after the Senate of the United States,

Motions declaring nrgency for, and in faver of,
the immediate consideration of Mr. Waddington's
bill, as amended by the Committes, were made, and
receiving the support of both Centers and the entire
Left, were passed.

Thereupon the members of the Right withdrew
from the Chamber.

The sitting was suspended for a few moments.

When proceedings were resumed the Marquis da
Castillane, & Monarchist, mounted the tribune and
deelared the Senate would lead to dissolution aud
anarchy, He threatened that, if meatures wero
voted imposing on President MacMabon the neces-
sity of organizing the Republie, the Deputies of the
Right wounld resign in a body.

The Assembly proceeded to debate the Senste
Bill.

M. Daval (Bonapartist) again moved his amend-
ment that the Senate be elected by universal suf-
froge,

The motion was rejected, the Donapartist Depo-
ties only voting for it

Mr, Wollom, Bonapartist, offered an amendment
providing that the Senats be eomposed of 3K mem-
bers, of whom the Departments and Colonies shall
elect 225 and the Assembly 55. The amendment was
adopted by & vote of 422 Yeas to 26 Nays,

At this point a motion was made and earried that
the bill for the organization of the public powers be
made the order of the day for to-morrow, and the
sitting was adjourned.

Tho Inffimmable
character of the boildings cansed tho fauwes ta spread
very rapldly. Nothing was saved except the office, two
