more fully secured to llussia by the campaign
of 1874 In the interval a mixed system of
military and civil rulo hld been introduced
into th«* province. The Russian officials who
treal thither took theil-carpet bags with them.
We are told that they watt lather poor ma¬

t-rial for a governing class, having for the
moat part left debts or Mandais behind them
elscMhere in tbe empire, Among tim speci¬
mens «if their rule is the performance ot the
Prefect of Tashkent, who levied in one year
870,000 ot illegal taxes. CurioiLsly enough, it
was thoaght a good idea to introdticii tim
saving! bank system among the natives, ami
wlii-ii they had deposited ¡Jl.l.OOO in the (we
had almost said Krcedmen's) bank, the funds
mysteriously diiappeared, being applied "to
"the ailuiiiii-tralive needs of the district."

cenco and purity, instead of subjecting them
from their very binn to treatment which forc.-s
every impure element of their nature into un¬

Our grandmothers, of culinary fame, used to

rejoice the souls of favored guests with a del¬
icacy yclept Hubble and Bqucak, having, if wo
remember rightly, some kind of greasy founda¬
tion, with a superstructure of sour porter and
whipped eggs. Our pulatrs hnve grown dain-
tierin this generation. Tho fashionable woman
hears with disgust how Queen Anne's maids
of honor caught the blood of the dying pig
and royal hands moistened the witrst with it.

Nor do line gentlemen any longer whip pigs
to death to give tiicm rho flavor of wild boar.
Wo cat and drink, not only by the rules of
delicacy but science; can tell just how far the

supply of phosphates or albumen should go in

a breakfast, omi give a reason for feeding tho

journalist on shad and celery and the laboror
on mutton. Men and women have sternly set
their faces toward the accompli**hnicnt of clean

and strong stomachs for thetnsdves and their
children.
But mentally, frothiness and fonlne*» are

not yet distasteful to us. Decent Martha
Washington OT Dolly Madison would have shud¬
dered at the black draught of gossip which their
descendants gulp down every morning with¬
out a wry face. It is riot of the actual vice
which we complain now, however, but the dis¬
relish among all hall-educated Americana for
moderation, composure, and practica] strength
m manners, oratory, literature, or religion. It
is the preachers who play occasionally the part
of pious mountebanks whoso audiences are

numbered by the thousand ; the subscription
listd of dusky sensational newspapers out¬
number those of the be.it daas of m_ga_ines
twenty ibid j the books provided for our

children, even by respectable publishers, ure

aflame with flery adventure«, rank growths of

passion and tawdry puerile sentiment. It ia
all Bubble and Squeak ; greasy sediment at
bottom and uncle in froth atop. Nor is this
exaggeration confined to what are called the
vulgar» uncultured elaaeea; the habit of over¬

statement, of gross coloring, taints moro or

less every expression of our social life. The
American girl, at heart puro and modest, per¬
haps, with her loud dreasittg and pro¬
nounced manner la a matter of note from
Uot ten Bow to tim Campagna. her father,
with his swagger and parade of
wealth, has corrupted every market In
Europe. In the daily journals the lives and
homes of private men and »modest women are

nngutted for the public simply to satisfy this
prurient, morbid appetito; or if u literary
caterer has a public man as his material, he
feels himself bound conscientiously to his
readers to furnish B mess of either fulsome
adulation or indecent gossip. Take a recent

account of the " Dying Throes'' of tho last
Congress and see how easily plain facts can

be frothed into Hubble ami S.-ueak. There is
a gallery for colored people in the house; it
becomes "an inky cloud;" a carved inky
cloud too, "carved In tints,'' from "creamy
"roso to starless night;'' a cloud with tassels
.Anglo-Saxon tassels. Then wo aro pre-
sented to a well-known woman (a writer who
inver penned a foul or frothy line), and told
that although wa maj think her the ugliest
woman in the country, her "lace c:m light up
"like tin» 1'leiados winn the virtuous moon is

"devoured by au eettpee.'- Another lady's
"fa'.v is amiable as when drat culled from the
"New-England tree.'1 oh, virtnona mood!
Ob, trees of New-England J "Hou hardi! la,"
quoth the Western editor, "to write go»»»!!''
X cruel dog of war conns next to the front
as "a genii (tic), patent us in the Arabian
"Nights, who when he lifts his head of the
