the (Consti 1, by which the Legislature
waa empawerad to prepare lewialarion for the re-
moval of Gellnga ficials, o work which has
hitliosto been weglected, The proposed bill is sup-
ported unanimously by the Judiciary Committee,
and will nndondtedly meet the approvid of all vis-

tho necodnts ure balanced; the contractor ia paid in
fall, and the 15 per esnt: 1s refunded im.

Wien the appropriation falls sbort the pay Is usnally
stopped, alibough in some lostances it has occurred
that funds bave been borrowed from another approjprd:
ition to coatinne work for which the appropriation is
uot direcily mvallubls, The Canul Bourd snthorizes
WUl teansfers. Bosetimes, when there ls o break bua
canal, woney 8 taken from sy appropriation mose
cunveulent, boeansa they do noi want to delay the re-
ratapidon of mavigation. Witiicas did not know per-
sotially of any 1ustunea whers money hid been puid on
work, the appropriation fur whiel bad baen exhausted,
exopt In one case lwst Novomber, when the Canal
Buoard took sieli action. Witness declined to relmbarass
the apprupriation fund thds eserodchiod upoea natil he
could obtals mutbority therefor from the Lewisla-
ture. He lad kuown of ecases where coulrae-
fors on the Cbhumplain Cansl bad complained
that thelr money Lt been pant out for other work. He
did pot Laow if it bad been a practics of the Cuual
Lourd to draw vu out-ide appropriations, by resolntion
of the Board, 1o pay ou cxbansted approprlation, excepd
that sometimes a specille appropriation may fall short
wnd & genersl appropriniion muy be drawn npon. Wit
ness had never heard of soy work belng Guisivd Wt 8
lews cost thou the appropriation. Cases had oceurred
woere the apprepriation was mwde &nl the work was
vever duse; bl io such 1astunces the toney reveried
to the Treosory, and  becwne purt of the geueral fund.

THE INSPECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS BILL DRBATED
IN COMMITTER OF THE WHOLE—IIS PASSAGE
RECOMMENDED—AMENDMENTS  LIMITING  THE
GOVELNOL'S POWERS REJECTED—DIVISION OF
OPINION HETWREN HREPUBLICANS AND DEMO-
CRATS—TIE BILL SURE Tu BE AMENDED IN THE

EENATE.

ALBANY, April 8.—The bill for the establis
meut of the office of Iuspector of Publie Works,
to bo  sppoistid by the Guverner, Was the
specinl  order in the Assembly tuls morniog 1t
was debated for more than sn hoer, and ealied
out #ome expressipn of parttean  foeiing. Eeveral
soendments wers offered, raalnly to it the Gover-
nor's powera in regued to this officer, by conferring o
part of them on the Sepate, of LY sowe obber maune
Tuese nmendments wers dofeated, althongh several
Ropublicans assured the Assembly that the Pili could
not pass tue Benate without them. Speaker Metiniee,
who was expected to spesk against the DUl wos o
present during the sesaion, and Mr. Washoer of 3
York coufined bls antieipated opposition, for the time,
to hostile queationing, and one or two deaousirations
of disppproval,

Mr. Atvord offered an amendment to the ficst section,
providiog that tiae Tuspeetor appotnted by the Governor
should be coullrmed by the Sspute. Tals was carried
with Little opposition, but several of the Democruis wo
consented to its pussoge aftorward opposed it and
sevured o reconsiderstion of the vore, The nexi amend-
ment proposed came irom Mp, Vedder of Cattoarsogus,
The LI gives the Goveraur the power 10 remove the
Tospector at pleasure, Mr, Vedder moved to amenl by
waking the removal possibie only afier a bearing and
for cause, and opposed glving the Governor too mueh
power.
