about or held as prisoners by the military. These Iudlans
should be fed at the Fort Sill and Wichita Agencles, and |

by the Quaker agents in subsisting a greater number of

THE VALIDITY OF THE IOWA RAILROAD
TARIFF AFFIRMED.
fHE RIGHT TO FIX THEIR OWN TARIFFS NOT GIVEN

Careaco, May 13.—Judze Dillon of the
United States Court rendered yesterday, at Des Moioes,
luwa, an important opinion afirming the validity of the
Towa ratiroad tarilf of March 23, 1573, and ita applica-
tion to the Burlimgton road, now operated by the Chi-
cuien, Burlington and Quiney Company. The decislon
rests upon two grounds, that the State never made any
grant to the Company in it charter of exclusive right to |
