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roceived here sthte that no insects have appeared
this year at Mauhattan, Kansas, nor, s0 far as is
known, west of that place or Waterville, 100 miles
wast of Atchison, there are no tidings of general dis-
aster an yot from the more casterly connties in this
State reached by tho invasion of last year. The only
connties from which reports como of general devas-
tations this yearare a portion of Voernon, Dates,
Cass, Jackson, Clay. Matte, Buchanan, Andrew, and

of Johnson, Lafayette, Ray, Clinton, and
Holt. But the invasion of last year extended
through the whole or portions of 21 other ecounties
lying eastward or s«uthwa'rc'l of those named, in
whieh, if anv insects have this year appoared, it has
not been as yet reported.

Thus the region in this State in which the insects
have appearcd embraces only seven full counties on
the western border, from Andrew to Bates, inclusive,
and adjoining parts of six other connties. In the
north little damage is reported in Holt; in Clinton
the most easterly point reachied is Grayson, 20 miles
from Leavegworth; from Ray there are no definite
reports; “near Lexington” is the most casterly
pointof reported devastation in Lafayette; about
Warrenshurg fislds have heen destroyed in Johnson ;
mud only the norihern portion of Vernon is known to
be infosted. In Kansas the most sontherly point of
known destrietion is near Fort Scott, and a line
thenee to Waterville, eutting off the north-eastern
corner of the State, forms a limit beyond which to
the westward no reliable reportd state that general
ininry has been done. It is quite probable, however,
that there may be damage in scattered local-
ities in the sonth-castern portion of tho State. Bat
an irresslar helt not more than 120 miles wide,
from Waterville, Fansas, to Savannah, Missouri, and
thus lapring over the border and extending little
mare than 120 niles from north to south, embraces
all the pointe at which the devastation is known to
beo serions,

Within "at aren, moreover, the injnry is very
variuhle, wast every report speaks of destruction
“in gomi ¢+ within a county or neighiborhood.

In some localities the devastation is terrible; others
nod far o i entirely escape. The eggs of the
loenst ars pever deposited in low, wet ground, bat
on firm, dry, snd elevated spots. The long, hard
Winter killed ail the egzes in some sitnations, but
not inothers. Millions of eges were destroyed by
plawing 1 (ke Fall, or hefore the severe frosts late
in April. Milioms of insects, hatched in favorable
grota in Aoril, were destrovoed by the subsequent
govare fross, Thus the spots from which destroying
jnaects o1y come are comnparati vely rare, and the
yonng ins ots, being wingless as yet, have very lim-
ited powers of locomotion, cannot cross streatms,
gvoid low, wet gronnd, and suffer greatly from
storme, of wlich there have been several of late.
Fiemes it i natural that the destruction shonld be,
s everywhere reported, by no meaus extended over
s whole neichiborbood, but maiuly confined to cer-
fain Lracis,

Winter wheat, exeopt in few Instances, was so far
advaneed as to cscape, and the young insects have
boen alle to aat only the very late and tender corn.
Enring wheat, other grains, many vegetables,
plants, shrits, and gross, they devour with fearful
iy. Tointing to a paved sireet, one gentleman
CIntYree doyve my beet grass-Jand was stripped

as bare as that pavement.”  The loenzts even bore
into the greand, devouring the roots of plants, Un-
ablo to fly, they have not stripped the trees, as the
fall-grown loensta do, bnt they are bl enough at
best.  On the whole, hewever, there is reason to
hope that the injury will be slight compared with
that of lnst vear, when it is ronghly estimated that
property worth abont 50,000,000 was destroyed,
Eome fariners will lose severely, but the dovastation
is by no meaus as general, even within the muoch
more limited area atfeeted.  The general panic has
tinged nearly all reports,  The few who have suf-
fored make it known: the many whe only dread,
Lut have as vet lost little or nothing, naturally
make known the losses of others.  Bat the devasta-
tinn would indeed be terrible, if it should continue
long.

The best of the news is that the climate and the
parasites have done their fatal work, I suspect that
tho severe changes and excessive rainfall of our
climate at this season are the most fatal features,
Adapted by nature to an even, very early and very
dry Spring, the insccts grow weaker every day in
this region and soon begin to perish.  In Bochanan
Connty one man shoveled np 15 boshels from along-
side a fence, on which the creaturcs crawled to
eacape the wet. At Lawrence and Topeka, Kansas,
they are perishing repidly, and it is reported that
they aredying everywhero in the southern part of
that State, This evening, dispatches from Atchison
state thiat the territory occupied in Kansms is grow-
log narrower, *ihe hoppers going eastward.” As
they eatnot go far without wings, but can and do
die, this news is powl, A few days ago they were
plentiful ot Waterville, 100 miles west, but the latest
diapatelies from Atchison say that they now “reach
abont 40 miles west and 20 miles north” of that
place. In Muchanan and Cass Counties, Missouri,
they Lave also begun to disappear.

Many artificial means for getting rid of the insects
have been tricd, but none of them has proved very
successful,  What man is powerless to do for him-
solf, however, his allics, the hinds, beasts, roptiles,
and parasitic insects do for him in the extirpation of
theso pests,  Chickens, turkeys, and hogs devonr the
loonsts in ereal quastities ; many kinds of birds not
snly slanghior the inseets hut hunt for their eggsin
the eround ; and toads, frogs, and snakes feast upon
them, Buot more eftective than these or all other
aireneics of destroaction, except the climate, Prof.

near the line of present devastation need have no
foar, and by that time emr will be mainly advanced
beyond danger, whilo by far the greator the
insccts, if not all of them, will probably have per-
ished. But it is not strange that there is a wide-
panie, The farmers remember the frightful
evastation in years of migration, They donot know
that the young locusts are less destructive, and can-
not lust as long or move as far. They hear that the
creatures are trying to move south-castward, and do
not know that they will be withont wings until the
end of Juue, or that, being an unnatural and un-
healthy progeny, they are dying ol already, Thos
it is not strange that thousands of poor farmers,
blessed with asensational press and a pious Gov-
ernor, grow disheartened, negleet farm work, eurtail

urchases, talk of selling their lands, and wait with
dread for {he coming plague which, to most of them,
will never come,

This letter will not be in vain if it help: todls{ml
the panic of farmers beyond the line of probable
danger. It may also give, even to those of ravage
regions, reason to hn{u! that the plague will goon dis-
appear, and there will yet be time to win some re-
tirn from the generous soil and genial climate of
this fertile on, Already farmers of Jackson,
seeing that the pests begin fo die off, are obtaining
seed 1n order t.oi?lnr}t for anew crop this year, Nor
will this letter b in vain if it helps to remove, in
some measure, that stolid prejudice of ignorance
against scioutific inquiry, which sought in the last
chﬂnlumm o abolish the State Entomologist alto-
gether, A State so fortunate as to have the services
ractically useful, and so
highly approciated in the scientific world, if it
should abolish that office, would deserve a plague o
Jocusts every year as o punishment for its semi-bar-
barism, W. M. GROSVENOI.

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THE GRASSHOPPERS IN NEDBRASKA.
SMALL AMOUNT OF DAMAGE DONE DY THE INSECTS

—TIFIR DEPARTURE INTO MISSOURI—LESSENING
OF THEIR NUMBERS BY PARASITES.
[FROM AN OCCABIONAL CORREEPONDENT OF THE TRIBUNE.|

LixcoLy, Neb.,, May 19.—Last year, a8 is
well known, Nebraska suffersd terribly from the raviges
of the grasshoppers, and was compelled to eall npon the
more favored States for ald during the pust Winter. Tho
locusts came from the south-west, entering the State
along the Republican Yalley, aud pursuing & north-cast-
erly route, laid wasto some of the fairest portions of the
Btate. Although they came aftor most of the small grain
hisd been harvested the corn erop was almost destroyed
by them. They disappearcd In the north-castern part of
the Ftate; und, although the flight of some of themn
couldl bie traced in Towa, Dakota, and Minnesota, by far
tho largest portion disappesred withont leaving u token
of where they died.

Early this season it wns reported that the grasshoppers
had deposited their eggs in wany places in the Btate,
slong tho ronte of their Might, and that the eggs, with
the first warm days of Bpring were beginning to hateb.
Within & few weeks past these reports have hoen mure or
less veritied, In several of tho souili-eastern counties,
whers the ravages last season wero very slight, millions
of young grasshoppers suddenly appearad and at once
boman their destruetive work, The carly wheat and oats,
e blgdes of which had eppeared above the surface,
were sttacked, and every feld was laid waste. The insects
departod in o south-casterly direction pussing into Mis
sourl, where, It 8 reported, they are coutinuing thelr
ravages. Einee thele departure from Richardson County
and other south-eastern counties of this State, however,
the wheat and oat ficlds are again covered with blades of
these grains, and there is no doubt that the damage done
by the grasshoppers is very alight, and that a good erop
will be raised upon the flelds over which the pests
traveled. Replanting will not be neecasary. Indoed, the
farmers in that part of the Btate sre to be congratulated
that the locusta descended upon their fields so early in the
season, rather than just before the crops maiwied. Ne-
ports have been coming in dally, also, of the reappenr-
ance of the graashoppoers in sonme of the weslern counties,
but the reporta state that the number of locusts
i# 8o slight that no danger s anticipated from them.

Prof. Anghey of the Nehraska State University has
been engaged in an investigation of the halits of the
grmnhu\.w‘r for mseveral years past, and ot
this timb of general fear of the pest In the Btate Lis opin-
jons abont the Insects are looked upon with mueh con-
fidence. Prof. Reilley, Btate Entomologist of Missouri,
lins also given thoe subjeet epecial attention, and saye
fie is of the opinion that the grasshoppers dis ont in afew
generations after thelr migration from their native sandy
or gravelly plains.  Prof. Aughey fully sostaius him In‘

this opinion, and has mode numerous experiments to ver-
ify it. One experiment conchusively proves that the
grasshoppers of the first generation coming bere are
stronger, more aeile ond moro voracions than thoso of
the sucoceding generation hatehoed npon the sofl of this
State. Tho sams result was proved by caglng them and
ascertalulog how long they could live without fowd. In
sote places, wlso, the cegs that wers luld in diderent
yeors sinee 1864 didnot hateh out. This was owing chicfly
to the extreme chauges from a wet to o dry pod Trom o
hot to s cold atmosphere,  The Professor 1= of tho opindon
that, were it not for this, long beforo this time the loomsts
would from their enonnous nmbore have devastated
the entire coontry, ne far east a8 the Atlan-
tie. Frof. Aughey further states thit ns carly as 1865 ho
noticed that enormous numbers of grasshoppers In Nor-
thern Nebraska took thieht carly In Junw, inosoutherly
and soonth-casterly direction, bt ho was unable to learn
by Inquiries made in many directions whither most of them
went.

IMPRISONMENT FOR DEBT.

LEGISLATIVE INVESTIGATION INTO THH
BUBJECT.

DISAPPEARANCE OF MANY OF THE EVILS OF THE 018
SYSTEM—PETITION OF DEBTOR PRISONEUA IN
1R73—CIRCUMATANCES UNDER WHICH PERSONS
CAN BE IMPRISONED ON CIVIL PROCESS—NOTE-
‘WORTHY CASES IN LUDLOW STREET JAIL.

A committee of the Legislature is soon to sit
it this city Lo investignte the facts of the imprisonmont
for debt of numerous porsons who petitionad the Logisle-
tarn in 1973, Inquiry reveals, however, that thoy will
discover that many of the evils of ths old system have
been aradieatod,

Formerly the system hy which debtors wers held by the
Hherllf on the ex parte statements of creditors grew o he
practieally & aystom of Imprisonment for debl—a rlie
of barbarity forbldden allks by the laws and by svery
focling of humanity, Four years ago Tiun Trisuye
eniled attontion to the enormity of the offenses aom-
mitted nnder this system, gathering the detalls of sntfer-
ing and hacdship by committing one of s re
portors, by the regular proocss of the laws, to endars
the setual experience of the prison for a fortnight, The
immediate effoet of the exposares which followed was to
render more earcful anid exacting the Judges who hal
previously ordered commitments, without exawining the
applieations for orders of arrest, snd for someo months
the bosiness of the Sheriff and the lawyers in this di-
rection waa ereatly curtsiled. Subsequently one of the
Judges of the Supreme Conrt, Judgo Barnard, orderod o
large number of debtor prisoncrs in Ludlow Surve
Jall to be bronght before him, and many of thoss whe
were millctously held, or who could not hope (o pay
while so confined, wero relaused. Still later many strik.
ing facts illustrating the bad features of the systemn word
presented to the Legislature,  The petition of the debtor
prizoners in Ludlow Street Jall In 1473 wota forth the
then existing evils of the system vory cloarly. 1t read
s followa @

Your petitiomers, at the present time confined fn Lud-
low Stroet Jabl, in the City of New-York, baving lwen
commitied thereto on civil processes, baving read with
pleasure and gratitnde the resolutions offered by the hon-
wraliln Speaker of the House, calling on the Bheo il of the
County of New-York for full information relative (o sueh
eommittals, &e., beg leave respectiully o represcat that
the statement so ealled for must be ex parte, the defend-
ants having no opportunity under aaid resolutions te
ahow your Judiciary Comvmities the injustios of the
cliarges in very mang if not most of the sulta upon whick
persuns sro ineareetated hiere,

That the law for the tmprisonment of debiors (s se
conatried hr gomen of our judges that upon diine an nn-
dertakinge, In most coses worthless, tos ther with the
aflidavit of any person, even on “information anid
belief,” and without any direet avermest of raud, &

Your petitioners do not presune to advise your homorable
