A reporter of Tog
Trinexe visitea several firms in this city yesterday to
ebtalu some nformation about the alleged fraudulent
eperations.

THE CASE OF CAPT. BURDEN,
TRSTIMONY OF W. A. MARTINOT HEFOKE THR PO~
LICE COMMIMSIONFRS—TIIR OFFICER ACCURFD
OF BIIELDING PANEL AKD GAMBLING HOURES
AND RECKIVING MONEY VFROM THE FROPILE-
TORS—CHARACTER OF THE WITKESS ATTACKED
BY THEODOHE ALLEN,

The large court-room at Police Headquar-
ters was crowded  yesterday morning with wituessos
snminonad th appeas in the ease of Capt. Henry Borden,
charged with recelving money to protect panel-honse
thieves, women of bud charseter and gamblers trom Ybe
operations of the lawa. The Police Conmuissloners and
the nocused were hoth represented by eounsel, and the
full Board of Polle Commissioners wes present, Com-
wmissloner Matsell presiding.

W. A, Martinot, the first whness, gave o st of the
panel-honses, honses of bid character, and gambling-
houses which existed in the Twenty-ninth Precinet while
he was an offecr thereing who kept them, and the
amount that he alleged were paid to Capt. Burden by the
proprictors,  ITe testified that, m many cases, the keepers
of punel-bonses  wede arrungements with the caplain
beforehand. 1o waa told go by the keepers themselves.
The cousideration » was #75 per  week for ecach
house, and, in the event of & eomplaint, one half of
the mmount lost Was to be returued to the loser if no
arrest wos wade, Such robberes were not entered on
the hlotter, but were peported verbally, Disorderly
houses were allowed to be run openly, and only broken
np A1 too notorions, in whickh case timely warning would
be glven, The captafu always knew what houses the
maney eamo from,  There were ten or twelve gambiling-
honses in the precinet known to the eapisin.
