The
gencral opinion in reguid to the alleged new evidence
spems to be that it refers to the Price snd Loader state-
aenuts. Ex-Tudee Morrds paid a visit on Monday to the
effice of Gen. Pryor n this city in order to consult with
him in reference to the matter, bat Gen. Pryor was out
of town. Inquiry st the offfice of the IMstrict-Attorney
of Kings County yesterday failed to elicit any informa-
tion as to the time when the eriminal indietments ngninst
Titon, Moulton, Loader, and Price will be taken up and
prosecuted.  This mutter rests entirely within the dis-
sretion of the Distriet-Attorney.

It s geoerally utdersiond by Inwyers that the notice
perved by Mr Tilton's attorneys does not indicate neces-
sarily that agew suit will be pressed. 1t is entirely a
pro forma document, drawn np and served because the

BXAMINATION OF THE COOK OF THE ROBERA—THE
CHARGE OF MUTINY WAIVED AND THE PRIBUSER

William Willinans, age 45, the eolored cook
of the American ship Robera, was taken before United
PMates Commisstoner Winslow, in Brooklyn, for examina.
tlon, yesterday, on & coarge of assaulting Capl. Haogeu
with & hateliet and sttempting to lnelte the crew of the
ship to muting,  Unlled States Assistunt Distrlet-Attor
pey Hoxie appearcd for the Governmweut, and Julin F.
Allen for the defense. Capt. Hagen testified that the cook
sasnulted him with the * tormentors,” or large galley
fork, and severely wounded bim on the head with o
Batehet, nud that Le gave the cook no provecation other
than by golng 1o the galley and seking him what e was
eotuplaiu ug about.

Eince the burning of the officers’ guarters in
e chsemates of Fort Hamilton, ou che night of the dd
of March Inst, they have been Hving In resldences fur-
pisbied by the Governent in the viclnity, The War De-
partinent lately o varded contracts for the ereciion of
three new bulldings for officors’ quariers, the shies for
which bave been selected on the reservition, amd the
sasemiates will be uscd hercafier sa barracks for the
soldiors.

The fort Is garrisoned by 250 men of the 84 Artillery,
pommanded by Col. Geo, W. Getty. The rations of the
solitiers are plentiful and of good quality. Frosh heef is
meued every other day, the men preferring corned pork
Biree times & woek to o oontinual diet of fresh went.
Vegetatiles are rulved in abundance. The brend nscd 18
baked at the Fort, and the soliljors are entirely content
with their rations. Desertions are uob unfroguent, but
they generslly veenr sboat the time the troa)s ave pald,
which takes place every two woenths, snd when they
Peocive o large sum of woney at one thoe thoy are lod
toto dissipations, become reckless, perhaps lose all they
goL, overstay their leave, ond wre fearful of punt=timent
on returning ; or they concinde to return to thelr aeveral
bomes In vrilir 1o ergnge 10 seme other ocenpation. Woere
dally o wocllly pavinents to the men introduced, deser-
tons would to a very groat extent ecase, and the dis-
eipline snd efectivinvse of the wrmy would be vastly
bnproved.
