It is not sup-
posed that this will in auy way prejudice the ar-
rongments now being mads to rehabilitate the
bank.

1t l1as been reporied that the Bank of California
was nrgely indebted to the United States mint here,
The bauk has been refining for the wint, and it was
gnpposed the indebtedness was inenrred through
that channel. The SBuperintendent of the mint
gtates that the eontrary ia troe, and the mint owes
the bank $125,000, payable on demand,
