It therefors oversteps the power of hiuman cotic uption to
grasp its essence, while Its visille mnclinery s algebiaie,
and in the modes of its uso it has anelogics voth with
algebra and  with gquaternions. The wmethod s of
too recent origin to have been largely developed
in Ita capabilitica or ftested In s applications”
The seryiocs of oor townsman, Mr. Lewis M. Rutherfurd,
11 the departnient of pructicsl astronomy, are referved to
fn terms of just appreciation, and those of Dr. Henry
Draper, in the same hranch of selenee, are thus deserited s
# angther Aerican astropomer, whose fngenuity in the
construetion of Insiruments s no lesa remurkable than
bis skill in the use of them, Dr. Tleury Draper, haw des
yoted lmself to the twprovement of reflecting tele-
scopes.

found among the hollday offerings of the present season,
Put they are it no wise superier to the splendid descrip-
tive sketolios which fuim the staple of the work. Rarely
baa & volume borne the jmprint of gn Awmerican pul-
Habier, comnhiniug fo so bigh ndegroe the bert qualiiies
of & Hbrary of information and o cabluet of Art. The
sutbor, M. Roussciel, lins devoled many years to the
study of the architectural monuwents, the rollirlons falth
and worshilp, and the systems of cvilization previliling
m the Eust, aud bas here presenied tie ripened frults of
his reacurchios in a style no less rewarkable for e ele-
gunoe than its force. o the conrse of hls exteusive
travels in the wost fmportant Klopdoms and  peine
clpalitios  of Tudin, his atientlon wae esprolally
dlrectid to the courts and conutries of the native ralers,
and to e soclal and domcstio pecullaities of the primi-
tive Orfental populations.
