Wasmisoroy, Nov. 18.~Gen. A, G. Law-
rence of Ehode Island snd A, H. Ashby of Nebraska
have arrived ln Washington and presented to the Scere-
tary of the Interior the report of the Commission 10 ne-
gotinte with the Sioux in reference to the Block Hills
country. The followlng intercsting polnts in the report
have mot hitherto  been  telegraphed : It ap-
pears  that  the Commissiones  were  Instrocted
pasticnlarly to impreas upon the Bloax the fuct thatl they
are dependint npon the aunuval eharity of Congress for
thie necesaaries of lie, w hile ot the same thme tue Indiaos
were to be mide to understand that the Goveroment did
not wish to take from them any of thelr property or
rights without mturning o falr equivalent.  Acting
under these general tnstructions, the Commissioners sih-
mitted to tbe Indlan Counell the following alternative

| propositions :

First ; That the United Btates should purehase o leense
to wine, and also, na tocidental theroto, to grow stock
and cultivate the sofl, in the Black Hills country, for
S400,000 per annmmn, three-fonrihs to be expended for
their enbsletence, and the remainder for objects bene-
fleinl for their civillzation, the Government reserving
the bt to terminnte the agrecment on two years' no-
tice: or,

Mecomed 2 That the United States shonld pay them
5,000,000, In 15 annual installwents, to be spplied for
thets subsletence and elvilization,

Accompniying these offore was also s proposition to
purchnse the Big Horn eountry, in Wyoming Territory,
for 500,000, payable £50,600 per year jn lve stock aod
sgrienltural mplemoents.

NAVAL FRAUDS IN BROOKLYN,
SOMERODY TAMPERS WITH TiE PAY-ROLLS—AND
CSPLUNDERS THE GOVERXMENT FOR THREE YPARS,
FIOM A REGULAR CORRESFONDENT OF THE TRINUNE. ]

Wastisaron, Nov, 18.~8omn time ago serions ac-
cnsations were made againgt Civil Burveyor Stratton
of the Brookiyn Nuvy-Yard, to the effect that the
pay-rolls of his department had been falsely made
ont sinee 1872, po that workmen were eharged on
the tolls as reeerving 3 per day, when in reality
thew peecived only $2, the other dollar being pock-
eted by somebody having authority over the men.
Adsuiral Kowan appomted a Board of Inguicy to
Investigate the charges, and the report has just been
jeceived by Becretury Hobeson, The snbstance of
the report and docoments is that a gquarrel arose he-
tveen Mr. Stratton and his chief elerk, aud that the
aecusations against the former ware the result of
this guarrel.  The report, however, shows that Mr.
Strutton’s pay-rofls had been tampered with: that
for u period of a year the frands alleged had boen
committed, and that the workmen had not been peid
1he aumount shown by the rolls, It was not shown
that My, Stratton was guilty of the framd, but he
was respongilile for the necurney of his payments,
The Becretary has direeted Admirsl Rowan to see
that the Board of Tnquiry i not dissolved until the
vesponeibility is determined aud the ‘guilly persons

foumd.

A STEAMBOAT BURNED.

DESTRUCTION OF THE D, R. MARTIN,

A FIRE DISCOVERED ON THE OTPOSITION STATEN
1SLAND FAREY-BOAT—THE DOAT RUN  ASHORE
AND TUE PASSENGERS LANDED IN SMALL HOATS
—=AN EXPLOSION, AND TWO MEN SLIGHTLY IN-
JURED—THE HULL ONLY BAVED—LUSS AROUT
$50,000,

As the ftaten Tsland ferryboat D, R, Martin,
belmging to what s known s the Garner line, was
making the 3 p, m. trip frow New-York, yestorday, it was
discoversd to e on fire, when near Robin's Reef light-
honse, Emokes and  Anmes  were  first seen
fsmng from the after gungway, The 3larm wus at onee
given, and the boat headed for the Btaten Islund ahore,
The thew, fortunately, 3id not make very rapid headway,
andd all the passengers and crew were safely landed near
Berger's Dock, between Towplingviile and Stupleton, i
smnll boats,

Capt. 8 Softleld, In conversation with a reporter of
Tup Trinrse last evenlng, stated that he had Just talien
charge of the boat for the rewsluder of the day, that
belng his first trip down, * Everything worlicd as
upual,”  he sald, “untll we wers Dbetween
ftobin's Reet Light and the Island, when 1

saw sume lndies rush out of the ecabin in grent haste.
that

They shouted to me, in  the pilot-house,

the boat was on fire. At first T thonght 1 wonld
not  chauge the ecourse of the vessel, but run
her tn sa  guickly as possible &t our own

clock ot Stapleton. When we had arrived about opposite
Quarantine, the englneer called out that he thought we
had  better moke for the ehore, and ot once I
stoered the boat In that Alrection. Some one aaid the
shore was tocky, aud 1 was at a loss to know where to
land, when T uoticed several small boals near the shore n
gliort distance below the Tompkinsyille landing, and con-
cludid to risk # landing there, As soon as the boat
wae turmed In the  right  directlon  the steering
grar on the port gide burned off, and 1 thus Tost all eon-
trul.  Fortunately we were golog in the right direction,

and all we had todo was to keep up the stesm. By
easing  uwp  before we  struck  the shore, the
puli wae not st all infured,  All the small hoats

in the nelghiborkood at onee came to the nssistance of the
pussengers and took them ashiore., The . were abont 40
pussengers aboard, two-thirds of whom were badies, but
thronghont the whole thine they mapifested the grentest
cooluess,

About the time we lnnded, Capt. Softeld eonfinued, the
engineer woas driven from his room and the fire was
making cousiderable headway. Soon after, the tog honts
Tiho and Xo, 9 (the Waleott) eawe aloagside and after-
wards the tug Johin Fulier, the latter of which earries a
full length of hose,  Thess began st once to piay
upon tho turning boat with all the hose they liad] at
command, but it was fully two hours before jhey sue
cecded In getting the fire under control. When the fire
bad been raging about an huur, at the snggestion of the
epgineer, 1 lefit the D, R’ Mwtin wod  went
aboard the Tibo, and mot long after the steam Nue,
leaiing to the suoke-stack, where the dry steam of the
tedier ia held, guve way, tearing off the top of this por-
tion of thie botler and carrying away the wash-romm. A
ghort time after we landed T sent a smull-bout round to
the after part of the vessel, where the fire was
the greatest, to see if thore were any persons left on that
end. They found six, nnd took them sshore. Fearing
there wight be still others there, [ sent anotier

boat on thesame errund, and  while they Wwere
erocsing  near  the vessel, the explosion  took
place, They were somswhat burned in the faee, and

their boat turned over, bhut ey woero piekad up imme-
diately and cared for, Thoe wos ne otue on board
th

boat wt  the  time of  the exploslon.

The vessel was burned elean to the hull, but this, ns far
an |t uble to learn, 18 wot injured. No one hie yet
been able to go aboard on pecount of the sooke sod
stogin, bat the dnmage will amouut probably to sbout
£50,000, two-thirds of the total value,

SPAIN AND AMERICA.
REAL CHARACTER OF THE SPANISH REPLY.

THE TEXT NOT RECLIVED—TIHE TONE AMICABLE AND
EATISFACTORY—THE CUBAN BOND RING—8E-
CRECY MAINTAINED AT THE WA DEPARTMENT—
FIVE IMON-CLADS ORDERED TO NORFOLK,

WasHiNGToN, Nov. 18.—~The text of the diplo-
matic note Minister Cushing recently presented to
the Spanish Government in relation to the trealy of
1795, amd the observance of its provisions in Cuba,
has not yet been reecived at the State Department,
0 that all protended absiracts of its coutents or re-
views of its arguments which have been sent from
Washington are, to say the least, inaccurate. It is
trie that Secretury Figh has received from Minister
Cushing a dispatch announcing the veeeipt of the
spauish reply, and describing it as * amicable and
satisfactory ;" but it is not true that Mr. Cushing
has telegraphed the State Depurtment tiat Spain in
her note maiotaing the right of using  eonrts-
martial to  try  offenders  against  Ler  laws
when such offenders are American eitizens, or
* makes tho conceasion,” which would not be a con-
cesston at all, as it is provided for in the treaty of
1795 that American eitizens tried in Spanish courts
way have their advoeates or attorneys and produce
witnesses in their own benalf, Spain has pot main-
tained this as right, and has not therefore eited in
support of hor position on this point the example of
the United States subsequent to the war of the re-
bellion, nor that of France after the trinmph of the
Repnblic over the Paris Commune, The simplo truth
is, thnt almost ever siee he arrived m Spain, Minister
Cushing has heen negotiating with the Spanish Gov-
ermunent in relation to the strict observance of the
treaty of 1705, and the interpretation of certain
sections of it, keeping in view all the time
the desire of our Government to secure a
moditicatton of that treaty, should it be possible,
s0 a4 to make it conform more nearly with
those which have snbsequently been negotinted with
other Enropean conntries, It cannot be leamed
that any threats have been made on either side, nor
has soything serious ocenrred to endanger the
friendly relations between thatwo countries,

As is well known, there is in this country aring of
specttlators in Cuban bonds, having its liwvadinarters
in Washington, snd the members of thin ring seize
upon every little incident that can be made a pre-
tonse for ereating excitement on the Cuban question,
from which they hope to reap a golden harvest.
The report of pending negotintions between the two
conntries hos given them their latest opportnnity
and they have been making the most of it Their
organ in this city in its issue of this morning was
full of detached editorial quotations from Seeretary

Fish's letter of instruction to  Minister Cush-
ing, published a year ago and now  re-
printed in & form  intended to  excite and

mislead its readers, If it represented the President
in this watter, as it somnetimes does in others, the
reader wonld conelude from its tone that Gen, Grant
eontemplated recommending the recognition of the
Cuban belligereney in his fortheoming message,
Buat that journal in this case does not speak for the
President, though it may be working in the personal
intereat of some who are unfortnnately his fiiends,
The last Spanish note, when it breomes generally
known that in its tone and substanee it is amicable,
and aatisfactory to Minister Cushing, Seeretary Fish,
and the President, will probably quiet for a time
these ehironic Cuban agitators, although the country

The Navy Department has meanwhile surrounded
its wovements with greater mystery than ever.

They are all vessels of tho same grade,
having one turret and carrying two 15-inch guns,
The necessary officers have already neaily all been
wssigned to the Cat<kill, the Lehigh and the Mop-
tank., Noneof these asstgnments lave been made
publie, and their publication is forbidden. Tho two
remaining iron-cluds at the rendezvous at Norfolk
will, it is expeeted, be imuedintely supplied with
officers,  These are dive of the twelve iron-clads
which ave alone available, or which ecould he
made  available for active serviee for a
lung  time, The othor available iron-clads
are the Ajax, Canoniens, Mabopae, and Saugua at
New-Orleans, which are part of the squadron or-
dieres to Coban walers during the Virgiuius excite-
ment; the Comanche and Monadooek at Mare
Tilatd on the Pacitic Coast, the Dictator at Hilton
Head, and the Hoanoke at New-Yorl, which is
