Tt was spon understood that
mecrly, If not all the Aldermen, were favorable to Mr.
Camphell, and wonld vote to eonfivm the appaintment.

Alderman John Rellly stated to s TulhUse reporter
Shat there Lad been 1o eavens on the nomination, Mr
Campbell was widely known as & praetieal englucer
and identifed with muny important publie improvements
ghls elty.

Much surprise was ecreated in Wall-st. ves-
day by the announcetnent early in the day of the fudure
and nssignment of Dickinson & Co, stock brokers, of
Exchange-place and Troadst. The fhan, cons
their inability to meet thelr eniens
faet ta the presiding ofticer of the Stock Exchnnge Tl
lotter wis rend from the rostrum of the Exchange, and
presently nhout 4,000 sharcs of the aetdve stocks, sucl an
Lake Shore, Western Unloa, and Unlon Parifle, were
bought In  for their account by several brokers with
whom they had coutracts,  Thirteen hundred shnees
of Missourl Pacifle were sold  out,  this duig
ahout the only stoek of which they w “long.” The
firm hisd been ** boars™ for some tme, Tot only o this but
in the Ban Franelseo stock muarket.
