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WHAT IS DOING TO AID BUSINESS?
WHE FINASCIAL WILLS BEVORE ¢ INGRIBS—VIEWS OF

Wasmxgrox, Jan, 16.—Ihe waste of another
week by the Honse in fruitless discussion of dead
fasues has coused many leading Democratio Repre-
sentatives to realize more forvilily than before the
dissatisfaction which ia beguning to manifest itself
thiroughont the couniry at the fullure of Congress to
tuke practical steps Tooking to (he relicf of business
from its present dopression. It is teue that within
the past fow days some of the commitives have he-
gun work and are preparing (o Teport some uf the
necessary business of Congress, Bt the Financial
Committees, those on Ways and Means, anld Bank-
ing and Currency. to which the eountry looks for
some practical measures for the restoration of confi-
donee, have as yet given the most important suljects
peferred to them little or no attention. The discus.
sion on Andersonyille and Jefforson Davis, suljects
which it 15 believed the conntry has no desire to re-
vive, which Las been snstained by thireo or four of
the most prominent members of the Ways and Means
Committee, hag preveuted any important w ork from
being done by it diring the past week.

The financial measures already infrodoaced meet
with littlo favor from those hard-money advovates
on both sides of the House who hold the soundest
viewson these importaut questions. A preminent

these, expressed surprise at the riudeness of thought
which most of them hoave exhibited. T TrisvNe's
criticism on Mr, Payne’s bill, charneterizing it as a
surrender, was, be said, porfeetly just. The bill -
troduced by Mr. Chittenden of New-York surprised
him. Mr. Chittenden’s objoet in proparing it was
doubtless to obtain an opportuuity to mnke a speech
on the subjeet, but it sees strange that & mun of
his standing and business experience should be will-
jug to allow his name to be connected with the fu-
troduction sven of a4 measire s imperfect. Mr.
Wood's bill Le had not exanined carefully, but from
a casual reading of it he did not behieve it praeti-
cakle.

Mr. Schiletchior, in his Bill introdueed last weck,
the gentloman saiil, iguores the facg that foreien
eontiies will not and caunot allow any rupid accu-
mulation of gold in this couutry. As the legal
tender issne is withdrawn and destroyed, as pro-
posed in Mr. Schiloicher's Bill, its place must be filled
either with National bank notes or with golid and
gilver. But as the National bank potes would,
when the United States reached gpoecie payments,
have to bo redeemed in gold and  silver, sinee thit
woitld be the only modinm of redemption left, gold
gud silver would in any event be required in large
measure to fill the place of the greenbacks. This
would require ao acoumulation of coin in this voun-
try which would disturd the gold warket of Enrope,
The Bank of France, although its paper issues nre at
par with gold, and it has been acenmulating coin
for thires yeass in order to obitain a stock of gold on
which to resume, Las not thus far dared to begin the
redemption of its paper lest that very act should so
raise the price of coin in other countries is to wike
the attempt o failure,

Mr. Sclileielier defends his Lill on the grouud that
it will actually canse less disturbancs i the gold
markets of the world even than the plan proposed
by Becrotary Bristow. IHo ealls attention to the
fact that shonld lis Lill be passed there would be no
hontding of gold and no acenmulation of a lurge
quantity of coin either in the Treasury of the
United States or elrowhere in this conutry. He be-
lieves that the amount of gold which now passes
throngh the Cnston-hiouse would be wnply sufll-
cient, if applicd in the mwauner which he recome
wends, to bring us back to specie payincuts, The
amtount of eoin pow in the possession of the United
Btates, und whut wonld accumulate before the 1st
of Novewber, 1876, would, he thinks, be suflficient
to carry out his plan of redemption for at least ten
months after it was begun. The simple passaze of
bis bill, and its signature by the President, would,
Le belioves, canse an immediate appreciation in
value of the entire volume of outstanding legal
tenders, and this appreciation  wonll  continue,
bringing gold and legalstendey notes nesrer and
nearer to the same value.  Tn this way, within o few
months after the purchase of greenbiacks ar the rate
of ten millions a month bad been begun, they wonld
become worth par with gold. When the purchase
of greenbacks is first begun, the gold paid out for
them would, Mr. Schleicher admita, be locked up,
and would not go into the cirealation, This would
of eourse canse & oW parary con tion, But he
thinks it would not 1o the least affect the volume of
eurrency actually in civenlation. The fivst logal
tenders purchased, he believes, would be drawn
fron the banks, where they have accumnlated
in great quantities, But as soon  as  the
Jegal tenders  reach  par  with  gold,  he
expects the esin to make its appearanos the eir-
eulution, while the amount of legal tenders that
would be preseuted every month for redemption
would be far less than ten millions., His rvason for
supposing this is that the wotive of solf-iuterest,
which would prosmpt the exchange as long as the
Japer monny wWas depreeiated, would be removed as
#oott 8 it became equally valuable with gold; and
thereaftor the tronble, expense, and risk attending
the exchange, and the greater eonvenience of haud-
ling paper money, would cheek the redunption very
effectunlly. From thse facts it will be seen that
Mr. Bebleicher, shonld his bill puss, wonld not ex-
peot that the entire volume of the legal-tender notes
would be withdrawn in threo years and a half, hut
belioves that the process wight be extemded over a
period of five vears, or even a longer cue,

*No scheme,” saul the gootloman fivst quoted,

ments without contruction, but it most be so geutle
and gradual as not to alari business men. A strong
belief,” he said, ** seems to have got possession of

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THE SULTAN'S IMPERIAL FIRMAN

Wasiixeron, Jan, 16.—~The text of the fir-
mun by which the Sultan grants sivil riguts to the Chrls-
tians and orders lmportant reforms has been received
here. The Sultan directs that Justice shall be Impartinily
sdministered, and that all persons shall have the right
to hiold landed property, He orders the system of forewsd
labor to be reformed, 8o that to tujastics shall be com-
mitted. The Sultan also orders reforms in regard to the
agricultural indastey and commerce of the Empire, The
firman proceeds: “Every elass of our suljects, who
tive under our Jmperial protaction, are in our eyen and in
our sentiments of Justice on alevel of perfuct equality.
Therefore, we confirm the powers veated 1o the Patri-

Not
for the venders, who are alleged to have obtained
that £1,000,000 by frand, and who are warned that
they will be called on to disgorge their piunder. Not
for the original directors, who are hold responsilile
for the false stutements of the prospectus,  And
muce ono of these original directors, Gen, Schenel,
waa at the titge Upitod States Minister to Great Brit-
aln, the report of intendod proceslings against him
cannot be falled pleasant reading for the American
people, whom he still (misirepresents at this conrt,

More or loss of this was known before, bt the
present Buand now commit themselves to a fresh snd
startling statement, They have heen endeavoring
to aseertain whether the American lawsuils now
pending, nominally in hebalf of the Company, have
been conducted—1 guote the worids ob the meport—

“Afor the bona fide purpose of recovering the money

obtained from the Company for the mine, or whethe

they lave been conducted for the porpose of ex-
linusting the funda of the Company; thus making
any proceedings for recovering such money fnprac-
ticable,” They goon to say that they are not by
any means cloar that these provecdings sre not the
result of some arrangement bhetween Park, Albert

Grant, Messre.  DBarlow, McFarland & Co, and
Mr.  Albert Turaer. They allege that  they
have  discovered  evidenve  of the  exist-
ence  of confidential relutions  between  these

persons, althongh they represent opposite and con-
fligting intersts,  Me, Albert  Turiwr was the
Fuglish solicitor for the l:'-l'i!uil Campany nnder the
lust Boand, bt hus Leen  charged with being con-
nected with Grant, Messrs. Barlow, MeFarland &
Co. were employ vd by that Bourd as the Company's
solicitors in America, but have litherto aeted, says
this report, an Park's private solicitors, On this
state of fucts counsel's opinion has been takoen, and
the opinion sent to Messra, Barlow & Co, with aore-
quest that they will furnish fuller particnlars s to
the olijeet and natinre of the proeecdings before the
American law conris, It appears further that
Messrs, Burlow & Co. have written to say that the
Amerioan conrts tequire (he Company to eposit an
additional som of 2,000 a8 security for costs,
They demand at e same time that their own ne-
comint to ddate should be adjosied ; that provisien be
made for the fntnre expenses of the litigation, and
that the Looks, papers, and testimony which they
reqnire be seut to them,
