WasmNcToN, March 13.—The investigation of
{he Charles Hays bribery case has not us yet heen
begun by the House Comuittee on the Judiciary.
Witnesses were subpeuned last week, and are ex-
pected to reach here this evening or to-morrow
morning. Mr. Hays, in recommending the appuint-
ment of young Beardslee to & cadetship at West
Point, certified that he had resided more than two
years in the Town of Choctaw, Ala. There is no
town of that name in thut county, and young
Beardales was never in Choctaw County 1u his life.
This county is one of the most remote and insccessi-
Mle in the State, the nearest railrowd to it being the
Mobile und Olio, which extends through Mississippi
pot far from the Alabama line,

After Mrs, Beardalee applied to Scott Lord for an
sppointment for ber son, uud was informed that An
sppointment would ouly be made after a competitive
examination, she went to Tuscaloosa, Alabams. and
sent & few weeks there, During her stay she
mads many inquiries iu regard to the price of prop-
erty there, representing to the citizens that she was
well pleased with the climate of that sectiou of Als-
bama, and that she contemplated purchasing prop-
erty there, in order to make it her Wiuter residence,
After she Lad been there sume time her son arrived,
and they rewmns] s short time together. Eubse-
quently they visited Birmingham, an important
manufacturing town on the Bouth and North Rail-
roud of Alabama, but not in Mr. Hays's district.
After a short stay there they returned to the North.

Nothing has been heard from Mr. Haye siuce #he

Fourth : 1t prohitite each eompany from making any
Aividends while It is i defanlt of complying with any of

Fafth ; 1t gives the Governmen & right of action to Te
coverall money due or to become due, And to take
posgession of any, of to operate any road in detault.

Tite bill wlso, smong otlier things, requires the Seere-
tary of the Treasury (0 report to Congress whut may be
reasonable raten for Government transportation. The
amonnts of seml-annusl paymoents, 1o ereate o fund for
the payment of Interest, kre to be presedbed from thne
to time, sccording to the amounts realized from (he five
per cent of uet carnings aud the retention of charges tor
Governwent business. The report says the proposcd bill
“adds nothing to the obbgation of the Companies &4 to

TORY—THR KEPUBLICANS CONFIDENT OF THE
GOVERNORSHIP By 5600 or 600 MAJORITY—
LITTLE BETIING, THE MOXNEY OF POLITICIANS
BEING IN THE CORRUPTION FUND—A REPUBLI-

Coxconp, N, H., March 13.—~The leaders of both
parfics are nervons and anxions to-nighd, although
they try to keep np a show of contidenes in to-mor-
row's result.  The contest will be very close, and it
is probable that neither side will win a complete
vietory., Aeccording to the statements of the best in-
formed Democrats, made to their friends, they ex-
pect that there will be no choiee of Governor by the
popular vote, and that they will have n working
majority in the Honse, six anl perhaps seven of the
twelve Renators, and three of the five Conneilors,
The Republican State Committea claim to have full
faith that they will eleet their Governor by
a majority of 500 or 600, and a plorality of 1,000,
and that they will have a fairmajority on joint ballot
in the Legislature. They concede threa Conneilors to
the Democrats, and are disposed to admit that the
Henate will be a tie.  Thia i3 the most moderate e-
publican estimate given—not for effact, but as the
actual belief of men who are in possession of all the
attamable facts on the Republican gide,

Comparing these two predictions, it will be seen
that the issue cannot be acenrately pradicted, bhut
that the suceess of the Kepublican caudidate for
Governor wonld seem a more probable contingency
than that of his opponent.  All talk about the com-
plexion of the Legislature 14 mere guesswork, There
are 1460 towns in the State that have been trost-
worthily Democratic for the past six years, 118 that
hava nniformly given Republican majorities, and
115 that have varied and are (hersfore now classed
as doubiful,  Of these latter, 58 have given Repub-
lican oftener than Democratic majorities, and 57
have been carried wore frequently by the Dewo
crals.

Closing meetings were Lol by both parties i this
eity to-night, and also in most of the large towns of
the State. The excitement was very high, but there
is not much betting. ANl the woney the politicians
are willing to nisk on the election has been put into
the eorruption fund on one side or the other to iny
votes, The Republicans in Manchester, In their
selfish eagerness to gain power in their own ciiy
have been trying to persuade Gov, Cheney into
taking a step that would prove suicidal to their
party in the State. One hundred of them signed a
petition on Satunlay asking him to eall out the
militia to guard the polls in the Fifth Ward, and a
numiber of leading men, including ex-Gov. Straw,
gave an indorsemant to this extraondinary request,
There 18 no particular danger of n riot there,
aud  the ouly  purpose  of stationing  troops
in  the ward  would be to overawe
the Democrats who control it.  Gov. Chieney had the
good sense to decline to accede to the request. No
areater pives of politieal folly could be imagined
than for a Governor, in peaceable New-England, to
otsder solitiers to the polls when Lis own redlection

Porter, and
Dy, Wison, Tue offlesrs of the expedition are all of the
Cancoastun raee,  The soldicors are mainly Arabs, Prined
Massan, who wus prosent st the battle on Thursilay, 1=
the Khedive's third son. e was edacatad at Oxford, and
stod bedd udlitary seleny e at Berlio,

The Abyssinians umder King Kassa ara snpposad to
number about 80,000, balf of whom are wald to be armet
with modern weapons. The last war in which the
Abyssininus were engaged was In 1563, when the coun-
try was inviuled by the Pritish.  All of the tribes except
that of King Theodore belng friendly to the luvaders,
their famous morel to Magdala was only a trinmph of
encineering skl and milltery ferestght, The Britlsh ex-
pedition consisted of 12,000 wen, and cosl about

THE RISE AND TROGRESS OF THE WAR.

GEN, LORING AND OTHER AMMRICAN OFFICERS IN
THE FIELD=TIE EGYPIIAN DESIGSS—XUBAR
PASIIA'S BORIGNATION,

[FEOM AN O0CASIONAL CORLESPONDENT OF THE TRIBUNE.]

Catito, Jan. 24.—Allis quiet at the seat of war.
No offensive movement on erther side has boen made
siuee the disaster to the Egyptian forees last Fail,
in which about 2,000 men, neariy the whole Egyp-
tian force in Abyssinia at that time, were surgnised
and ent to picees,  Since then traops hayve heen liur-
tiod forwand to Massowah, the port of renvlezvons on
the Rod Sei. Noone Imt the Khedive knows ex-
aetly how lares a force thers now is on the frountier,
but probably there aro 15,000 to 18,000 men in thst
guarter. The objest of the war, at hrst, was doubt-
leas to punish the Abyssinians for repeated incur-
siona npon Egyptian terntory, and at the same time
to “ rectify the frontier” s0 as to tuke in several
Abyesinian provinees, But the severs eheck which
the Khedive's forees recelved at first has Bnparted
to the war o different phase—that of retalintion and
revenge for o bloody defest. The Khedive means to
ninke the next blow he strkes a had one, then to
exact payment i territory and treasnro for the war
—in shoit, 1o conqner a peace, The army in the
field is nowioally vnder the command of Ratile
Pasha, but Gen. Loring is the actual commander-in-
abief, Of onr American officers, besides Gen, Loring,
there ate at present with the army in Abyesiuia
Gens, Field and Dye, Cols. Lockett, Graves, and
Derrick, Majors Losche and Dennison, Burgeon-
Major Wilson, and Capta, Porter anl Urgens.  Cols.
Ward and  Keynolds, Mujor Martin, awl Surgeon-
Maujor Johnson are here, but the last naroed has just
received orders to go the frontier,  Cols. Muson,
Pionty, and Long are st preseut on exploration ser-
vive in Contral Afrion, Mujor-Gen, Chardes Pl Stone,
Chief of Staff, i4 here, with his headguarters at the
Citadel, aud, vnder the Khedive, probally direets
all the wilita ™ perations, It is not too vinch to
say that he Is the most importaut and usefol wag
the Khedive has in his sarvice,

I he resignation of Nubar Pasha, the Minister of
Forvien Afim, a few days ago, which ecansed
“Fgyptinns” to fall £10 in the Lotddon money
murket, caused sowe excitoment aml surpiise. I
wus at fiist supposed that his resiguation was con-
aacted with the misaton of Mr. Cave, as this Minister
was chiclly instrumental in bringing that about, but
it is now quite cortain that it may be assigned to
other canses, It is pretty certain that the Khedive
does not like some of the provisions and restrictions
in the new judicial convention which the oo liboral
Minister caused to be iuscried therein. Lo the firet
pluce, it should be stated that Nubar Pasha is an cu-
lightened man, fully in accord with the spirit of the
the.  He is an Armenian and o Christian, e s in
the habit of geing to the Khedive and telling him
bluntly what he thinks of bis policy. It is knowa
that he has opposed this Abysanian war from the
start, declaring it to by & mistake nod a wrong, nnd
he las not Lesitated to denounce the lLurkish
policy which encourages the Khedive fo carry
it on as covertly hostile to him. His bes
lisf of it ia that it is the policy of the
Gttoman Goverument to promote the war so N
the Khedive may ruin bimself theroby, and thus
render him powerless and dependout. The proba=
bility is that these views of the Minister ase souwd,
but lis opinions are not in favoer at the court just
now.
