OF THE SYBIEM OF PLACING CHILDRER OUT IN
FAMILIES—TILE FARMENR'S FAMILY FOUND TO BE
TIE BEST.

ALBANY, May 10—For more than a year past Win,

P. Letchworth, one of the Commissioners of the

Btate Board of Charities, has been en gaged in inves-

tigating the orphan  asylums, reformaptories, and

other institutions in the State having the custody
of children. Of the 130 institutions in the State he
has visited 125, accompanied by a stenographer, in
every case but one his visit being unexpected to the
asylum officials, His report contains & doteiled se-
eouut of the result of his observations at each of
these institutions, which is preceded hy some gon-
eral deductions from the mass of facts which has
been acenmulated. The importanco of the subject
ean be readily seen in the fact that there are nesrly
20,000 childven In these institutions in this Stale
to-day. By the law of last Winter more than &
thousand ehildren have been removed from the poor-
houses aud placed in families: in other wards, have
been removed from the roads that lead to vice anil
eontinued paoperism,  This Mr. Letchworth eon-

siders a great reform, but the work on which he has

been recontly engaged is one of much greater im-
portance on 8 numerical comparison alone. What
becomes of this little army of childrenund how they
aro cared for it is the aim of his report to show. The

institutions and snstaln  them, i for mno other
thiun  politie eonstleritions.
