* Put the question " The Chairman of the Commit-
tee on Letve of Absence annonnced that more than
sixty applications had already been made to the
Committee, nnd sixty mote  delezates  wonld
apply immediately unless there was a disposi-
tion to bLring the sessious to a close soou,
There was much enthusiasm over the report of the
Comwittee on Cortespondence upon relations with
the Southern Chureh, and & cordial feeling to the
Bonth was munifested, The report of the Committee
on Theological Seminuries showed that the seming-
2iés were in a satisfnetory condition. In the even-
fng it was resolved to submmt to the Preshyteries an
overture iu reeard to reducing the pumber of dele-
gates to the Assciubly.
