THE UNFINISHED WORK OF THE DEM-
. OQCRATS.

It was supposed that Gov. Tilden wounld
control yesterday's convention. The reports
leave it uncertain whether he really controlled
it, or whether 1t only followed the persistent
bellowing of John Morvissey and Tim Camphell,
in its final mad vush for Seymour. From the
Demoeratie point of view the nomination
would seem, at any rate, to be the very
strongest that could have been made. Gov.
Seymour is ungquestionably their most promi-
nent and popular man. For half a gencration he
has been the pet of the New-York Denmocracy,
has filled places of the highest dignity, lus
led them in reverses ns well as o trinmphs,
and has thronghout mpintained his easy ns-
cendeney, over all associates or rivals, m the
affectionate esteem of his party. No otha
man’s name ecould lend such weight to the
Demoeratic  ticket;  no  other  could  in-
sure such  enthusiastic  Demoeratic  support.
tiov, Seymonr will bring to the Democralic
canvass all that Gov. Morgan hrings to the
Republiean, plus an  affection and enthusi-
asm whieh no Republican and no other Bem-
oerat in the State could nrouse,  Such i3 yes-
terday's | nomination, us regarded  from  the
Demoeratic point of view.

Bat there is another side to it, There are
not Democrats enongh in New-York to eleet
their ticket. 1t must be elected, if at all, by
help from outside.  Is Gov, Seymour the man
to get that help ?

We think not.  We think, indeed, that the
nomination lifts the Democratic canvass from
the plane on which it was strougest—that of
yeform, and se's it back on the plane on which
it is wenkest—that of the old war issnes, The
man who spoke at the Uity Hall during the

diaft riots, and who ran for the Presi-
deney against  Grant,  with Frank  Blair
as  his  associste  on  the ticket, ecan-

not  possibly be a candidate mow without
eviving and intensifying the old war focling.
No man in the State was so bitterly disliked

aud  so  profoanidly distrusted by the
men most  in earmest  in  eavrying  on
the war as Homtio Seymour. Yet the

most forvild of those who distrusted him then
are precisely the men from whom Lie must
draw support now, if he is to be clected. The
Libersl Republicans were the radieal, not
the conservative wing of the Republicin
party., They were the men who  most
buted Seymoar then, and are now the very
last who could be brought to support him,
No other nmuination could so well securs the
¢ull Democratic vote, or &0 thoroughly repel
the Liberal Republican and Independent vote,

There are other drawbacks to the nomina-
tion. Gov. Seymour has refused the use of
his name on the ground of his ill health., 1t
is kuown that his physiciaus lave peremp-

torily  required  him  to abstain  from
the excitemegnts of a  political  eam-
paign.  He has been o often  suspected

of refusing nomingtions only in order to got
thoem, that his aceeptance now would sayor of
the ridiculous. A man may refuse to be a
candidate for the Presidency, nnd afterward
aceept the nomination; but he cannot do the
same thing afterward with the Governorship,
without arousing tn amusement which is not
calculated to win votes, On the whole,
therefore, the Demoerats have nominated a

sick aud unwillmg man who will bring out

their full party vote but repel all outside
assistance, are entirely uncertamn as to whether
he can be induced to accept the nomination,
and are eertain that if he does not, the chances
of any subsequent candidate are greatly dam-
aged by the oviginal folse start,

The Democrats have the knack of putting
their State platforma in hetter shape than the
Republicans, That adopted yesterday is sym-
metrical, plausible, and in  many respects

unexceptionable.  They aveid the rugged
jssue of Hard  Money vs. the repeal
of the Nesumption act by saying noth-

ing about later phuses of the question,
and merely reénneting their *No steps back-
“ward® platform of 1574, With this they
couple Mr. Dorsheimer’s surrender platform at
St, Louis, and leave the irrepressible conflict
between them to fight itself out. On other
points yesterday's platform is frank ; and its
reference to  the constitntional amendments
gnarantecing the results of the war i3 very
satisfoctory, Ko intellizent man ean read that
plank withont gratitude for the proof there
given that a great party, once ocenpying
an  almost Jtraitorons  attitude, has been 8o
liftedd ont of its dead past by the campaiznm of
1872 as to leave the resnlts of the war, a8
imbedded  in the Constitution, under the
cunranty of a common consent by both parties
and all the people.
VEDTATION AT LAST.

If there were no other proof that mediation
in the Tureo-Servion war has been determined
upon by the European Powers, the dispatches
from the permanent battle-lleld ot Alexinatz
would be sufficient evidenes of  the faet,
They are no less contindictery than  exng-
gerated, The Servian and Turkish gencrals
are not g0 much fighting as making reports
of sueeesses, in order to gam a diplomatie
advantage, Pirst there is a Servian victory,
aceompanicd by a revival of the war spivit
among the people; then an enormons Turkish
victory, justifyang the Porte in asking for an
indemuity and the oceupation of a fortress or
twos snd now Servia takes Ler tura peain,
Neither side has any time to lose ; for Enrope,
delaving wntil the  eleventh  hour, saddenly
perecives that the oppoitunities for mediation
are slippivg away, ond the promplest action
is necessary in order to put ont the fire of
war while it is still extingnishalile.

The simple trath is, that both Servia pied Tar-
key are woentied, disappointod, aud anxious for a
setilement. The former country lns failed
micerably ; her military leaders have been in-
cfficienty, and her soldiers have consequently
not foneht well, By omitting to seenre the co-
operation of Montenegro, she Blundero 1 at the
outset, From the moment she wis thi»wwn on
the defensive, she has proseented the stgzle
withont spirit apd without hope. O the other
side, while the Turkish generals have shown

I wlmirable militmy talent, and the troops have

foug!t bravely and stubbornly, the Govern-
wept finds it next to impossible to proenre
aul forward supplies, Turkey s bankrupt,
wnd lier armies are stopving,  With a disepsed
and dronken Sulta about to be replaced by
an idiotic one, she is torecd to aveid a pro-
longation of the war, Bur she naturally secks
to gain some little profif, or at lepst pre<tige, ont
of a medintion which she must aecept heeause
she eannot resist, When the tiuth comes to
be known, we thick it will be foand that the
recent series of great Lattles before Alexinatz
for appearsnee’ sake
mther than honest strnegles fer vietory.

What is to be the bosis of mediation? A
return to the staty gue, ws England las tenta-
tively suggested 1 Mr. Gludstone remarked
vesterday that this worll gve opportunicy for
a repetition of the “recent™ ontrages, But
when Enrope is forced to believe that the ont-
rages in Bulgaria have not eeased,—that, in
all their naneless hideousness, they are perpe-
trated at this very moment,—England  would
hardly dare to propose, nor would any other
Power aceept, & plan of mediation which Tor
pishes no vew secnrity to the Chiistinn subi-
jeets of Turkey. Evglind is alrendy morully
answerable for o large proportion of  thewe
borvors.  The programme of the Berlin Con-
ferenee wondd luve boen aoditied to secure
ber adhesion, but Digach and Lord Derby
prefesed what now tums ont to have becu n
ghum  diplomatie trinmph,  The other Powers
Lave avenged their seeming deleat by wating
for Fogland to take the mitiutive when the
ahterantive becaue (a8 might have been easly
foreseen) intervention or a general Earopean
wir., This she is deing, bal in an uneertain,
half-hearted way, which promises nothing het-
ter than a tempornry prop to o stroetare w hiich
shonld be thoroughly vepaired if it cannot be
rebuilt.

The prospeet of medintion, ns we see, aflects
evin the movements of the opposing armies,
S0 mneh the more will it tend to hold in
abeyanee the clements of vobellion or hostility
of race and erecd in other quarters. It s sil!
pussible, therefore, by forcing upon Turkey a
few real and indispensable changes, and sternly
superintending  thelr enforcement, o postpote
for some years the final eatastrophe.  But, to
aceomplish this, the Christinn Powers munst
et immediately, varnestly, honestly, amd with
cuongh surrender of their individoad interests
and jealousies  to jusure some appearanee of
ungnimity,  Anything less than this will he a
mere eriminn) tampering with the agencics of
Blood and devastation.  Meanwlale, the atroei-
ties in Bulgaria ean and should he instantly
suppressed.  Every additional day of them adds
to the disgrance of Ewope.  H Englind, now
fully miormed by her representative on the
spot, Mr. Baring, hesitates longer, the world
will welcome the armed futerfercnce of Russin.

COAL AND 0OIL,

(on! may as well learn something from ol
These two great produects of  Penpsylvania,
Kkindved in geological origin, have been yery
differently managed of late years, and with
very different results to producers.  In the oil
region there is joy and gladness; ** the good
“gime coming” has come at last, and “three-
“ dollar oil? s a visible and tangible reality,
The coal corporations are looking drearily
upon the work of their combination and the
loss of over $30,000,000 in the market value
of their property 3 hundreds of operators find
bankruptey staring them i the fuee; and the
woll is at the door of many o miner, For
three-dollar coal is o reality, as well as three-
dollar oil. It ought to cost no more to pro-
duce a ton of anthracite than a barrel of
petrolonm. Why does a parity of price bring
enthusiasm and prosperity to one region and
despaireand fearful loss to the other? If Mr,
Gowen, the reputed inventor of the combina-
tion, should undertake to travel avout the
world, to do business in a crowded and hur-
rying street, or to run o foot-ruce, on stilts,
le would expect to come to grief, But the
very men whose practieal sense leads then to
respect mechanical laws not infrequently at-
tempt to treat economic laws with contempt.
Of course they come to grief. The coal com-
bination has had & fearful tumble, and grouns

‘months’ living for eight months' worlk.

over its broken bones, because it has been
trying to do business on stilts,

The attempt to maintain an srtificial price
for coal, by ereating an artificial seareity, has
produced three effects, cach the result of nat-
ural laws which are as irresistible and =
as the laws of gravitation. Tt has cwd &
diminntion of consumption ; other things beive
the same, human beings never will buy ue
much five-dollar coal as they would of three-
dollar conl. It has caused a higher eoit of
prodaction ; when miners have to lie idle four
months in the year they are forced to
get  (welve months'  wages and  twelve
It
has caused larger production; hundreds of
men have hought or operated mines at the
artificial high priee which they would have
been unable to work at all with conl at a
reasonable figure, Now the advancing cosf of
production has made the combination pay more
for every ton of eonl mined; the redueed con-
sumption has made it impossible to sell the
whole of their product; and the stimulated
produetion of outside operators, secking to
take advantage of the artificial priee, has enr-
tailed the sales of the combination etill more,
and thrown back upon its hands the eostly and
unsalable coal which filled miles of cars at
many of the coal stations so recently. Thus
the coal Luginess fell from its stilts, and a de-
cline of $2 a ton in coal, and $30 to GO a
share in stocks, is the result. Hundreds of
oporators are ruined, beeause they eonld work
only with an artificial price. Thousands of
miners must learn to work for lower wages,
that the cost of production mny be brought
within the market valne of eoal.

Two attempts have been made to put the
oil business on stilts, Fortunately for all eon-
corned, both feiled. Cnee, when prices were
helow o dollar, production was with difflenlty
stopped for thirty days, but the artificial im-
prevement in prices eansed such haste to reap
the profits that instead of 37 wells going down
when the movement eommenced, there were
295 only four moaths later.  Aguin, in the
Fall of 1874, a partial stoppage of production
was effecied, but it failed beeanse some of the
producers conld not afford to snspend opera-
tions, Thus every attempt to ereate an arti-
ficial searcity failed, and the prodicers were
driven to seek that larger market wiich low
prices ennbled them to enter. They pushed
the unse of American petrolenm fvio vegions
where it had heen unknown before, stimmlated
its use enormonsly in' Europe, reduced ihe
cost of production and travsportaiion by many
devices, and at last the rapidly advaneing con-
gomption has overtaken the  yield, and the
price goes up, not by ariificial deviee, but in
obedience to those natural Liws which promote
iddustrial health aud prosperity.

What the ecoal operators need is to learn
this lesson thoroughly.  Already  one  far-
sighted maneger, convineed that low prices
are hereafter to preval, is making armnoge-
ments to seck new markets for enal in Sonth
Amerien,  In that directionp—in  an  enovnons
inerease of consumption, at home and abroad,
as the eonsequence of natural prices—hes the
only hope of the coal interest. Tt is moere folly
to attempt to resist naual laws, whether me-
ehanical or economie, They lhave their own
woy e the end, and there punishment is ter-
vible. The sure and sale way is to develop
our indusicies in harmony  with those laws,
and to seelt & larger, move healthy, and more
emiduring business h_\' reducing the cost of pro-

duitetor, amd inviting all the notions of the
world to share m the enjoyments of the
boundleas veswnrees of this Lind,
