1 have thus stated briefly, but I hope clearly, all the

They show, taken together,
if auatslned, bow a'-surd Is that new constitutional pro¬
vision whieB forbids any legislation to meet the wants of
the City of New-York tliatdoes not apply to Cattiiraugu-,
Couuiy and all other parts of the tttale aa we.ll. While I
have no disposition to uiierlere with the prerogatives of
tbe court«, it must not be forgotteu that tni» queetion »>f
rapid transit, aud their sovereignty over their own
streets, is one of the «tecpest concern to the people, und
so long as ihey romain the power by which both ooust«-
tution* and Judge» are mode and unmade, they will nut
hesitate to investigate the work of their own bauds, and
it they find they have been led into constitutional toil»
which fetter their Interest» aDd thrcateu their tight, they
win not be alow to find the nieaus aud measure ot re¬
dress.

It only remato» now tor the Court of Appeals to settle
the««-constitutional qucttous, which it will no doubt be
-»lied early to do. Meantime the New-York Elevât« d
Railroad Company' will go on with their work, nowf A.
far advanced, aud no doubt the Gilbert Company will
¦»rij-uced with those portions of their road uot under In-
juiictiou.

stricted to meet tbe demands of voters In tbe ordinary
compeUtion of labor.

Sir : I spent a day iu the Ajrricultnral Braid¬

ing at the »Centennial Fair, and from three to four hours
of the day in and out of the Judges' room. They were
on this day tosUng articles of food, and I and several ex¬

perts were wi.v_e.sees of their manner of doing it On
leaving the room and comparing note«, we found our¬

selves all of one mind, and that was that tbcy could not
arrive at any Just conclusion as to the qualities or com¬

parative merits, tor the reason that no proper compari¬
son was made between tne articles in competition.
In this instance they, at 11 o. in., commenced the ex¬

amination of about 18 samples of s very palatable article
of diet. One vessel was opened and about eaten up, fia¬
it was about lunch time and tasted good. The wott«r
woo then directed to remore It and bring another which
went through a Hire operation, aud so on till dinner time.
After dining they again brgun and finished np as tieforo.
It was noticeable that each vessel as It was opened pre¬
sented content» that were less and less rellsbable, and
especially so after dinner when some of them liad prob¬
ably a good taste. As each sample was teste«! the Judge-
matte in their separate books some mark for luiurc
roference. A whole day was wasted in this way. An
expert would have passed a corre«»! judgmcut upou the
whole lot In half an hour, and he would i¡¡ »>¦ done it by
opening the whole lot «of cana and placing theiu side by
side, Judging first their appearance then their rellshable
qualities. In this case the first sample will probably
take the medal, tha second a diploma, und the third
nothing.
