To say 1h.it a crowded andier««« greeted Prof.
Thomas H. Huxley at-Ohickering Hall la.it night it
to do inju«tic«' to the fact. The m trance wat

thronged at M early honr, and the only consolation
of tho people who were jammed together in front
of tho tickot «afifce was that it was a highly rosp«»ct*
able crush. Large numbers had evidently deferred
tho pincha«« of tickets until the last
moment. The trouble was not ended
when, after ui iergoiugtho last extremity of squees-
ing, the ticket ottte wit* reucheil and the purchase
made. It was quite us difficult to get cut from the
crowd below as it was to got into it. Not a tew
airile gentlemen took the alternative of climbing up
the »ides of tho stairs to join tho happier throng that
they had been long envying.the people that bad
liiaiiK-.t their lick -is in advance and bad nothing to
do but to Matad to the hall.
Within, every MM scorned to bo taken before th«

lecture began, and tho few vacancies were filled in
tho first ten niinut.; afterward, and " wall-flowers*
were packed standing behind tho seats. The ball
was full of tanfltarfaflM] of men eminent in th«
lc.rned professions ; of New-York'a IxMt society.
¦Punctual to the very minute Prof. Hu.'.y came for¬
ward upon t!:c r-iatioitn, and waa of course greeted
with abundant applause. He laid a copy of Milton'«
Pui.idi.st- Lost upon the reading desk; nothing els«,
neither manuscript nor notes. He leaned forward
slightly over the deck and begun speaking in trnWAM*
und words and with a low tone of *. nice. Except
sometimes to grasp the desk with both hands and
lean over it mere intently, he did .not vnry his po¬
sition or make use of gestures during the lectnre.

Attirât l'mf. Huxley was not distinctly heaiJ by
the entiie audience, but after tlio noise made by
people entering had, subsided, there was less diffi¬
culty in this rcniwct. Ho was listened to with the
cl'itn-st attention thronghoift, and the ptgBJMm silen<c«
of the auilicncc, except at rare intervals when
applause was culled forth, gave strikiitg evidence of
the interest that was taken, notwithstanding the
clooeness of thf argument and the absence oí popular
features iu the liscourso.

THE LECTURE.
Ladies and GemLKMKN : We live and follow th«

path of a s.vAui of things of immense diversity and
perplexity winch wc cull nature, and it is & matter
of the «lecpest interest to all of ns that we should
form just conceptions of tho constituí inn oftbat
system and of its past history. Wit h relation to
this universe man is in extent littlo more than a

mathematical point, in duration but a fleeting
shadow. He is a rc.*d shaken in the wi.iti.. of force,
but, as Pascal long ago remarked, although a reed,

» he is a thinking reed, and, in virtue of that wonder¬
ful capa' ity of thought, he bas a power of framing
to himself a symbolic conception of the universe,
which, although doubtless highly imperfect, aud
although wholly inadequate as a picture of that
great Whole, yet is nillieiont to serve him as a

guide-book ia his practical alla in«. It has taken
long indeed, a*nl accumulations t,f often fruitless
labor, to enailc man to look steadily at the gl-aring
phantasmagoria of nature, to notice her ;!.:«: nations
and what is regular among her apparent irregulari¬
ties; aud it is^only comparatively l.-iiely. within th«
last few centuries, tint there has emerged the con¬

ception of a pervading order «ud a deti.it«* force of
tiiinia-s, which «t tenu tho course of nature. [At
this point cries of "LouderI londerf" which had
l.ei :i ntt'-red once befort^iow became general, aud
a gentleman called from the back of th*i hall, "We
can't hear a word you say," to which tho lecturer re-

sjioiidcd by saying, " If my ntulien« e will be so kind
.is to bo seated that difficulty will he largely re¬

moved.*' He then resumed hi» lecture hi a tone of
voice scarcely raised, but more au«lil>le on account
of the instant hushing of noise and movements.]
Hut out of this contemplation of nature, and oat

of man's thought concerning her, there hat m thee«
later times arisen that conception of the cot.stancy
of nature to which I have ref* rie-l, and at
length that has become th« guiding conception of
modem thotu'ht. It has Mated to b«.* almost con¬

ceivable to any person who has pftd att« ntiou to
moilcin thought, that chanco slioul.i have any pine«
in the Universe, or that events should follow any¬
thing but the natural order of WAWtX tu.d ( BgßA, W«
have como to look upon the present as tho child of
the past and as the parent of the future ; and as w«

ha.c excluded chance from any share or part in th«
order of thing.*, so in tho present ni«l.r«-f MM
nn :i have come ;o neglect, even as a possibility, th«
tin! aii*. of any interference with that oidcr; and
whatever may bo men's speculative notions upon
these points, it is quite certain that every intelli¬
gent person guides his life and risks his fortun«
upon the belief Unit the order of nature is constant,
and tho relation of cause to xRttt u!i<-hr.:igcd.

In fact; there is no belief which wc entertain
which has so MMftttt a logical 99EM a* that to
which I have just referred.
