Anxiety upon the subject of the -proposed
explosion at Hell Gate is to be naturally ex-
pected on the part of residents in that vicinity.
To have nitro-glycerine near at hand is of
necesaity a source of terror to @ll except, per-
haps, the people who handle it. But the ex-
planations given by Gen. Newton should go
far to relieve this fear. In the first place it
is dynamite, not unmixed nitro-glyeerine, that
is to be used ; and despite the popular dread
of dynamite which the Bremerhaven and other
accidental explosions have occagioned, it isa less
dangerous and more manageable substance than
the other. The second point advanced by Gen.
Newton will probably be better appreciated
by the public. No explosion of a mass of
dynamite s to take place. The material is
poacked in small separate charges. If, for in-
stanee, a powder magozine is exploded, there
is great conenssion and damage; but if the
same amount of powder should be simultane-
onaly fired off from the guus of a regiment, no
considerable convulsion of the air is caused.
Lastly, the charges at Hell Gate will be im-
mersed in water; there will be no air close
around them to be convulsed. At all events,
however, there is a relief in the poestponement
of the affair. It will give opportunity for
fuller discussion of the possible dangers. It
may also afiord a chance for wnproving the
method proposed for firing the charges simul-
taneously. This, as at present deseribed, seems
to be rather an awkward and uncertain con-
trivance.

WiAT RESUMPTION MEANS,

If the® Republicans should he defeated in any
Western State, it will be because they have
not taken pains to remove the misapprehen-
gions which prevail as to the meaning and
effects of resmmption. Especially in Indiann,
where men remember the wild-cat banks with
curses, the safe and uniferm national curreney
is liked, and the notion that resnmption means
the withdrawal of that enrrency has led many

to join in the ery, “No resumption,”
who would not Luowingly help the re-
pudiators.  What is  resumption? It is
simply the performance of a pledge of

the public faith written on the face of the
dollar note—the payment of as many of them
as the holders do not want to retain.  Some
assert that the people want and need them
all: in that case none will be presented for pay-
ment, and resumption will be completed with-
out any other step than the Bffer to pay. 1If
the United States declares its readiness to
meel these notes, but ne one chooses to present
them, resmmption is complete. They are de-
mand nafes; if unobody pleases to  de-
mand payment  the pledge is  redeemed
and  the wvalue of the nutes
by the mero knowledge that the coin
can be had for them. at pleasnre, Bt it is a
mistake to suppese that none will be pre-
sented, unless ‘their volume and relation to
coin are changed. Thoss will presented,
and only those, which the people lo not wish
to keep in cireulation when they know thnt
the coin can be had for them gt plessure,  As
many as the country necds will then remidin
in cirenlation, and not oue more.

How many does the conntry need ? No one
can tell. The question can be decided only by
the voluntary exchange of the notes for that
which has recognized value, Whenever that
exchange of wnotes, for coin or for anything
which the people prefer as the equivalent of
coin, has procecded so far that the people
offer no more mnotes for exchange, them we

may know that the work is done. (3
may require a payment of fifty millions
or of one hundred millions, "but it will
not require the payment of a  single

note which the country needs and the people
are willing to use i civeulation, The phirnse
“ foreed resumption” is a fraud and a eheat.
We might as well speak of foreed eating. He-
sumption 18 a voluutary process on both sides;
when the Government pleases to pay its delst,
the people eall for payment of as much ns
they please and no more. The force is all on
the other gide; ot present the people are
foreed to go without paymenty and to nse
as currency notes which fluctuate and are
depreciated simply beeause the Government
does not keep its pledge, and pay holders who
want payment. The workman is * forced” to
take his wages in poorer money than the
bondholder geis; the farmer is * foreed” to
take for his wheat or hogs dollars worth 8D
cents instead of dollars worth 100 cents. For,
whenever the Government pleases to perform
its pledge, the same paper note which we now
use will be worth 100 cents, and the farmer
and laborer will have as good money as the
bondholder,

“ But it is impossible to get the money for
“ ppsumption,” say the Democrats. Part of
them are ignorant, and the other part lie.
The United States has just made a contriet
for the sale of $800,000,000 of 4ly per cent
bonds at par in gold. Under that very con-
tract, and by aid of the same combination of
bankers. it ean pay, if it pleases, all the United
States notes which the people want paid. The
process is simple; the power uniuestionable,
The same bankers who pay gold or six per
cent bonds for the 41g per centa would sell them
even more readily if the Government wonld
take its demand notes, or, what amounts to
the same thing, sell the gold in open market
for the notes. A portion of the legal wnders
would be drawn into the Treasury instead of
bonds; the value of the notes would rise; and
as soon a8 the people beeame unwilling to ex-
change any more of them for coin or its equiv-
alent, the price would show that the work of
resulption wis practically complete. It wounld
only remain to make formal offer of pay-
ment to the ereditors who had already re-
fused to be paid. Resumption is nothing
but the honest payment of a debt. It is
nothing but justice to the people who hold
the noies, and to the millions whose wages,
carnings, and investments are in these notes,
That it is easy the contract just made by the
Treasury conclusively proves. Can any man
say why the Government should keep its
pledges to foreign bondholders, but repudiate
ita pledges to its own citizens who Lold its
notes 7

We publish this morning another letter from
Indianapolis.

The attempt to
keep the Southern question out of the can-
vasa has failed, partly because the people have
long memories of a distrustful kind, but
princapally beeause the Demoeratic party hua
# dubious record as to all questions conmected
with the Rebellion and its eauses ; and itself
insists on dragging that record to the light
and being judged by it. A party which in

New-York nominates Seymour, which in

In-
diana jusists upon Hendricks, which at
Washington opers the way to Southern
elaims by the million, cannot wouder if people
remember where it stood during the war, and
who brought upon the eountry the burdens
which now oppress us, The treachery of North-
ern leaders, the subservieney reduced to a prin-
eiple for so many yenrs exhibited by Demoeratic
representatives and Democratic oonshituen-
cies, the haif-hearted support which the
Union, in the hour of immivent and
mortal peril, received from some Democrats,
and the indiffgrence, amounting almost  to
treason, of many others—all these have foreed
the eautious voter into gpeculations concerning
the probable effects of the return of such a
purty to pational power. So the old issue is
hiere. We may regrot that it has been raised;
but whether the Republicans or the Demoerats
are responsible for it, here it is. The moment
inquirers ask themselves what would 1 the
prohable course of a Democratio Administra-
tion, they begin to remember, and there is no
forgetfulness to be found for them in the most
sophistical of speeches, the most persuasive of
leading articles, the cleverest misrepresenta-
tions of the situation.

In fact, we have not got so far away from
the Rebellion ns we supposed.  The turn which
the eampaign has taken in Iudiana is alone
suficient to demonstrate this, When the in-
terrogatory  comes, What course wonld «
Democratic Administration pursne toward the
disaflected and discontented and heart-sore
portion of the Southern people, who is there
in that party capable of giving a satisfactory
answer? Who would bé permitted by its
managers to give one if he desired to do so?
If the loyal voters lack confidence in Demo-
eratio leaders, it is becanse thus far they
Lave put forward no plan of allaying Routh-
ern Cisturbances, We happen to be living in
a time when weat goneralizations aboul the
Conatitution, ond smooth words of promise,
with loud protestations of patrictisi, will not
serve., Not much attention has been paid to
the indefiuite and loose position of the Denwo-
cratic party as to matters of Southemn poliey ;
but the niee instinets of the people are always
sensitive and almost always right, It is not to
be denied that a party in the least indebted to
Southern Demoetats for its aseendency, or hav-
ing their sympathy and moral support, might
relapse into its old habits, especially as 1t has
never formally abandoned them,

Perhaps o specitic declarntion of its loyal in-
tentions might have helped the Democratic
party to a few more Northern votes, amld in
such ense the majerities ngainst it would not
have been so largs, nor the defeat awaiting it
s0 disastrous. Sumething, too, it might bave
giined by the nomination of entirely fresh
wen with no awkward antecedents. Tut it
s neted precisely as if for a generation it
had retained o majority in every Sate of the
Kepublic, and now necded only to go through
a seb of automatic motions to elect President
and Viee President and a majority of the

House. There must be eome new hlood
in the purty, for the old ones have
died, nd the young ones have been

attaining their majority ; but the melancholy
truth  is, that search ns  closely aa we
mity, the Democatic party of 1876 is not found
to differ in any important detail from the Demo-
cratie party of 1550, Ts it wonderful that vot-
era first doubt and then decide to vote with
the Republicans, who are at least nominally
committed to a loyal poliey, and who must be
trae to it in the mwain or go at once to destrue-
tion? In all groat contests the donbts of a
people are as potent as their beliefs; and
whether the voter's distrust of the Demoeratie
party be ill or well fommded, it will probably
decide the election at band.  The Republican
party will suceecd, uot through the exertions
of its mere partisans (for we have pever known
o time when they had so little influence), but
beeause  the peoplo intuitively feel that in
voting for the Republican candidates they are,
in these trooblous times, running the least
possible risk,
