GKN. BRAXTON T. BRAGG.
Following in «inick succession, the noted

leaders of the Confederate anule» are juiuinjr the
" bivouac of the dead." Gen. Kruxtou T. Brag* ha« been
the hut to follow Las, Breckmridge, and I'ickett. Re
fell dead yesterday lit (Jalvestoti, Texas, while cronsluif
the street hi front of tho I'ost-OrTlee. He wa« apparently
in good health at the time, but was subject to organic
disease of tue heart, wblcii ludueed syncope. Gen. Bragg
was bom in fam C^intv. N. C, In 1815. He wan

graduated at lue West roint Military Academy in 1837.
ami was appoint«*! uecoud lieiltenaut in tho 3d Artillery.
Transferred to the scene of hostilities in Florida during
the Seminóle war, be remained there until 1813, when be
was stationed at Fort Moultrie, iu Charleston harbor. He
ii malm¦ ai that pmi until just before the outbreak of
the war with .Mexico, when he was ordered to Texas, in
May, 1- I'J, he participated in the defense of Fort Brown,
and won the rank of captain by his gallant conduct He
was présentât the battle of Montare v Omt Ul-'J.'I, 1846),
and abro took part In the «Mintlict of Buena Vista, where
the artillery decided the fortunes, of tho day. Ho re¬

ceived for hi« bravery on this occasion tho brevet of

lieutenaut-colonel. The war being over, Col. Bragg was

1855, when he was appointed major of cavalry'- Ho de¬

They
were warmly received, and there waa a great deal
of cordial applause at the mention of the name« of
the different nations.

THE SCENE IN JUDGES' HALL.
[BY TKLKOBAPH TO TIIK TlMiX'»:.]

Philadklphia, Sept. 27.-The award* of medal*
and diploma« to successful competitors in tbe Cen¬
tennial Exhibition were announced in Judges' Hall
with appropriate ceremonies this evening. No event
.-¡nee the opening of the Exhibition has been looked
forward to with as much interest by exhibitors aa
this. At times many of them have been impatient
at the unavoidable delays and disposed to mur¬
mur at the management of thia important branch
of the work; but the manner in which the judge«
have performed their duties, the discrimination
with which their report« have been prepar d,
und the enhanced value of their awards over those
mode at any former international exhibition bars
caused all dissatisfaction to disappear. Gratifica¬
tion at the success of the new American system of
awards now seems to be universal. Judges' Hall waa
beautifully decorated for the occasion. Partition«
hud been removed, greatly enlarging the seating ca¬

pacity of the room and adding great I, to its beauty.
The flags of the leading nations of the world were

arranged in festoons around the galleries, and curi¬
ous laut/IBM from the'Chinesc Department were aua-

pendetl between the colu.orm. The WBtllaBJ in the
rear of the platform was covered with flowers and
rare plante, over which there was a canopy of Amer¬
ican flags. Marble statues bad been placed in tbe
cornera of the room, vase/, from the Mam Building
iu the corridor, aud oue of the century vaaea in ali¬
ve i in the open space in front of the platform.
Gen. Lewis E. Merrill, U. 8. A., acted as master of

ceremonies, aud announced as they entered the fol¬
lowing-named bodies of gentlemen : The Centennial
Commission, the Board of Finance, and the United
Stated Government Board; Gen. Walker, Chief of
tie- bureau of awards and the board of judges ; the
director-general of the Exhibition and the foreign
cominissio'icrs, the officer« of the Ccntcumal guard,
the president» of the Centennial commission and tbe
board of limince, the Governors of States and the
diplomatic corps. After those had all passed to the
place« assigned them prayer was ottered by the Rev.
Dr. Henry A. Bnardman of Philadelphia, in response
to whi h the Temple < 'nart« tt» of Boston sung a
selection from Schubert's Mass for male voices.
